The September sitting of the Supreme 
court was resumed this morning with 
His Honor Chief Justice McKeown pre­
siding. When the court opened on 
Tuesday, Justice Grimmer presided in 
the place of the chief justice who was 
indisposed. On the chief justice taking 
his place on the bench this morning he 
was made the recipient of many con­
gratulatory references on his appoint­
ment as successor to the late Chief Jus­
tice Landry.

As this was the first court for the 
new chief justice to preside over in this 
city since his recent elevation, Fred R. 
Taylor, president of the St. John Bar­
risters’ Society, on behalf of that orga­
nization extended to His Honor their 
heartiest congratulations. He spoke of 
the very high esteem in which Chief 
Justice McKeown was held by the legal 
fraternity of this city and said that his 
appointment had been a most popular 
one. The fact that Justice McKeown’s 
judgments always found confirmation 
when Drought before the court of appeal 
bore testimony to the efficient manner 
tm wlifph His Honor discharged his 
duties.

Mr. Taylor was followed by Attorney 
General Baxter, who endorsed the re­
marks of the president of the Barris­
ters’ Society and added his personal 
congratulations.

| “The infantry, when passing our bat­
tery going into the trenches, joke at our 
shells which weigh 1,290 pounds (iron 
rations for Fritz), the ever present pills 
for all ailments.

“All the boys are looking well and 
sticking it first class. Leslie Patterson, 
Sergeant Preston and his brother arc 
the only boys from St. John in my sec­
tion; all the oth»r boys are from Nova 
Scotia, Quebec and Ontario, but we all 
get along fine together.

“Ca’itain Dobbie, who left Partridge 
Island witn us, is still going strong and 
be is sure a pippin ; he is sure a credit 
to St. John, although he doesn’t belong 
there. He has had some narrow escapes, 
but has not a scratch yet.

“Lieut. Compton, who left with us, 
was transferred to a French mortar bat­
tery. He was mt with us when he got 
wounded. None of our officers have 
been wounded yet, but we have all had 
some close shaves. None of the St. 
John bunch have been wounded except 
Bombardier T. A. McDonald, a Mount 
Allison man. He got a couple of nasty 
wounds and is now enjoying life in 
England. I remember the afternoon lie 
got wounded. I met him about an 
hour before he was hit, talking about 
two men he had sent out to repair a 
telephone wire that was broken by a 
shell. As ‘Old Fritz’ was shelling pret­
ty lively they had taken cover in a 
hole and left the wire until the strife let 
up. That didn’t suit McDonald as the 
line was needed. He started off alone 
to mend it; he got the, wire mended, 
and now the doctors are mending him.

“We ion’t get any chance at the guns 
to win V. C.’s but the colonel of our bri­
gade give us a pretty good name. He 
said we surprised him as artillerymen for 
a lot of ‘green horns.’ What do you 
think of that nowj

“We are getting cold weather now 
and we are preparing for a winter dug 
in the ground like a rabbit, hut as I 
have lots of company I guess I’ll be able 
to enjoy life with the rest of the boys. 
As I am supposed to sleep after being 
on duty all night, I guess I will have to 
close now. It is vbry hard to write a 
letter when the guns are firing and Old 
Fritz’s coal boxes are bursting around 
everywhere.”
