MANUSCRIPTS OF
INTEREST FOUND

Documents in Old Tower in
England Being Dried and
Catalogued

LONDON, Sept. 25.—The romance
of some damp old documents dating
from 1488 found in a tower at Well,
Somerset, is told by Richard Hol-
worthy in a booklet issued by the
Diocesan Registry.

Mr. Holworthy wanted some in-
formation about a man who went to
America in 1644, and reurned to the
diocesan registry at Wells for inform-
ation. He was taken to a large room
in the tower adjoining, where we
found shelf upon shelf of old volumes,
and three bastions crammed lull of
loose documents.”

Of these volumes 722 have been
dried and catatogued in groups—acts
books, desposition books, various lists
of clergy, and license books.

They -throw an interesting light on
the social history of the 16th and 17th
centuries. For instance the adven-
tures of Mary Fortune, a ship built
at Bristol, and minutely described in
a record made in 1598. Cases of
witcheraft,/ breach of promise, matri-
monial offences, the household ex-
penses of a Bishop of Winchester, and
thousands of certificates of penance
have been found.

Henry | Graves a well-known dealer
who paid $900 for it.
