“effect,4f possible, through co-operation 
with othtLjjellgious bodies, a system of 
instructlo^Hyfenensurate with the needs 
of our yoEMStogether with forms and 
exercises oaMOated to promote patriot- 

I ism, ànd the “highest sense of personal
. integrity and purity of life.” The general 
i board Is instructed, as a means to this 
end, “to take prompt action to promote 
the dally reading of a portion of the 

' Holy Scriptures in all public schools.”
Both this resolution anti that on mar­

riage and divorce must be concurred in 
1 by the house of bishops before becoming 

effective.
The committee on the prayer book re­

ported favorably on the proposal that 
the phrase “all Jews, Turks, heretics 
and infidels” be made to read; 
those who know Thee not through the 
Gospel of Thy Son." The house voted 
favorably on this change as recommend­
ed by its committee.

Nova Scotia Fishermen and Their 
Treatment By Borden Govern­
ment

(Halifax Chronicle)
The fishermen of Nova Scotia, espe­

cially those who will within a few weeks 
be preparing for the lobster fishing, are 
butting against a stone wall when they 
ask the Borden government for relief 
from the oppressive duties upon rope 
and other accessories of their industry. 
Rope is the one important essential for 
the lobstering business, and one of the 
most difficult to procure at a profitable 
price. Manila hemp rope is the kind al­
most altogether used, but last year ow­
ing to the burning, by. a long drought, 
of the crop in the Philippine Islands, the 
only producer of that particular grade of 
hemp in the world, Manila hemp rope, 
the grade purchased in Nova Scotia by 
Shelburne,' Queens and Yarmouth for 
use in their gear has advanced $100 pe­
ton during the last eighteen months.
Made a Substitute

This rope is admitted into Canada 
free of duty if used only for lobster 
fishing. In view of the increased cost 
and the great scarcity of the article, one 
of the largest manufacturers of this rope 
in the United States and Canada ex­
perimented with various grades of fibre, 
aiming to make some rope that would 
contain qualities equally as good as thé 

hemp and thereby produce a 
substitute for the fishermen’s use, and 
one that they could purchase at a lower 
cost. This rope, selling at $60 a ton 
lower than the present price of manila, 
was shipped to their Halifax salesman 
from their New England factory with 
every expectation that it would be ad­
mitted on the same basis, that is, duty, 
free, of the manila hemp rope for which 
It is a substitute.
Imposed the Duty

But such expectation was not realized. 
The company’s Halifax representative 
took up the matter with the customs 
department at Ottawa, believing that 
when the facts of the distress eptailed 
upon the fishermen of this country by 
the failure of the manila hemp crop were 
fully placed before the minister of cus­
toms, there would be some relief af­
forded the lobster fishermen at least, 
and this substitute would be admitted 
free of duty. This week the collector of 
customs at Halifax was informed that 
the new rope, not being manila as de­
scribed in the tariff schedul- «-mt pay 
the full duty. The result is that the 
three cents per pound, the difference 
between higher price of the manila 
rope and the substitute for it when sold 
to the fisherman, which he would have 
saved, must now go to swell the sur­
plus of the government exchequer. The 
relief which the fishermen might havo 
obtained through the substitute article 
is practically made negligible by this 
obstinate action of the custom depart­
ment.
Has Canadian Branch

manila

The concern manufacturing this article 
has a large Canadian branch in On­
tario, which branch largely supplied the 
Nova Scotia market, therefore the arti­
cle was not looked upon as an Ameri- 

product. In view of having this 
substitute manila rope manufactured by 
a certain Canadian branch it would, by 
some, be considered of tittle importance 
whether this duty would go Into effect 
or not. But even having the alternative 
of buying from a Canadian factory the
