the Measure. mNORWAY’S RULERAT HAMÏ0N London, June 19.—After a heated de­

bate, lasting from early afternoon till 
2.30 this morning, the House of Com­
mons, having voted down numerous 
amendments pffered by the opposition, 
adopted a resolution offered by Pre­
mier Campbell-Bannerman with a 
view to expediting the progress of .the 
Education Bill. The resolution em­
powers the government to consider the 
bill by compartments and defines the 
clauses which may be passed each day. 
It allows seventeen days for the re­
maining stages of the bill.

Montreal, June 19.—The will of Miss 
Elizabeth Orkney, who through her life 
was a generous benefactor of Montreal 
charitable institutions, provides for about 
$500,000 in bequests to them. Among the 
principal provisions are: Montreal Gen­
eral hospital, $60,000; Protestant Asylum 
for the Insane, $50,000; Y. M. C. A., $50,000; 
Art Gallery, $60,000; McGill University, 
to found scholarship, $50,000. The estate 
is worth upward of $800,000, of which 
$250,000 is given to relatives and friends 
and the balance to charity.

Father's Plea.

There was a large crowd in the 
police court on Wednesday when the 
four hackmen, Messrs. Corbett, Law- 
son, Marden and Byer, over whom 
hangs the charge of highway robbery, 
were called. Frank Higgins and Wm. 
Moresby were present as counsel for 
the defence, and Chief Langley con­
ducted the prosecution. The circum­
stances of this case have been so often 
explained in these columns that read­
ers of the Times must be thoroughly 
conversant with them, and it is unne- 
sary to again go into details. Briefly 
the quartette mentioned are accused 
of the theft of $35 from J. Hewitt in a 
drunken brawl at a Chatham street 
house of ill-fame. The hearing was re­
manded from last week at the request 
of Chief Langley because of the inex­
plicable disappearance of the inform­
ant and the chief witness. Hewitt.

When Magistrate Hall took his place 
this morning it was expected that 
Hewitt would have been located by the 
police and put in the box to give evi­
dence. Directly after the court was 
called to order, however, Chief Lang­
ley announced that the missing one 
had so far succeeded in escaping the 
clutches of the stalwart guardians of 
the law. He asked for another re­
mand. and also asked permission to lay 
an additional charge against the ac­
cused men—that of being drunk and 
disorderly.

Messrs. Higgins and Moresby both 
protested against holding the four 
hackmen in prison under the circum­
stances. They asked that the bonds be 
altered so as to allow the prisoners out 
upon their own recognizance.

Chief Langley did not make any 
strong objection to this, and accord­
ingly the application was granted. The 
case was remanded until Friday, the 
27th inst. -

FOREIGN REPRESENTATIVES

Details have been received of a 

double murder yesterday at Hazelton.
The murderer is Simon Magun, an 

Indian of Kispyox.
The first body found about daylight 

yesterday was that . of Alexander 
Mackintosh, a half breed, and was dis­
covered about half a mile from Two- 
Mile Creek hotel. He was shot 
through the chest and had a fight the 
previous night with the murderer.

The second body was located about 
noon yesterday one and a half miles from 
Hazelton, on che Kispyox trail. It was 
that of Max LeClair, also a half-breed, 
who was shot through the back within 

.an hour from the first murder. He was 
apparently coming to town from his 
camp.

Constable Kirby and five others set out 
for the murderer’s ranch at once. They 
found that he had shot three of his own 
horses and killed another with a pick­
axe, but did not find him.

They next went to Kispyox and Glen- 
vaull, where they found Magun’s lather, 
who is being held on suspicion of know­
ing something about the murder.

The party are following the trail, but so 
far have discovered no signs of the mur­
derer's whereabouts.

When the correspondent arrived at 
Bialystok on Sunday morning the 
worst was already. over, but on all 
sides there was revolting evidence of 

Savage Bestiality
on the part of the blood-drunken mobs 
who sacked and burned the Jewish 
houses, shops and stores.

For seventy-two hours with a slight 
abatement during the day time the 
mad orgy of blood and pillage went on 
unchecked. The inhumanity displayed 
would havp done credit to the Mongol 
hordes of Genghis Khan in his con­
quests of China and Central Asia early 
in the 13th century.

At first police and troops urged on 
the mob, but finally when dismayed by 
the bloody deeds accomplished, they 
reluctantly sought to obey the orders 
of their superiors to put an end to the 
work of the

Rapacious Bands of Roughs
who were so far beyond control of the 
local forces that regiment after regi­
ment bad to be thrown into the city 
before order could be restored.

During the rioting the Jews were 
hunted down by furious pursuers who 
in the fnajority of cases were not con-, 
ter.t with killing more victims, but 
tore them to pieces like wild animals 
and while this was in progress the 
troops either stood idly or as was more 
frequent case, fired into the houses and 
shops where Jews were concealed, 
under the pretext that they believed 
them to be revolutionists, but really in 
order to make way for the

Murderers and Plunderers 
who followed in the soldiers wake.

While it Is impossible to give exact 
figures the visits of the correspond­
ents to the hospitals and cemeteries 
enable him to approximate the killed 
at one hundred Jews and twenty 
Christians and tile wounded at 150 and 
7 Christians.

The question of the origin of the 
massacre was carefully investigated. 
Although many of the Jews denied 
that a bomb was thrown at the ortho­
dox procession on Thursday, in honor 
of Corpus Christi Day. that a bomb 
was thrown the fact was established 
beyond a doubt. But the question of 
who threw the bomb remains unset­
tled. The accounts of impartial wit­
nesses, however, demonstrate that an 
insulting cry enraged the Jews, who 
attacked the re’igious procession. Then 
from one end of the city to the other 
the police spread the report of the at­
tack, thus

Fanning the Religious Fanaticism 
of the Christians and setting loose the 
worst elements upon the Jews on 
whom the crowds watching the pro­
cession had already turned.

The Jews at first fought with revol­
vers and bombs, and with those wea­
pons the majority of the Christians 
victims were killed. But the Jews 
were soon overwhelmed, and fled for 
shelter into cellars or upper attics.

The soldiers watched the chase and 
butchery, sometimes laughing with in­
difference, but never failing to fire into 
houses where Jews, sometimes to the 
number of a hundred, were making a 
stand against their assailants. The 
soldiers said the Jews were revolution­
ists, and that was their reason for fir­
ing on them.

Trondjhem, Norway, June 20.—The 
French armored cruiser Admiral Aube, 
carrying the special French embassy 
to the coronation of King Haakon, ar­
rived here at 9 o'clock this morning. 
Immediately after she reached her 
anchorage she fired a salute, to which 
the, Norwegian men-of-war and shore 
batteries replied.

A spanking breeze swept the harbor, 
causing the flags and bunting to flut­
ter in a lively fashion, and raising a 
sea in which the launches and cutters 
were tossed about like corks. But,' in 
spite of the breeze, a dense fog prevail­
ed near the entrance of the fiord, and 
delayed the arrival of the other war­
ships and steamers including the Bri­
tish royal yacht Victoria and Albert, 
having on board the Prince and Prin­
cess of Wales and convoyed by the 
second-class .cruisers Juno and Talbot. 
The vessels are anchored outside the 
fiord, but will not arrive at Trondhjem 
until the afternoon.

The members of the French embassy 
landed at 11 o’clock this morning. They 
were received by officers of the royal 
household, were given a guard of honor 
and were driven to the palace, where 
King Haakon received the embassy 
and thanked them and their nation for 
their presence here on the occasion of 
his coronation.

The leading members of the Nor­
wegian cabinet, headed by Premier 
Michelsen, will leave Christiania to­
day for Trondhjem.

Trondhjem continues to fill with vis­
itors and crowds throng the streets. 
The palace and cathedral are the cen­
tres of interest.

NORWAY’S RULER.

King Haakon and Queen Maud Have 
Arrived in Ancient Capital. MR. BRYAN IS NOW

BOOMED FOR PRESIDENT
APPEAL IN FULL COURT.

Trondhjem, June 19.—King Haakon VII., 
his Queen and their son rest to-night in 
the ancient capital of Haakon the Good, 
where Norway first was created a nation. 
They came this evening in the gunboat 
Heindal amid scenes of picturesqueness.

The elaborate preparations for their re­
ception hardly had been completed before 
crowds began to congregate along the 
route of the procession from the pier to 
the pale.ce, and on the breakwater and 
bluffs marking the entrance. The expec­
tation had made the ordinary grave Nor­
wegians Parisian in their gaiety. They 
waited in the noon-day sun that streams 
down on Trondhjem. On the pier was 
built a pavilion in the old Norse form, 
decorated with greenery and the nation’s 
colors. Around the pavilion were gather- j 
ed members of the diplomatic corps from 
Christiania, officers of the army ahd 
municipal officers. The guns of the Dan- 

* ish warship Hekla booming the royal 
salute announced that the King’s yacht 
was approaching, 
silently until the Heindal entered her slip, 
when they broke into the short, sharp 
hurrahs that express Norwegian enthusi­
asm.

The first figure discernible on the deck 
was the wonderful little Crown Prince 
Olaf, in a white sailor suit, held high 
above the rjfil by Jiiç nurse, and showing 
a precocious interest in the scene.

The King smon joined the Prince and 
the crowd bàrked out another cheer, 
which was renewed when Queen Maud 
appeared.

The royal family speedily landed, and 
the King conversed briefly with several 
of the diplomats. The municipality pre­
sented an address of welcome for which 
King Haakon expressed his thanks. Then 
the King, Crown Prince Olaf in his arms, 
accompanied by Queen Maud, entered a 
carriage, and, escorted by cavalry, drove 
to the palace through cheering crowds. 
Throngs surrounded the palace for hours 
cheering the King and Queen.

Although Norway is regarded as safely 
outside the bomb belt of Europe and a 
country free from violent political ani- 

i mosity, the Norwegian party are taking 
precautions to protect the King and other 
notable personages.

Case of Fagan vs. Times Was Argued 
This Morning. *

. (From Wednesday's Daily.)
Before the Full court to-day the appeal 

in Fagan vs. Times was argued before 
Chief Justice Hunter, Mr. Justice Irving 
and Mr. Justice Morrison. This is an 
appeal from a judgment of Mr. Justice 
Duff, who dismissed an application made 
for an injunction by Dr. Fagan to re­
strain the Times from publishing an ad­
vertisement containing a statement ot 
Dr. Fagan's made at a coroner's inquest 
relative to Dr. Bteedman’s soothing pow­
ders.

A. E. McPhillips, K. C., representing 
Dr. Fagan, did not urge that the state­
ment as it appeared was an unfair one. 
It was not represented as different from 
what the doctor had made.

He contended, however, that Dr. Fagan 
had a right in his name which this state­
ment violated. He thought that a pro­
fessional man had The right in such a 
case to prevent the continued publica­
tion of such an advertisement.

The Chief Justice could not well see 
where the distinction lay between a news 
item published in a paper and an adver­
tisement.

Mr. McPhillips intimated that the 
statement of Dr. Fagan should be privi­
leged as he gave it under compulsion as 
a witness.

To this G. H. Barnard, representing 
the manufacturers of Steedman’s sooth­
ing powders, objected, stating that Dr. 
Fagan made the analysis for the sum of
*100.

Mr. Barnard contended that the adver­
tisement which appeared was for the 
purpose of undoing injury which had 
been done the manufacturers of Steed- 
man’s powders by the previous news­
paper notices relative to a supposed 
case of poisoning, and also by use being 
made of this report to advertise another 
powder in trade papers.

BRANDON’S GROWTH.

Winnipeg, June 20.—The assessment 
roll of the city of Brandon has just 
been completed by Assessor Hugh R. 
Cameron. It shows an increase of $2,- 
321,130 in assessment over 1905, al­
though the buildings this year were 
assessed to only 50 per cent of their 
value, while in 1905 the assessment ran 
to 75 per cent. The total assessment 
for 1906 for land and buildings is $6,- 
445,950, while for 1905 it was $4,124,820. 
The business tax assessment by the 
new roll is $229,340, an increase over 
the previous of $81,436. The population 
is placed at 9,898, being an increase of 
1,369 over last year.

;

Vichy, June 19.—In an interview to­
day, Count Witte, the former premier 
of Russia, expressed strong disappoint­
ment and disapproval of the lower 
house of parliament which he declared 
is slowly developing into a revolution­
ary body. Russia needs peace and order 
and the confidence of the men who 
earnestly desire to heal the wounds 
and enter upon a period of economic, 
moral and intellectual welfare. Instead 
of this the revolutionists, under the 
pretence of patriotism, are serving the 
interests of the foreign enemies of their 
country by transforming Russia into 
the powder magazine of Europe.

It is known that Witte personally is 
favorable to the Jews and their de­
sires, as contained in the memorandum 
presented to him at Portsmouth by the 
committee of prominent American 
Jews, but he strongly condemns the 
revolutionary party against the ad­
vice of their own enlightened leaders, 
thus making it impossible for their 
hon-Jewish friends to assist them. If 
they are defeated they will be more 
oppressed than before, whereas, if suc­
cessful, the remainder of the popula­
tion which is more anti-Semitic than 
In other countries will oblige them to 
flee the country. The Jews of Russia 
had one proper course to pursue and 
that was to respect all rights granted 
to other races which ultimately should 
be granted to them. They provoke re­
prisals and reactions especially from 
the conservative elements known as 
the “black hundred.”

Count Witte explained that the con­
servatives were originally called the 
‘black hundreds’’ in Russia, 
troubles of the past week at Bialystok 
s re the best illustration of the situa­
tion as they were caused by Jews kill­
ing Chief of Police Derkatchoff, who 
happened to be an exceptionally con­
servative official whose determination 
was to maintain order. Count Witte 
thinks under such conditions, the Jew. 
ish question iit Russia cannot be set­
tled to the satisfaction of the Jews.

The necessity of preventing inconsid­
erate action by revolutionists of all 
kinds is absolute. The government will 
not permit any consideration to inter­
fere with the measures it deems ne­
cessary to atop the evils mentioned. In 
these days of heated discussions about 
the possibility of the dissolution of 
parliament, those who oppose such 
action and assert that it would be a

Washington, June 18.—Even the best 
informed politicians here marvel at the 
rush to the Bryan standard, in which 
the Democrats of Arkansas, Indiana,
Missouri and South Dakota have led 
the way. The Bryan movement, after 
having been held in leash for many 
weeks, at last has been launched with 
great gusto. If the wave of sentiment 
goes on as it has begurf, the Demo­
cratic endorsement of Mr. Bryan as 
their candidate for president in 1908 
bids fair to become unanimous.

Interviews 'with promin­
ent Democrats show that the Bryan 
leaven is working throughout 
country. Here are some of the opin­
ions expressed recently -on the Bryan 
movement by Democratic leaders of 
national prominence:

In calling the Indiana Democratic 
convention to order, Benjamin F.
Shively, the chairman of the conven­
tion and a former candidate for gov­
ernor of the Hoosier state, said: “That 
which is to-day eulogized and approv­
ed as broad statesmanship and en­
lightened statesmanship in Theodore 
Roosevelt was only a few years ago 
denounced as revolutionary, reaction­
ary and unpatriotic in William Jen­
nings Bryan. The aftersight of the 
one is almost equal to the foresight of 
the other.”

Former Senator Jones, of Arkansas, 
said: “I believe Bryan is the logical 
candidate and will be the nominee, and 
if he makes the race I think he will be 
elected.”
