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The Streets—Incorporation.

The condition of Chatham’s principal
streets is the subject of general com-
ment, particularly among visitors to the
town. The surface of the roadway is
generally bad—not that there is such
poor material in many parts of it, but
because the work' of levelling up and
down has beenalmost entirely neglected.
Defective drainage and no drainage at
all are fruitful of stree’ damage,
and it is really a matter of wonder that
the wretched drainage system or,rather,
want of system so long in vogue, has
not been superseded long ago by some-
thing more in keeping with local public
requirements. The sidewalks are, per-
haps, more severel§ and generally criti-
cised than the other portions of the
streets, b a larger ber of peo-
ple suffer from them. Such uneven,
rotten, dilapidated thoroughfares do
not, we believe, exist in any other town
in America of the size of Chatham and
we really believe that if all the people
of Chatham could, in a body, be shown
the difference between the streets and
sidewalks of American towns of five or
six thoueand inhabitants and those they
have been always obliged to stumble
over a% home, they would not put up
with the latter any longer than the time
necessary to inaugurate a new system
of street management. We have fre-
quently referred to this subject, but
fear that the desired improvement will
not be secured until the town is incor-
porated. Everything seems to be ripe
for that desirable changein the
ment of our local affairs, for unless we
have incorporation, the amalgamation
of the Street and Fire services—in
every way so desirable—cannot be effec-
tively secured, nor can we have proper
market facilities, the control of local
revenues, or the scores of other im-
provements which a representative
municipal body would make it their

pecial care to d to. We find
that alarge number of people of sll
classes take no little intelligent interest
in public matters when such questions
as those embraced in provincial and
federal politics are brought before them,
and it is not unreasonable to believe
that if Chatham were incorporated the
same, or even increased interest would
be manifested in municipal affairs.—
Chatham is, in point of property or
wealth, over one quarter of the County
and, yet, it has only one-twelfth of
the representation in the Municipal
Council.. While it has not suffered
very great injustice on this account,
it hasfallen far short of receiving the
consideration due to its importance.—
This is an additional reason why the
town should be incorporated, for, in
that case,it would gain additional repre-
sentation at the County Council Board.

Aseveryone who has given the subject
due consideration knows, it is unreason-
able to expect that any two men such
as are generally chosen as Councillors
éan be equal to the work of looking
after all the public requirements of
such a town as .Chatham. The conse-
quence is the partial neglect of almost
every department of the local public
service. The remedy is, manifestly, in
incorporation, and our leading citizens
can give their attention to no more
beneficial subject than the consideration
of the best means for bringing it about:
The matter should be taken up simply
on its merits, free from general party or
political considerations altogether. It
is a question of great importance to
every inhabitant of the town, and es-
pecially so to business people. It should,
therefore, be treated in a business-like
way. It will form a more profitable
theme for thought and discussion than
the old issues of politics on which the
active minds of the community seem to
work, in the absence of other and more
useful material, while, even for sake of
variety, it ought to be taken up and
dealt with.

from Richibucto taken into account;
but as these shipments are generally
made viz Halifax, that port receives the
credit of them in the Dominion trade
returns. Were Richibucto credited
with the canned goods—the product of
the fisheries—actually pucked and ex-
ported therefrom, upwards of $120,000
should be added to the foregoing
exports. The -same remarks would
apply to the product of the forest, as a

considerable quantity of lumber manu-
factured in Kent is shipped in barges
and otherwise to Miramichi, whence it
is exported to European ports. The
actual exports of Kent County, of
which Richibucto is the port of entry,
are nearer half a million of dollars in
value than the sum of $105,000 as
shown in the official returns.

The Salmon Tax—Departmental
Favoritism.

While the Dominion election was
pending the New Brunswick Inspector
of Fisheries wrote to certain Overseers
directing them not to collect the Salmon
net tax in their districts this year and
to refund any money they might have
already collected as such tax. In the
absence of any published Order in
Council on the subject, and as the
Regulation imposing the Salmon-net-
tax was still unrepealed, we assumed
that these private instructions were
general and that the salmon fishermen
would all be treated alike. Asa matter
of fair administration there seemed to
be no good reason why salmon-fisher-
men in one part of the country should
be taxed, and those in another part be
allowed free fishing. It has always
been contended by those who have given
the subject intelligent and disinterested
study that the Department should not
go beyond requiring the registration of
nets by the Overseers of the several
districts, and we were surprised to find
that after an order had gone out prac-
tically rescinding the tax, the fishermen
inghe lower parishes of this County,
at least, were required to pay it, as
usual, while those of the upper parishes
were allowed free fishing. It will be
observed that not a word was said pub-
licly respecting this one-sided arrange-
ment. Heretofore, it has been the cus-
tom of the Department to make the
imposition and repeal of direct taxation
ou the fishermen known in the form of
Order in Council and, as a rule, the
papers supporting the Government have.
been especially instructed to announce
the rescinding or reduction of such
taxation, by advertisement. These
papers, too, have generally—and very
properly—directed attention to Orders
in Council reducing taxation as evidence
of the Government’s disposition' to
promote the fishermen’s welfare and
lighten the burdensimposed upon them.
How comes it, then, that the net tax
has been repealed in the upper parishes,
and neither the local papers supporting
the Government, nor those in St. John
of the same stripe, have said a word
about it ? How is it that an idea_got
abroad in Gloucester County justbefore
the Dominion election that-the salmon
net tax was not only abolished, but that
the money paid for the last two or three
years on that account was to be refund-
ed? Is not the conclusion that the
Government attempted to make political
capital out of either a real or pretend-
ed abolition of this tax, a natural one ?
Is it not rational to conclude that the
letters written by the Inspector to the
Overseers—letters which were kept
secret, 80 far as the general public were
concerned—were purely an clectioneer-
ing dodge ! If the Apvance had not
taken hold of the matter and brought
out some of the facts is it not probable
that the Overseers who received these
letters would have been obliged to con-
sider them entirely private and pretend
that they misunderstood their purport?
The ADVANCE, having discovered that
the Inspector of Fisheries had written
certain Overseers not to collect the sal-
mon tax this year and to refuni money
—if any—that they had collected as
such tax, and being informed that, at
least, one Overseer was attempting to
collect, propounded the following to the
World, which appears to have succeed-
ed the Star as the special organ of the
Inspector and Chatham Overseer,—

Could the World tell us of a certain
Overseer who has been trying to collect
the salmon net-tax since the Inspector
ordered it not to be collected ? And, if
80, does it think such attempts honest ?

The Overseer-editor replies as follows:

In reference to this characteristic bit
of Advance nastiness Overseer Wyse
informs us that he has collected the
salmon net tax regularly to the present
time, not having received any order or
heard of any order to cease doing s0.—
He has not been ‘‘trying to collect” the
tax, but has actually done so and made
his returns accordingly. We may say,
as a matter” within our own knowledge,
that no such order has ever been given
with r.spect to fishing in tidal waters.
Riparian owners, above the flow of
tide,are not. now required to pay license,
and some fees that were collected before
the reception of the Inspector’s order
were refunded. .

Well, we are getting at the facts,
“officially”, by degrees. One -day last
week one of Overseer Wyse's fishermen
—he has a good many of them at his
call, between the ledger and official in-
fluences he brings to bear upon them—
called at this office for. information in
reference to the salmon tax and, at last,
confessed he had come from Overseer
Wyse's establishment and was to report
back to hin. The editor instructed
him to say to Overseer Wyse that if he
would undertake to state the Inspector
had not issued orders to, at least, some
of the Overseers, not to collect the sal-
mon tax this year, the AbvaNceE wonld
make public the fact that such orders
were issued, giving names, etc. Find-
ing that denial would be met by us
with evidence against them which could
not be successfully contradicted, the
crauk of the hand-organ is turned by
Overseer Wyse, who tells what he
knows—and what we knew—viz., that
he has colleeted the net-tax and, also,
what he hoped we did not know,—viz.,
that orders had been issued by the In-
spector to Overseers in the upper dis-
tricts not to make such collections. The
organ ventures to state, that ‘‘ asa mat-
ter within its own knowledge” no such
order has been given in respect of the
salmon fisheries in the lower parishes.
Who would have believed that such a
sectional policy would be so soon adopted
after the elections? Are we to have
the favoritism of ten years ago as be-
tween the upper and lower sections of
the County repeated, because we have
our old representative again at Ottawa ?

The “riparian” excuse will not do.— |
P

The attempt to keep this matter quiet
will not do ; and there are enough fish-
ermen in the lower section of the
County to make our present Ottawa
representative understand that they are
sensible of the injustice done them “in
this matter. This tax, which should
never have been imposed, must be re-

pealed everywhere and the favoritism

and sectional preferences we have ex-
posed must be abandoned. We hear
much, though we see little or nothing,
of the bounty which the Government
proposed to give to the fishermen.—
That is to go to those who fish in deep
water. That class of fishermen are,
really, to be paid, in part, for engaging
in fishery enterprises. But the salmon
fishermen, who go to great expense for
long sets of nets and have to pay wages
to and feed their crews, taking the luck
of good and bad seasons, are taxed on
their undertakings. The unfairness of
such a policy has been impressed upon
the Department, so far as the up-river
fishermen are concerned, and they are
allowed the advantage of free fishing,
the concession being made without any
publicity and in a way evidently intend -
ed to keep the down-river fishermen in
ignorance of the matter. If these have
not influence enough with our represen-
tative in parliament to obtain justice,
they will ouly have to comply with the
Overseers’ demands, or move up river,
where fishermen have the soft side of
the Department.

The World Publishing Company may
call our efforts to develop the facts in
this matter, ““ADVANCE nastiness,” if
they please, and as some of them have
a much more direct business interest
than we havein the salmon fishery,
they may, for party reasons, be willing
to put up with the injustice practiced
upon them, but we cannot admire them
for either their want of business acu-
men or lack of backbone. The abuse
these gentlemen are pleased to direct
against us whenever we show up public
injustice or mismanagement of public
affairs in which any of their number may
be concerned, is a reward we have
become accustomed to. As there are
eight of them, and one or two of the
number generally have some finger in
every public pie, it is impossible to at-
tempt corrections of local public abuses
without rapping some of them over the

lknuckles. In most cases we simply

know that wrong is being done, and at-
tack it, and we only discover that some-
body in or connected with that incon-
gruous publishing company is hit by
squeals from the direction of the World
oftice.

It must bYe evident to any un-
prejudiced mind that it is unjust to dis-
criminate among men engaged in the
same industry by taxing some of them
and allowing the remainder to pursue
their calling entirely free from taxation.
We plainly advised the up-river salmon
fishermen last spring that they were not
required to pay any net tax to the De-
partment and it needed no pretence of
Departmental clemency such as was con-
veyed by the Inspector’s letters to
Overseers. to relieve those fishermen of
payment of the tax. The imposition of
the tax was,at first and always,an abuse
of authority, and every ceni paid for
several years back can be recovered by
law from the Overseers who collected
it? For the sake of uniformity, as
well as in compliance with trade prin-
ciples recognised by every enlightened
Government, the Departraent should be
held to its pre-election promise that the
salmon net tax was to be abolished. It
is true that the promise was only made
use of quietly and in certain out-of-the-
way localities,but as it has been brought
out into noon-day light let, there be a
general demand that it be adhered to
and carried into practical effect. In
this connection we trust it will not be
considered ‘‘ADVANCE nastiness” to ask
the publishers of the World to lay the
“‘bitter war” business on the shelf for a
time and join with us in requiring fair
and equal treatment all around for our
salmon fishermen.

Northumbsrland’s By-Road Appro-
priations.

A great deal of importance is attached
by the electors of the Province, gener-
ally, to the subject of by-road appro-
priations and, owing to the large mile-
age of such roads in Northumberland,
in proportion to its share of the general
grant for that purpose, our people are
quite as anxious as others anywhere in
reference to the apportionment of the
grant made in their behalf 'by their
local members. Most of the lists for
the other counties whose members ad-

here to the fossilised custom of publish

ing these appropriations in the Royal
Gazette, have appeared therein, but the
list for Northumberland County is still
held back and from what we can learn,
the matter has been so managed that
we shall have no regular list at all this
year. Residents of different sections
of the County have enquired of us con-
cerning the matter and we have not
been able to give them any satisfactory
information, because our own enquiries
in quarters where all the facts should
be known have, so far, elicited next to
nothing. The only answer we are able
to give to enquirers is as follows,—The
grant was divided,about as usual, by the
County members at Fredericton at the
close of the legislative session. After-
wards, it was taken charge of by Mr.
Adams avnd changed in many taterial
points. Out of the grant for this year
—a grant which ought to be expended
during the present season—Ilarge sums
have been taken to settle back claims,
which had been rejected for years.—
One of these, we understand, arose
when the late George Kerr,Esq., repre-
sented the County while another was
repeatedly disallowed in Mr. Kelly’s
time. The exigences of the late elec-
tion led to a recognition of these claims
by Mr. Adams, «nd the sum available
for the by-roads this year, is lessened
in this unusual way. A list has been
placed in the hands of some commis-
sioners, but it is not in regular form and
has not beer: made public as such lists
ought to be. We submit that the peo-
ple are not rightly treated in this mat-
ter. No member has the right to de-
part from precedents which were estab-
lished by a class of representatives,
who are acknowledged to have been
superior men, and to keep the public in
ignorance of what they have a right to
know. We have been anxions to ub-
tain the by-road appropriation list and
publish it gratuitously for the informa-
tion of the people of the County, but
have been unable todo so. Mr. Adams
seems to assume that because he was
elected by a large majority he may now
do just as he pleases in all things affect-
ing the administration of legislative and
governmental affairs, and that the peo-
ple haveno rights or privileges which
he is bound to respect. There may be
many who will justify his course, but

Alexandria when the Europeans were

massacred there the other day, but from

their ships when they found themselves
stopped by a riot of some sort; they had
to leave their carriages. and going on foot
were much hustled, and really had a very
close shave of being among the number of
those who were killed. An English and a
French admiral hors de combat would
have roused both nations to some rather
determined line of action.

Mr. Goldwin Smith says in a letter to
the Mail that the Canadian Monthly owed
its origin to the national sentiment excit-
ed by confederation and with that senti-
ment it inevitdbly languished and expired.
Its history furnishes one more instance of
the close communion between a national
spirit and literary productions. It seems
hardly possible to Mr. Smith that a Cana-
dian magazine composed of original papers
should succeed as a commercial enterprise.

A singular cause of famine is reported
from some parts of Norway where the
people subsist largely in summer on the
eggs of the sea fowl which come in in-
numerable flocks to hatch their young on
the rocks. This year there has been some
great mortality among these birds on ac-
count, it is supposed, of the violent storms
of last winter. The feathers, also, which
constitute the chief export of that bleak
northern coast, are, of course, as scarce as
the eggs.

On mondaynight 17th inst the abduction
of a two-year old child of Mr. Melvin
Smith, a wealthy gentleman of Montreal,
was boldly carried out. A note on the
pillow demanded $10,000 gold as a ransom,
and threatened the murder of the child if
refused. A few nights after the child was
left on a door step in that city, the ab-
ductors having, evidently, became afraid
of detection on account of the publicity
given to the affair, a portrait of the child
being published in the Witness,

According to the Toronto World,—*‘The
name of Bishop Walsh of London, Ont., is
said to have been sent to Rome in con-
nection with the vacant archbishropric of
Halifax.” The St. John Globe, however,
says,—‘‘The belief in Halifax is that the
names of three priests—one from New
Brunswick, Nova Scotia and P. E. Island
respectively—were forwarded. It has
been stated that Rev. Dr. O'Brien, a tal-
ented P. E. Island clergyman, is likely to
be appointed, but this is merely guess-
work.”

The mission of the independent press
is to break up the superstition which
leads extreme devotees to believe all that
they read in the organs of their choice—
all the calumnies heaped upon opponents,
ali the laudations bestowed on the leaders
of their own side.

The New York Humane Socie}s; is inves-
tigating cases of ncredible’ cruelty on the

part of the butchers of that city. It has
become the custom there, it is said, for
butchers to put out the eyes of cattle be-
fore leading them to the slaughtering
place. The butcher first blinds a long
string of cattle by blows with a heavy
hammer, and then the poor beasts ara led
up to the slaughter one by one. Some-
times it is hours after they have been
blinded before the sufferers at the end of
the string receive the coup de grace—
really a mercy stroke in their case. The
Humane Society’s officer caught one
Herman Ell in the very act of smashing in
the eyes of cattle with a hammer, and the
inhuman wretch is now under arrest.

There is a division in the Conservative
camp on the Egyptian question. Lord R.
Churchill has instructed his followers to
bresk off from the policy of Lord Salis-
bury and to ““go in” for the establish-
ment of a popular native government in
Egypt under English influence, This is
rather a clever move. The idea of
establishing a npative government in
Egypt under British protection gratifies at
ouce the upholders of British interests and
the advocates of Egyptian freedom. Lord
Randolph, from his easy chair at Wimble-
don, has, at any rate, shattcred the union
of the Conservative party on the Egyptian
question, and it is now quite impossible
that any effective attack can be made on
the policy of the Government,

In the case’of a
celebrated Brooklyn Doctor of Divinity,
a cancer in the lip required several
operations by the most skilful medical
men, both in New York and London, all

of which only availed, if at all, to stave
off death a little while. A similar case [
was that of Sir Charles Metcalfe, Governor |

is the result of a deseased state of the!

A 7-year-old son of August Bock, living
in East Cambridge, Mass., has the lock-
jaw, and is likely to die, the result of a
toy pistol wound in the fore finger of the
right hand. Thomas Skielty, 12 yearg
old, son of Patrick B., died in Fitchburg,
Mass., Monday, from lockjaw, caused by
wounding himsclf in the left hand with
a toy pistol on the 5th. The wound gave
no trouble till Thursday.

A Chicago despatch of 20th says:—Fifs
teen fatal cases of lockjaw, caused by
wounds by toy pistols on July 4th, have
been reported in this city, and three in
the country. Six boys died in Burlington
and three in Peoria.

Said. Arabi Bey is calling in all Bedounins

FRIDAY, 2ISsT.

Omar Pasha Luffic, Governor of Alex-
andria, has returned irom Cairo by way of
Port Said. He has made the following
report to the Khedive. ‘“On the way to
Cairo 1 saw Europeans being massacred
and houses pillaged ; at Damanhour,
Tantah and Mihilla, where the Alexandria
rabble had arrived, they cut off the hands
of Berberins because they served the
Christians,

The Khedive has received the following
important news from Cairo : Arabi, after
receiving the Khedive’s letter, sent to
Yakoub Pasha ordering him to assemble
the notables. About seventy or eighty
came together, and were told by Yakoub
that the Khedive was now entirely in the
hands of the English, that he slept every
night on board an English man-of-war,
and was providing food for the English
troops. Arabi's ministers were said to be
all in prison in Alexandria and guarded by
the English. The Chamber was therefore
asked to give advice as to what should be
done. Hussein Edwi, one of the notables,
said the Khedive had sold the country to
the English. He ought no longer to be
obeyed. Acush Pasha declared he did not
believe the statements made. Great
clamor thereupon arose, and several offi-
cers threatened Acush Pasha with vio-
lence. Several notables spoke, but those
favouring the Khedive were afraid to ex-
press their views. Finally a commission
was appointed, composed of Ali Pasha,
Mobharrick Achmed, Meshad Hassan
Moosack, and others, mostly adherents of
Arabi, to proceed to Alexandria to enquire
into the existing situation. The chief
Magistrates of Gardria, Menotia and
Gahoubra, three out of the seven provinces
of lower Egypt, have been dismissed and |
replaced by men of Arabi’s party. In the
villages all the Europeans are being bru-
tally murdered. Even the natives who
have acted as their servants were butcher-
ed. Two Egyptian regiments have been
tolled off to defend Damaretta and Rosetta.
The Egyptian authorities join in a very
half-hearted way in the efforts to restore |

order and punish the criminals.

The London Daily Telegraph states Sir
Garnet Wolsley will command the expadi
tion to Egypt which will consist of 20,000
men of all arms.

Another battalion of marines has been
ordered to prepare at once for service in
Egypt.

The T7imes’ Alexandria correspondent
says the respectable inhabitants complain
that English soldiers hayé robbed and
pillaged their houses.

Arabi, having erected fortifications just
opposite Aboukir Bay, and upon Marmon-
dich fresh water canal, placed a dam in
the canal below his position close to the
fortifications, and cut the canal banks
above the dam, so as to send the water
along the front of his position. This
shows that Arabi has made a great mis-
take, hs by damming the canal where he
has, we secure plenty of water for some
time. We have set to work to fill the
reservoirs here 8o as to save all the water
possible, but plenty will remain in the
canal for present purposes. Arabi’s line
extends from Lake Marcohis to Aboukir.
Having got some tools he is now making
works. We are in some trepidation about
water and enquiries are making about
condensers, §

The Daily News believes that the
Porte’s answer to the invitation to send
troops is regarded by the Government as
equivalent to refusal, and that a force will
be sent to Egypt without delay.

An Alexandria despatch says,—Over
one hundred of Arabi’s soldiers deserted
on Wednesday, and came here.

The railway authorities report that all
is ready for the advance of the troops.

The Central News' Alexandria despatch
says: ‘‘ A refugee from Cairo reports that
numerous ‘massacres of Kuropeans took
place Monday on the outskirts of that
city. Major General Allison will leave
here to-morrow with troops to blow up
the obstructions in Mahmoudich canal.”

The government has chartered the tele-
graph ship Calabra as a transport. A
long despatch from Lord Granville, foreign
secretary to Lord Dufferin, English am-
bassador at Constantinople, dated July 11,
is published. After justifying the bom-
bardment of Alexandria, the despatch
states Her Majesty’'s government sees no
alternative without recourse to force to
end the intolerable state of affairs in
Egypt. It would be most in accordance
with the principles of International law
that that force should be that of the
sovereign power. If this is impracticable
on account of the unwillingness of the
Sultan to act, it will become necessary to
devise other measures. Her Majesty’s
government continued to hold the view
that any invader should represent the
united action and authority of Europe.
They haye, in fact, no interests or objects
in regard to Egypt inconsistent with those
of the rest of Furope, or of the Bgyptian
people. Their desire is that the naviga-
tion of the canal shall be unrestricted,
Egypt be well and quietly governed, free
from the prodominating. influence of any
single power, and that ‘international en-
gagements shall be observed.

The Times’ Alexandria correspondent
says he has received a letter from the in-
terior in which the report of massacres at
Cairo and Damietta "are confirmed, At
Caubal a family was taken from the rail-
way train and put under the wheels.

All the employees of the Cadastral sur-
vey at Turtah have been killed.

The official native report of the bom-
bardment of Alexandria said that eight
ironclads were sunk, two burned and four
captured, and that the latter would be
brought to Cairo.

The Eurepean cotton factories at Da-
manhour have been burned.

Le Temps announces that England and
France, having submitted to the Confer-
ence their proposals relative to the occu-
pation of the Suez canal, will not wait for
its decision before proceeding to make
active preparations. The French Govern-
ment will consequently ask the Chamber,
without delay, to passa vote of credit to
defray the
corps.

The Egyptian authorities join in a very
half-hearted way in the efforts to restore
order and_punish criminals. They seem
anxious that the English should bear all
the odium of such measures. Among the
officers the men composing the entourage
of the Khedive are regarded with great
suspicion, and it may eventually be neces-
sary to arrest several of them for treason-
able communication with Arabi. Itis
feared here that the news of the coming
of the commission from Cairo will open
the door again to fresh talk, diplomacy,
intrigue and procrastination.

SATURDAY 22ND.

A London despatch says,—In the Com-
mons to-day, Childers, Secretary of State
for War, stated that the proposed vote of
credit for the Egyptian expedition will be
£1,300,000- He said he would also ask a
supplementary vote of 10.000 men for the
army. He said that £900,000 of the vote
of credit would be for the army, the rest
for the navy. Dilke denied that a con-
vention had been concluded with France
relative to the Suez Canal,

The 7Times says the force for Egypt will
be ten thousand men, and this with the
tropps sent will make a total strength im-
mediately available of fourteen thousand
men. The Duke of Connaught, Major
General Allison, and Major General Sir
Evelyn Wood, will commnand brigades.
General Wood has been ordered to be
ready to embark 1n a few days. The Gov-
ernment yesterday engaged ten vessels for
transport of troops. The transport “Ny-
anza” has been fitted up as a condenser
for Alexandria. She can condense 32,000
gallons of water daily. I'he embarkation
of the whole force wil be completed with-
in a fortnight, Cyprus will be the ren-
dezvous of the force.

A Cairo despatch says,—The. Arabs at
Ismalia are murdering the Copts. Every
Juropean has left Cairo.

All the European officers who hawe
been serving with Arabi have deserted to
the Khedive.

An Alexandria despatch says,—Euro-
peans continue to land. The streets are
fairly full of English, French, Germans,

talians and Greeks. A battery of artil-
lery, on their way from Malta, were ship-
ped without horses.  No horses can be
obtained here, and the artillery, which is
g}uch wanted, will be useless when it ar-
ves,

" To-day, 250 Rifles under an-=gide-de-
oﬁmp of Gen. Allison were pushed beyond
Melaha, six miles henee, to blow the
railway. They met some of Arabi f:%%m’s
cavalry and several shots were exchanged.
The Egyptians fled after losing two dead
and several wounded.

SUNDAY, 23RD.

The Khedive has signed a decree dis-
missing Arabi Pacha and- declaring him a
rebel. - A proclamation' issued by the
Khedive asks the people to assist the
English, who, it says, ase promoting the
real interests of Egypt.

The troopship Malabar with 1,108 men
and a battery of artillery have arrived at
Alexandria.

Arabi Pasha yesterday massed 700
cavalry with a field gun at the pumping
station of Ramlah Water Works. It is
supposed that his intention is to destroy
the station.

Yesterday the Bittern cruised off Rosetta
to reconoitre, but did not approach within
firing distance. The fort has 15 guns
mounted; on the appearance of the Bittern
the mnen stood to guns, but did not fire.
At Aboukir there was a large number of
guns and men, with a flag of truce flying,
but no English treops landed to spike the
guns. The country is drifting into fearful
anarchy. Atrocities equal to any ever
perpetrated in Bulgaria are committed
with impunity. Arabi is flooding the
country it front of his entrenchments to

provide for the civil population. The
chief engineer of the Bittern has been
placed in charge of the steam cotton
works, where he will be able to condense
100 tons of water daily from wells of
brackish water.

It is considered certain that Aralk will
destroy Cario unless defeated and captur.
ed

In reply to the proclamation of the
Khedive, Arabi has appointed a ministry
of his own at Cario.

MoNDAY, 24TH.

Ragheb Bey. second officer of the em-
bargoed mail steamer, has been arrested.
Documents were found upon him showing
that for months he has acted as agpmt for
Arabi for carrying communications be-
tween him and the Palace and the Pan
Islamic committee at Constantinople.
Ragheb was taken before the tribunal and
upon being pronused leniency if he fully
confessed gave a complete list of persons
with whom Arabi was connected. The
list includes several influential persons at
Constantinople. . Ragheb also gave a list
of Arabi’s confederatesin Egypt. A cipher
letter to Arabi was found upon him.

An eye witness from Tartah states that
85 Europeans were tortured, disemboweled
aud torn to pieces, and that women were
violated and tortured, soldiers participat-
ing in the atrocities.

Arabi Pacha’s new Government has is-
sued a protlamation stating that every na-
tive molesting Christians will be shot. 1t
is believed that this is a mere form to
cover themselves, should they hereafter
fall into our hands.

The News’ despatchfrom Port Said says:
De Lesseps arrived here on Saturday, ac-
companied by the aide de-camp of the
Khedive. Seventeen war vessels of differ-
ent nations are in the harbor; five English
men-of-war under Rear Admiral Hoskins,
and five French under Admiral Conrad.
The latter have consented to assist the
English in keeping order in the town end
protecting the lives and property of Euro-
peans. In event of an outbreak the French
:3(:) prepared. to land 600 men, the English

Hoskins has written to the English Con-
sul at Cairo urging him to impress upon
British subjects the necessity of leaving
Egypt at once.

On Saturday night 5000f Arabi’s cavalry,
with one guu, raided through Ramleh, and
came between the English outposts. They
came boldly to the water works and then
retired. i

At'tive this morning, 3,000 Nubians with
eight guns, marched to Aboukir under
Abdallah Pacha, and began to constryct
earthworks.

Arabi has 200 guns mounted on earth-
works between Mahalla and Kafr el De.
war.

In the Commons, to-day, Gladstone
moved a vote of credit for strengthening
the forces in Egypt. He proposed that
three pence be added to the income tax
for the latter half of the year. Mr. Glad-
stone stated that the expedition would
consist of 2,400 cavalry, 13,400 infantry,
1,700 artillery, and 3,700 garrison artil.
lery, and that a commissariut reserve of
3,100 men would sail later on. The Gov-
ernment had no desire to interfere with
the legitimate authority of the Sultan.
The Goverument had obtained the moral
assent of Europe to the policy they were
pursuing.  After further debate Mr. Glad-
stone consented to withdraw _his motion

till to-morrow, in deference to Northcote’s
desire to reply.

TUESDAY 25TH.

Stone Pacha lias assured a correspondent
that unless England acts with at least 40, -
000 troops she will meet with a Bull Run.

There is no doubt that had 5,000 men
landed immediately after the bombard-
ment, the burning and looting would
have been prevented. Tha electric light
was established in the forts Saturday
night. It illuminated the country out-
side for many miles, sweeping around
with striking effect ; it did not, however,
grevent Arabi’s cavalry. from seizing 108

ullocks destined for the British. Incen-
diarism continues.

The British guns on Ramleh completely
command the neck of sand and will render
the Egyptian position untenable when they
open fire.

One of the two members here of the
deputation representing the Notables
brought to Alexandria a copy of a procla-
mation secretly circulated by Ragheb
Pasha, stating that England had deelared
war against all Egyptians. The Khedive
has consequently been strongly advised to
dismiss Ragheb Pasha from the Ministry
and place him under arrest. The deputa-
tion after learning the true state of things
here will try to return to Cairo and inform
their colleagues of the facts.

The inspector of the Cadastre at Tan-
tah, speaking of the massacres there says:
I saw women carrying, tied to bludgeons,
the dismembered arms and legs of massa-
cred Europeans. Soldiers and the rabble
fought for lout.

Arabi wrote the following to Gladstone
a few days before the bombarament, but
Gladstone did not receive it until after
the bombardment :

“The Koran commands us to resist if
the war is waged against us. Hence. Eng-
land may rest assured that the first gun
shs fires in Egypt will absolve Egyptians
from all treaties. Her control will cease ;
the property of Europeans will be confis.
cated ; canals will be destroyed and the
Jehad be preached in Syria, Arabia and
India. The first blow with which Eng-
land strikes Egypt will cause blood to
flow through the breadth of Asia and Af-
rica, the responsibility for which will be
on England.  Egypt is still ready to be
fast friends with England and keep her
road to India, but she must keep within
the limits of her jurisdiction. Finally,
England may rest assured that we are de.
termined to die for our country.”
