In
reply Jesus tells them, not when, but
how it should come. It was to appear
very suddenly. Men would not be ex-
pecting it. It would be as mtle antici-
pated as was the great flood in the
days of Noah, when: “the clouds had
‘opehed and the destroyins torrents had
been precipitated upon a world of men

aworldly concerns. It "would come as

What shall I do
about this downward tendency of my
nature, which I cannot force into-'a
change of 'direction; this nature of
mine which is l'ke *the branches of a
weeping willow, pointing downward,
downw#lrd, downward, and desiring
still to do so however they may be
propped or tied in effort to train tnem
to upward looking tendency?
