the Topic of

Pastor Russell’s Sermon.

Explains fhe Meaning of Being Born

Again as it is in Scripture.

The Rev. Pastor Russell preached at
Pittsburg, Penn. He chose for his text
the words of our Master: “Marvel not
that I said unto thee, ye must be born
again.” (John {ii:7.) Our Lord ad-
fdi1essed these words to Nicodemus, a
t‘iﬂer in Israel, who was above the
average in piety, and was considerably
Impressed with what he had heard con-

* ecerning the Lord’s teachings. He de-
gired a personal interview, but being
prominent he came et night, that the
common people might not be’ encouri
aged thereby and —that ecclesiastica
leaders might be offended. Similarly
there are people today hindered, as was
Nicodemus, by their station, educatiorzl,
reputation, etc., from taking a stan
for the truth. Their riches and reputa-
tion are hindrances to them. Hotg
hardly shall they that gave riches mio
who love the honor of men b.e able‘ >
adjust themselves to the condltlpns tlhl?s
posed b)'v the Lord’s dealings in .
present time! Their worldly wis iom
and prudence are their stumbling

But while the necessity for regene::th
tion is thus acknowledged, we note wuy
deep regret that the doctrine is ger;;n;a. i
jgnored in all the pulpits of Chh s e;x\t
dom—neither the words nor the thoug .
of regeneration as necessary to accez;l =
ance with the Lord, are kept before S
people—not even the Methodist bre e
ren continue to make prominent t
doctrine under ; their ‘favorite term';
“horn again.” Why- is this the ct':e;:
We are sure that.none will claim ad
the gospel has in...any wise cha.nger
within the last fifty years, howeve
much the appreciation of it has chang-;
ed. If acceptance with God in our|
Lord’s time and fifty years ago wa:
only upon the terms of regeneration o‘
heart, and if no:change in the g;ospe‘1
has since oceurred, this doctrine shoul
be as precious and as importa.m:. as it
ever was in the eyes of the Lord's peo;
ple. Why has it dropped out of sight?

REGENERATION IS IGNORED.
The reason - that Christian _people

have been doing more thinking of late
than they.did formerly—they have been
using their reason more, and their faith
is more logical than it once Was gven
though it be less scriptural. They
reason that if only those who are born
again are to secure eternal life—if only
those regeneratéd by the Holy Spirit
and who bring forth the fruits of the
Spirit are to be saved from an eternity
of torture—then will.not only. the en-
tire heathen world-but almost the en-
tire bulk of Christendom be lost, eter-
nelly lost. Théir love for their neigh-
bors and friends, and general sympathy
for the heathen and all nd, back-
ed by a certiin amount of timidity on
their own account, lead them to prefer
‘not to belteve this docirine, not to be-
Hieve the Master's words, “Ye must be
‘born again.”” They prefer to Pelleve
that almost everything outside of the
ost positive devilishness ‘will eventu-
" ally pass muster and secure .eternal
‘%ife and glory. ~They _prefer this
‘thought on thelr own account as well
‘s generously on behalf of friends and

bors.
A ﬁe, these friends would not openly
{@eny the Master's words. [Even secret-
{1y, even in their own -hearts, they do
‘ot like to deny the words of Him who
‘spake as never man spake. But from
‘preference they pass by these and
‘others of the Master’s testimonies re-
specting discipleship and its require-
_ments of cross bearing, etc., and prefer
to think wupon other statements of
scripture ‘which do mnot 'pa.rglcularly
mark the narrowness of the way and
the fewness of those who find it. They
" encourage themselves to think that
fhey are becoming broader minded and
jarger hearted, and that somehow or
other there must be some mistake in
ihe matter, for they are certalnly not
more generous of heart than was the
Master Himself.

Here we see the mixture of truth and
error and how it confuses. It is surely
true that none of the Lord’s people are
more generous-hearted than the Master

. Himself; “Greater love hath no man,
_than this, that a man lay down his life
" for his friends.” But the statements
respecting the narrowness of the way
and the necessity of being born again
to enter: the kingdom are ‘equally true.
How then can the seeming inconsis-
tency be harmonized? How could the
Lord externally torment all except those
who walk in His footsteps in the nar-
row way—the comparatively small num-
ber even amongst Christians who have
‘ been ‘“begotten again” by the Holy
Spirit?

There is just the difficulty in the
minds of the majority of the Lords
people; the unseriptural theory that
cternal torment is the wages of sin
confuses their judgment upon this sub-
ject .as upon almost every other religi-
ous topic. We must first leamg_to take
the Lord at His Word, and en

thinking that death means life, and
then that it. means torment, flames,
“devils, pitchforks, etc. After we see
that the wages of sin is death, that
“the soul that sinneth it shall die,”
we are relieved of orfe great difficulty
that stood in our path. From this
standpoint we can see that if only a
few were ever born again, if the great
majority of mankind lost all and suf-
fered the extreme divine penalty ag-
ainst sinners, it would mean not their
everlasting torture, but their-everlast-
ing destruction from the presence of
the Lord and the glory of His power—
the second death, without hope of a re-
covery, resurrection, etec. g

ERRORS ARE STUMBLINGBILOCKS.

If, additionally, another difficulty be

removed from our minds, it will help
us still further. This second difficulty
is the misimpression which has gone
abroad amongst Christian people that
the divine plan of salvation will be fin-
ished at the second coming of our Lord,
The scriptural teaching is the very re-
verse of this, namely, that only a
special class—the little flock, the body
of Christ, the heirs of the kingdom,
the bride, the spiritual class—are being
selected. The scriptures teach that the
second coming of our Lord and the as-
sociation of His church with Himself
in the kingdom, power and authority

~and rule, will begin the great blessing
. of the world of mankind, of the masses,

“every creature.”” How many. scrip-

i tures we could quote in support of this

if time permitted! We content. our-
selves with reminding you of the

Apostle Peter’'s words respecting the

matter: ‘‘Times of, refreshing shall
come from the presence of the Lord
and He shall send Jesus Christ, Who

before was preached unto you: Whom'

the heavens must receive (retain) until
the times of restitution of all things
spoken by the mouth of all His holy
prophets since the world began.”
(Acts iil:19-21.) Take another scripture
on the subject, from the Apostle Paul’s
writings. He declares: “The whole
creation groaneth and travaileth to-
gether .in pain until now—waliting for
the manifestation of the sons of God”—
the glorified church of which Christ is
the Head, the kingdom of God’s dear

-Son, Who is to bless the whole world

with knowledge and assistance and re-
strain Satan and every evil influence.

Whoever will study his Bible from
this standpoint will - gain the light
necessary_to a full appreciation of our
Master’s words in our text, Such as
do this will see clearly that the special
class which the Lord is selecting from
amongst the world during this gospel
age must all b4 born again in order to
be members of the kingdom—they must
all be born of the Spirit because, as the
Master explains in our text: ‘“That
which is born of the flesh is flesh, and
that which is born of the Spirit is
spirit,” and “flesh and blood cannot
enter the kingdom of heaven.’ Hence
those who would constitute the king-
dom of heaven class must be born of
the Spirit—must become spirit beings
by regeneration.

THE SECOND BIRTH.

The birth of the spirit will usher the
‘church of Christ, by the firet resurrec-
tion, into the spirit condition. In other
words, the birth of the epirit is the
resurrection. We quite agree with our
Methodist brethren of olden times that
this expression, “Ye must 'be born
again,” has to do with the Lord’s peo-
ple in the present life as well as in the
resurrection—that the new life to
which we will then be born fully and
completely has its beginhing in the
present life when we are begotten of
the Holy Spirit or regenerated, as
many of the creeds express the matter.
There is no conflict between us on-this
point, but we call attention to two
facts which, rightly appreciated, throw
great light upon this subject.

(1) A Dbirth may be said to have a
beginning and a completion: the be-
ginning is the begetting, the end is the
birth, the interim 1is the period of
gestation and quickening, form devel®
opment, making ready for the birth.
No child is ever born that was not first
begotten. (2) This transaction of birth,
which begins at begetting and culmin-
ates at the birth, in the Greek lan-
Buage, in which the New Testament
seriptures were ‘writtén, has but one
word to represent both the begetting
and the birth. Take your Greek -Testa-
ment or your Greek-English Concor-
dance and you can readily prove to
yourself what I say. You will find that
the Greek word ‘‘gennao” is sometimes
translated beget or begat and some-
times born—about an equal number of
times each way— once it is rendered
‘“‘conceived” (Matt,, 1.:20),. and like-
wise once rendered ‘“delivered’” (John,
XVI. :21).

The translators of our common ver-
sion eeemed mot to have been suffic-

{ fently critical in dealing with this

word, and in numerous instances have
translated it born when they should
have translated it beget or begotten; in
numerous other instances they have
rendered the word begotten when they
slqould have rendered it born. The dif-
ficulty arises in transferring the
thought from the one language to the
other. Whenever the word ‘‘gennao’ is
ueed figuratively respecting the begin-
ning of the work of grace in the heart
it should be translated begotten or be-
getting; and whenever it refers to the
completion of this work of grace, in
the resurrection, it should be rendered
birth or born, We are begotten of the
Spirit in the presént life with a view

to our birth of the Spirit in the resur-
rection,

tells us that the wages of sin is death
we must not wrest and pervert the
soripture and delude ourselves. into

Hold this thought respecting ithe
meaning of the word ‘‘Zennao” while
we investigate further the significance

of our text, “Ye must be born again.”
Remember that the preaching of our
Lord and the apostles in the end of the
Jewish age was “The kingdom of God
i come nigh unto you.” The Jews had
been waiting for the coming of Mes-
siah and His establiShment of  the
kingdom for many centuries. Their ex-
pectations were based upon God’'s
promise to Abraham, confirmed with
an oath. Messiah must come, and
through Him all the families of the
earth must be blessed—and Messiah
must come through the Jewish nation.
These were settled facts. When, there-
fore, Nicodemus and others of his time
heard of Jesus and the claim that He
was the Messiah, and when they knew
something of His wonderful teachings
and works, queries were awakened in
their minds as to whether or not these
things were true, and it was to inves-
tigate this matter that Nicodemus vis-
ited Jesus on this occasion. .+ _

He recognized Jesus as an inspired
teacher, and yet everything connected
with His claim of Messiahship seemed
S0 unreasonable, so unlikely, that he
could not think of becoming His dis-
ciple unless the matfer were more
clearly demonstrated to his mind. The
conversation was probably much long-
er than narrated im the gospel, which
gives merely the pith of our Lord’s
discourse. Nicodemus was perplexed
as to how God’s kingdom could come
without earthly riches, without ‘'sol-
diers, etc., to break the power of the
Roman yoke and to master the world.
Our Lord gave him an entirely new
thought when He told him that the
kingdom of heaven would be so differ-
ent from that he was expecting. He
told him plainly that “Except a man
.be born again he cannot see the king-
dom of God;” the kingdom of God will
be a spiritual one, and all who will be
members of it will be spirit beings, as
invisible to mankind as are the angels
at the present. time. The apostle Paul
emphasizes this matter further, say-
ing, “Flesh and blood cannot enter into
the kingdom of God.” We who expect
to enter the kingdom must be all
“changed.”—(1 Cor. XV: 51.)

A SPIRITUAL KINGDOM.

Nicodemus had never heard of a
spiritudl kingdom, He was looking en-
tirely for an earthly one, and hence
inquired how a man could ever be born
again of his mother after he was old—
failing totally to realize our Lord’s
meaning. Answering him the Lord
pressed the subject further, explaining
that begetting and birth of the flesh
produced a fleshly being, while beget-
ting and birth of the spirit would pro-
duce a spirit being. (Verse 6.) Nicode-
mus wae slow to - grasp the thought
and our Lord proceeded to give an ex-
planation of His teaching. Still Nico-
demus .could not comprehend the
thought of a spirit being; to him it
seemed as though an invisible ‘spirit
being would be nothing. Our Lord then
gave an illustration of .the matter,
which we paraphrase and elaborate in
line ‘with His words, thus: The wind
bloweth where it pleases; you cannot
See it, but you can hear the sound of
it. You can note ‘its power as it slams
a door or uproots a tree, but because
it is invisible and intangible you can
neither tell whence it came nor whith-
er it goes. So is every one that is born
of the Spirit. All those constituting

members of the glorified - kingdom.

class will be spirit beingg, “born of the
Spirit,” invisible as the wind. They can
go and come, and mankind cannot
know when they come mnor whither
they go. They will be present among
men with full power, full control, but
invisible to men. This, Nicodemus, will
be the character of the kingdom of
God, so different from what you have
expected. This is the kingdom which I
am now announcing, and if you and
the nation of Israel would be a mem-
ber of it, marvel not that I say unto
you, ye must be born again to become
spirit beings; and in ‘erder to be thus
born again in the  resurrection you
must be begotten again now; for none
will ever*be born of the Spirit who is
not first begotten of the Spirit.

HOW CHRIST WAS “BORN AGAIN.”

In harmony with the foregoing, note
the fact that our Lord was declared to
be in His resurrection ‘‘the first-born
among many brethren,” and ‘‘the first-
born “ from among -the dead.” His
brethren, the church class, the little
flock of this gospel age, will all be
born in His spirit likeness in the first
resurrection, as it is written, “Blessed
and holy is he that hath part in the
first resurrection, on such the second
death has no péwer, but they shall be
priests of God and of Christ, and shall
reign ‘with Him a thousand years.”
(Rev. XX: 6.) Our Lord's resurrection
is referred to three times as a birth
from the dead, but our common - ver-
sion has beclouded the thought by giv-
ing the word begotten instead of born.
These instances are in Acts XIII: 33,
Heb. I: 6, V: 5. These are quotations
from the Psalms, and that they refer
to our Lord’s resurrection. is evident
from the apostle’s explanation in Acts
XIII: 83.

Our Lord was begotten of the Holy
Spirit at the time of His baptism, and
the new spirit creature there begotten
was born at His ' resurrection. Like-
wise His followers the begotten at the
time of their full consecration, and if
the new creature prospers the time of
“quickening,” of activity in the Lord’s
‘service, even in this mortal body, will
be discernible; and if the growth in
grace and knowledge and love—in the
divine likeness, continue the result will
surely be in each case a birth of the
spirit—to the new nature, in the “first
resurrection,” described by the apostle,
saying: “It is sown in dishonor; it is
raised in glory;'it is sown in weakness,
it is raised in power; it is sown a na-
tural body; it is raised a spiritual
body.” (1 Cor. xv.: 43-45.)

If now we have the matter clearly
before .our minds, let each make a lit-
tle personal inquiry - of himself. (1)
Have I heard of the grace of God in
providing through the sacrifice of
Christ for the forgiveness of my sins
and for the sins of the whole world?
Have I belleved this and accepted the
divine favor? Are my sins forgiven?
Am I thus justified by faith before
God? (2) Have I heard the great gO8-
pel message that divine favor is yet
to reach every creature through Him
who hath loved us and bought us with
His precious blood? Have I heard of
God’s purpose to gather from among
aankind a company of hold ones, who
love righteousness and .hate in’iquity,
and who are glad to follow in the foot-
steps of their Redeemer in sacrificing
earthly interest that they may become
participators with Him of the heaven-
ly nature and its inheritance, the
kingdom?

(3) Have I heard that this selection
of a class began with the Jews, and

include from that nation all who are
Israelites indeed; and that these 'not
being enough, according to the divine
arrangement, the oportunity to come
into this kingdom class and be joint
heirs in it has been- extended to 8o
many from amongst the Gentiles as
might have the hearing ear and the
obedient heart? Has the invitation
come to me and have I heard in the
sense of accepting the same?

(4) Do I now understand from the
Master’'s explanation of the subject
that all who will be sharers with Him
in the kingdom must be, like Him,
sharers of the “divine nature” (li, Pe-
ter, 1-4) and spirit being, and that in
order to be as pirit being and to par-
ticipate in that resurrection to spirit
nature I must now be begotten of the
Holy Spirit, and must then be chast-
ened and developed and fitted for the
spirit conditions?

(6) Have I accepted the conditions?
Have I consecrated my justified self
wholly and unreservedly to the Lord
for time and for eternity—including all
that I possess of time, talent, influence,
everything?

(6) If I have thus done, if I have re-
ceived a begetting of the Spirit, if I
can, therefore, count myself a new
creature in Christ Jesus, to whom “old
things have passed away” and to
whon “all things have become new,”
am I living to the extent of my ability
even in the present life in accord with
the new mind, the new nature? Am
I thus developing it at the expense of
my old nature? Am I thus making my
callipg and election sure?

(7) Have I before my mind the hopes
and ambitions which the Lord enjoined
upon His faithful through the apostle,
saying: “Set your affections on things
above and not on things of the earth,”
“for your citizenship is in heaven.” Am
I living for the flesh, or am I living
for the spirit? Am I ignoring the in-
terests of the spiritual existence which,
if faithful, I shall enter upon in the
resurrection birth, or am I neglecting
these and in danger of becoming a
castaway so far as this great kingdom
privilege is concerned, in my endeavor
to grasp the transitory things of this
present life, which are not worthy to
be compared with the glorious things
which the Lord has in reservation for
them that love Him?

THE WORLD’'S REGENERATION.

In what we have said, and, indeed,
throughout the New Testament, the
regeneration of the church is the topic,
because this gospel age is chiefly in-
tended for the development of the lit-
tle flock, the bride class, the kingdom
<lass. Nevertheless, the scriptures
point out that those of the worid who
would attain eternal life in the next
age must pass through experiences
somewhat like those through which the
church is now passing; in other words,
the world must be born again or re-
8enerated—not, however, to spirit na-
tural, as in the case of the church, but
regenerated to human nature., When
the apostles asked the Lord what they
should have ‘as'g réward for their loy-
alty to Him ‘He answered: “Ye that
have followed Me in the regeneration
shall sit upon 12 thronesg judging the
12 tribes of Israel.” (Matt. xix.: 28.)
In other words, those who now follow
the Lord through evil report and
through god report in “the narrow
way,” those who are now begotten to
the spirit nature will. by and by be
born of the spirit and be exalted to
share with the Lord on the throne of
the regeneration’”’—in the time when
the regeneration of the world will be
the great matter in hand, thé great
and all-absorbiig “work of the thou-
sand years of Christ's millennial king-
dom, O Lord, “Thy kingdom come,
Thy will be done on earth, even as it
is done in heaven.”

Regeneration signifies to generate
again—to give iife a second time. Fa-
ther Adam was the first life-giver or
generator of our race. What life we
have enjoyed came to us in God’s pro-
vidence in a natural way through Ad-
am as our father or generator. But
fby reason of sin Father Adam failed
to give us everlasting life, hence we
have of him only the dying and im-
perfect conditions of the present time.

Qur Lord Jesus became man that
He might redeem Father Adam and
his family and his estate. He bought
the whole with His own precious blood.
Our Lord Jesus is, therefore, by a di-
vine arrangement, the owner, the Mas-
ter of the world. So far His purchas-
ed possession is practically untouched,
unrecovered. In the divine plan only
a special church class has yet been
reached—a mere fragment of the whole.
Thousands of millions of the race are
still in the great prison-house of death,
and He Who bought them has the
right to bring them forth from the
tomb, to make known to them the
terms upon which they may have eter-
nal life and to render them such as-
sistance as they may need in return-
ing to the perfection of human nature
lost in Eden by the first disobedience.

Thus we see that what Adam,  the
first father of the race, attempted to
do and failed of doing, Christ, as the

proposes to accomplish—for so many as
will profit by their experiences in sin
and death, for as many as will accept
eternal life upon divine . conditions
clearly understocd and made thorough-
ly possible to them. It is in harmony
with this that the prophet -‘declares
that our Lord Jesus eventually shall
be called not only “the  Prince of
Peace,” but also “the Everlasting Fa-
ther”’—the Father Who gives eternal
life. Thus the whole World of man-
kind, except those who will be destroy-
ed in the second death, will eventually
i become children of Christ by regenera-
tion, by rebirth—not bqrn of the Spirit
to a spirit nature, but & return or res-
titution to perfect human nature—to
all that was lost, with a superb amount
of knowledge and blessing superadded.
‘While the saved, the regenerated of
the world, will be properly classed as
the children of Christ, the church of
this gospel age is not go classed. We
are not begotten of the Spirit by our
Lord Jesug, but by the Heavénly Fas
ther; and so we are told that we shall
be children of our Fathér in heaven;
and so the apostle again declares:
“The God and Father of our Lord Je-
sus Christ hath begotten us.” And so
our Lord Himself recognized the mat-
ter, saying to His followers: ‘I ascend
to My Father and your Father, to My
God and your God.”—John xx.: 17.

OPPOSE TRANSFLR OF
~ISLAND- 10 CUBA.

American Residents Insist on Rights
to be Heard 'by Goverment.

’

WASHINGTON, Nov. 15.~Senor Que-
gsada, the Cuban minister here,; called
at the state department today and
seemed to be considerably agitated
over the news~of the movement in the
Isle of Pines to oppose “the formal
transfer of the island to Cuba, He
had an interview on the subject with
Secretary Root, But declined to make
any statemgnt concerning it.

The contention.-of the American re-
sidents of the isle is that as they own
in fee simple five-sixths of the ground
and as the remaining one-sixth is in
the hands of one or two Spanish fami-
lies, the twelve hundred native resi-
dents being non-property owners, they
have a right to be heard by this gov-
ernment. A suggestion ‘has been
made here that is known to have re-
ceived official consideration, to the ef-
fect that in view of the fact that the
war department actually did at one
time give ground for a belief on the
part of some persons that the Isle of
Pines was American, it would be only
just for this government to pay these
settlers for the land.

WILL OF THE LATE
HON. EZRA CHURGHILL

The late Hon. Ezra Chuschill of
Windsor was at the time of his deatif,
some thirty. years ago, one of the
wealthiest men in Nova Scotia. He
made his will in 1872 and added a
codicil in 1873. This will was not,
proved until last week and was made
public through the Hantsport Advance
a few days ago. Mr, Churchill left to
his widow the dwelling house at Wind-
sor with the land about it, with the
furniture, plate and other property
therein and the horses, cattle, carriages
and farm machinery, together with $4,-
000 and an annuity of $1,000 a year.
This was reduced to $600 by thé codicil,
which also declared that Mrs. Churchill
should not account for any property
or money given her by her husband be-
fore his death. The property devised
to Mrs. Churchill goes on her death to
their sons, William B.-and Joseph R.
Churchill, who alse !nhgrlt $4,000 each.
The same sum is left to each of the
seven daughters of Mr. Churchill. The
residue of the estate was left to George
‘W. Churchill and John W. Churchill,
sons of the deceased, who were made
executors.

INABILITY. OF ENGLISHMEN.

(Bernard McEvoy.)

‘With the approach of winter the in-
ability of the Englishman to warm
his house is becoming increasingly
evident. Of course ' there are no fur-
naces, and the only notion that they

. have here as to warming the atmos-

phere in the great majority of houses
is'to place a small grate direetly un-
der a chimney, and to send quite 75
per cent. of the heat produced up the
flue. Nowhere is a orass and rank
conservatism ‘more displayed than in
this domestic matter. . The people do
not seem to.recognize that their halls
and passages are wintry, -and that
their bedrooms are of a frigidity that
is calculated to strike a chill into the
bones of those who have been accus-
tomed to a more sensible fashion of
heating arrangements. They  seem to
thrive on it themselves and they like
draughts, but it takes more than a
few months to 'get acclimatized to
their usages. It is 'nqt that the ther-
mometer shows and very low tempera-
ture, but that a degree or two of cold
in England eeems to be as objection-
able as ten or fifteen degrees in Can-
ada. They build their cooking ranges
into the walls of their kitchens in such
a way that the radiation of heat into
the room shall be as little and the
passage of heat into‘the chimney as
much as possible.

There would no doubt be difficultiss
in the way of getting any other
method accepted, but if an enterpris-
Ing Canadian were to come here and
build a few houses on the Canadian
plan, with the usual hot air furnace in
the cellar and pipes leading to the
various rooms, I feel sure that he
would never lack tenants, and that
the object lesson thus supplied would
ultimately bear fruit. The English-
man does not particularly like to
waste 75 per cent. of his fuel, though
even in TLondon he only pays from
$3.50 to $5.50 per ton for it. It is only
that 'in things of that Kind England

is as slow to change as molasses in
January,

tine work, together with the reports
of superintendents, who were given
five' minutes each and five minutes for
discussion.

Mrs. Annie O. Rutherford, gave her
address.. In epite of her year of ill
health  Mrs. Rutherford presided with

‘her old-time vigor, and her address

was a masterly resume of the reform
movements the world over, and was
listened to with the keenest attention.
Mormonism, the opium traffic, inter-
national peace efforts, all were touch-
ed upon. Municipalization of the
liquor traffic and the Gothenburg sys-
tem were etrongly condemned. She
quoted A. Cameron Corbett, M. P., of

England, a strong advocate of prohk
bition, as saying that prohibition pre-'

vailed already over one-fifth of the
world. He, himself, had on his own
estates thirty thousand people under
prohibition, and he had never heard a
single protest against the restriction. |
The public house trusts had for years
been  vainly trying to enter these es-!
tates. A notable sign of the times was
that 15,000 physicians had signed a |
memorial urging the teaching of scien-
tific temperance in the schools. The
question of patent medicines, with
thelr large percentage of al¢ohol, came

‘Witness and some magazines, which
refuse their advertisements, were
warmly commended. ‘The inland rev-
enue department of the United States
had also lately decided that the manu-
facturers of these medicines and the
druggists who sold them were really
liquor dealers, and as such must take
out ‘a license. | The following curious

protest against the action of temper-'

ance workers anxious to protect their
homes from the traffic was quoted
from an editorial in the Wine and
Spirit Gazette: “The trade must resist
and again fight for its existence. Funds
must be raised and come from the
forcing of liquor sales. All inecentive
to discourage excessive drinking is
gone. All inducement to invest capital
in® improvements “for ‘the comfort of
the travelling public is scattered to
the winds, and the liquor traffic falls.
back to the very standard from which
the government, backed by the elec-
torate, is trying to raise it.”

She reviewed the work of the organ-
ization since its inception, and re-
gretted that its progress had not been
as marked as it should have been. She
spoke at some length about the local
option wave that was pasing over
Ontarfo, and expressed the opinion
that it would be productive of much
good.

Mrs. Rutherford also said, in speak-
ing of the small increase, which was
something near ‘300, that the members
and officers of the local unions ought
to be:stirred up, that they were not de-
veloping their' chances of getting mnew
members. All who did not pay their
fees at once. were struck off the roll
and she thought better methods could
be used to advantage.

ing secretary, gave her report this af-
ternoon, which showed 166 unions, a
decrease of 11, and 5,613 members, an
increase "of 300. Honorary members
numbersd 837, an increase of 70. Four
hundred: and eight public .meetings
were held, receipts $8,621.11 as against
$10,270.91 for the previous year. There
are 374 unions in the dominion,with 9,897
members, with 1,529 honorary members.
There were 2,518 meetings held. In the
Quebec report it was stated that nine
saloons were closed as a result of W.
C. T. U. éndeavor.
