Prof. Keirstead took the place on the
programme of Rev. Issiah Wallace—
who had not been able to meet with the
nss iciation—and spoke on “ Retention
and Extension in Homes Mission Work."”
He presented briefly but forcibly the
reasons for holding fast to what had
been gained and making advances in
the home work, snd was heard, ss he
always is, with great interest.

Dr. Baunders, whose subject was
“North-west and Grande Ligne Mis-
sions,” spoke principally in reference to
the work of the Girande Ligne mission,
of which he gave a highly interesting
historical sketch, showing how in this,
aa in the foreign mission work, Baptists
had seemed to be providentially called
to lead ; how from feeble beginnings the
mission had enlarged, and what oppor-
tunities it is now affording for the Bap-
tists of Canada to put forth effective
efforts for the evangelization of their
fellow countrymen of the French race.

Bro. Fletcher, who is under appoint-
ment of the American Baptist Mission-
ary Union to mission work in Barmah,
spoke of his call to the foreign field, tell-
ing how he had been gradually led to
resolve to devote himself to this work.

. Pastor McDonald spoke on “ The duty
and opportunity of individusl giving to
foreign missions.” He showed that
mission work in its largest sense is for
Christisns their grand opportunity and
daty, A church that is not engaged in
this work is doing little to justify its ex-
istence. The speaker dwelt with much
eamestness and power on the great need
that Ohristians should more generally
awake to the recognition of their duty
and their grand opportunity to employ
the means with which God has blessed
them, to give the gospal to their perish-
ing fellowmen.

A Trip to the Fair.

Doubliess many sse considering
whether or no theéy can lake s trip to
the World's Fair, and also how they
will manage if they go. Having gone
through the experience I thought ' it
might help some one if I related some
of it.  As & very Important matter with
most of us is the expense, 1 will state
that quite fully. Anyone can learn the
oost of transportation from some local
agent in thelr bome town. When [ left,
the rates from Bt John to Chicago and
retutn, both by the C. P. R. and the
Intercolonial Railway and Greand Trunk,
were $30.00 for a thirty day trip, and

| #4250 for sn unlimited ticket, both be-
| fng good to stop over at points fn Cros-

da. The rest of my figures will be
based on what it actually cost my wife

| and mywell, snd 1 think it will appear

that we are trying to travel economical-
Iy, » policy to which we are driven, as

the continent and back. At another
time [ may give an idea of the expense
of that if thought desirable.

‘We spent two nights in Montreal. The
intervening day and part of the pre-
vious afternoon enabled us to do the city
pretty well, including & visit to Mt
Royal, up the inclived rallway and
down a path back of McGill College; an
examination of the superb bufldings of
that institotion ; & trip by street cars
out through Hochelaga to Mile Eaod
(the city limits), where there is an-old
toll gate, at which all teams have to
pay to pass through, and in this way
keep up the roads ; & visit to Notre Dame
Roman Cutholic church and to the
Jesuite’ chirch on Bleury street —build-
ings with fine paintings and other decor-
ations, but which depressed me very
much as I looked upon the elaborate
signs of idolatry under the name of
Chbristianity, and where the religion
seemed well saymbolised by the gaanti-
ties of tawdry sham flowers ; & visit
also to the new St. Peter’'s church—in-
deed = wonderful structure; = walk
among the besutifal residences, and &
pleasant hour at the Olivet Baptist
church prayer meeting. Bat hold, I must
not now describe my trip or I will have
1o room for the financial question—not
even tell of the Montreal horse cars,
which are expected to get off the hiack
and s0 are provided with something to
help them on, and in some cases with
special man. Bat I must say here that
in all our trip we have made large use
of street oars to get around, and have
been able thereby in all places visited
to sse easily and cheaply s great deal.
In Montreal, Ottaws and Toronto they
sell six rides for & quarter, and one soon
uses up many. They give even better
terms to workmen and school children
duriugoandnhoun In Montreal we
found i just opposi!

tance of the churches—the Empress—
for the modest sum of & dollar & day.

We'thok'the diy trip from Toronto to
Ohlesgo, & description of which, Iike
many other things of lnwut, I mtst
pass over. We arrived quite late at
Eoglewood—sa part of Chicago, but
about seven miles from its centre. Here
we proceeded to the Hotel Englewood,
where we met the Rev. J. M. Coond,
with whom we had previoualy arranged
for lodging. I am informed thattwo
persons rooming together can get good
lodging within walking distance of the
Fair, for seventy-five cents & piece per
day. Insome cases it can be arranged
for lees, but a dollar a day & piece is &
common chsrge. Englewood s quite
convenient, for there is & line of electric
cars running direct to the Fair, also
steam cars to the city, and going from
tho Esst one oan step off without going
into the city to make achstige. The
fare from Eaglewood to the Fair is five
oents, and by buying a ten-ride ticket it
is the same by steam cars into the city.
Admittance to the Fair is fifty cents.
You are not allowed to carry in anything
in the shape of & stool or camp chair, as
there is & monopoly of them inside,
where you oan hire one for ten cents a
day. Ooncerning the prices of food
within the grounds I cannot say much,
us-weo every day took & lunch and bought
nothing of that kind except an occasion-
al cup of cocos at Van Houten cocos
house, or got & still better one for noth-
ing at Blecker's cocos mill; aleo some
lemonade, extra good, but ten ocents a
glass, and in oream sodas snd phos-
phites the same price. In many of the
restauraats I noticed lists where the
prices were not so very high considering
—ien cents & oup for tea and coffee, for
slice of ple, ete. In Eoglewood meals
could be got for $4, 86 and $6 per ticket
for 21 meals; and very good meals, too,
at the last price, I know, and I guess
pretty fairat the other prices.

To see the Fair without taking time
to make s study of any part, and taking
but & carsory glance at many of the
pretty things, requires at léast six whole
days of pretty constant going. The
weather 50 far has been pretty cool; even
when the sun has shone down with op-
pressive power on & sheltered nook there
has been almost always a breeze where
there is & chauoce to feel it. Undoubted-
ly there will be many sdvantages in
coming towards fall. There are many
parts now unfinished. One large build-
ing that ought to be of much interest—
the anthropological —is still closed to
visitors. The gardens will put on &
finer appearance later. The houses of
the States and countries afford oppor-
tunity for rest and for meeting friends.
