JAPANESE DELEGATES DENY

Declare as Absurd That the Cabinet " Basea- Is Policy on
Okuma’s Published Statement—Claim Japan _Should
Retain Islands Held by Navy. ;

Pariy, Jan. 30.—The Japanese peace
delegation today issued a formal de-
nial w;.;nhﬁcauons in Paris newspa-
pers, Biased on an interview with Mar-
quis Okuma, former premier, and pur-
porting.to give the Japanese peace
policy. ‘The denial terms the publica-
tions as “glaring . impositions,” and
says that the use of Marquis Okuma's
name was unwarranted. It is declar.

The statement published in
the United States did not contain the
assertion that the Japanese cabinet
would base its policy on the ideas of
Marquis Okuma.

COLONIES AROUSES SEN. BORAH

Makes Vigorous Speech in U.
the Intérnationalization of Former German Colonies—-

Beliével it Would Jeopardize Monroe Doctrine.

S. Senate in Opposition to

‘Washingtoy, Jan. 30.—Vigorous op-
'position to plans yeported from' Paris
for the internationalization of former
German colonies was voiced in the
senate today by Senator Borah, of Ida-
ho, Republican. The speaker gaid he
was not in favor of the United States
assuming any “obligation to control,
govern or be responsible for any part
of the German possessions.”

Senator Borah said Australia, in de
manding the German islandg of the
Pacific, had announced a Monroe Doc-
trine for Australia, and added:

“If we, as a member of a league,
interfere with the Monroe Doctrine of
Australia, or the Monroe Doctrine of
Japan, or of some other nation, how
long would it be before they would in-
terfere with our Monroe doctrine?

The Idaho senator eriticized report-

ed private conferences between Col
onel House and General Smiuts regard-
ing disposition of the Germun colonies,
at which it was said an agreement had
been reached to sustain the secret
treaty between England and Japan
for disposition of certain German pos-
sessions in the Pacific. Senator Borah
said this was another exhibition of
secret diplomacy, and declared that a
league of nations, based on secret
proceedings, would be an “infamous
institution.”

Senator King, of Utah, democrat,
defended the action of the American
commissioners in Holland private
conferences, declaring such conferen-
ces were necessary to formulate viewg
for presentation to the peace confer-
ence. All the meetings of the peace
commissioners, he said, could not be
heralded “from the house tops.”

Liquors to the Value of $150
Mysteriously Disappear from
Freight Car En Route from
Moncton to St. John.

Moncton, Jan. 30.—The C. G. R
police are engaged in trying to solve
the mystery surrounding the disap-
pearance from C. G, R. freight car, en
route to St. John, of about ),000
worth of contraband liquor, nearly two
weeks ago. Inspectors under the Pro
hibition Act, seized about half a car
load of liquor in Madawaska, and for-
warded it to St. John im a box car
in charge of two guards.
