Very Large Sum

TOTAL OF $65,000,000 RAISED|
THIS WAY IN CANADA |
OTTAWA, Feb. 13.—An official
Btatettient from the department of
finance gives the following informé-
tion respeeting the administ ation of
the Business P-ofits War Tax Aet,
and of the Income War Tax Act of
1917. |
Under the Busihess Profits Whar Taz|
Act dSsesstients bave been made ag-|
gregatinp $65,000,000, of which about |
$50,000,000 hias been colleeted. The
balaties &ill probably be received!
within the next two months.
The returns to date from the In-
come War Tax Aect of 1917, which
applies only to incomes in excess o.
$3,000 in the ease of married pergons,
and 82,000 in the ease of unmarried
persons, show that about 30,000 assess-
ments have been made, of ' which
19,000 are paid. The total amount of
assessments made by the department
and approved to date aggregate
$5,500,000. About  $3,500,000 have
beeh collécted. The difference is
represented mainly by assessmenic
made last month. i
