Lastly, it appears that in the month of September 1673 emigrants arrived in New Brunswick. -
In the month of October eight vessels arrived, the number of emigrants in which is not stated.
From the public papers recently received from Canada, we also observe, that on the 30th
October and the 1uth November, two vessels arrived in the St. Lawrence with large bodies
of emigrants on bourd. There can be no question that emigrants arriving at such a period
of the year must be exposed to great suffering and privation, and that they must inevitably:
become dependent for support, during the. ensuing winter, on public or private charity.
As, however, we understand that Lord Grey has already communicated with the Governor-
General of Canada and the Lieutenant-Governors of the other North- American provinces on
this point, and hus suggested the measures which appearto his Lordship most likely to prevent
‘a recurrence of such events, it is unnecessary for us to enlarge on the subject in this
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
