ARTS STUDENT FACULTY
COMMITTEE MEETS

A joint student-faculty licison committee for the Faculty
of Arts last week adopted a policy recommending student rep-
resentation in Arts Faculty departments.

The committee of four met tor the first time on February 13
foll owing arrangements made between Dean of Arts, W. Stewart
MacNutt, and past SRC President, Wayne Beach. The joint
committee was formed to serve as a channel of communication

between the SRC and *he faculty.

The committee agreed its
faculty members would rec:
ommend student participation
on departmert boards and com
mittees of “particular concern
to students.’’ In doing so the
committee was repeating what
the SRC Brief on Student Rep
resentation had requested last
December.

Kent Thomp son of the Depart
ment of English, said he felt
these recommendations would
meet with general approval in
principle, but that real
ptoblem would be implementa
tion.

[t was felt that student and

the

faculty interest woula deter
mine the success and extent
of student participation within
the academic structure of the
university, and that the pro-

motion of an atmosphere of co
operation was a vital firststep.

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US Congress Legislates
SACB 'Thought Police’

The new 'Dirksen Amend
ments’ to the McCarren Act,
originally passed over Presi-
dent Truman’s veto in 1950,
have lately come under some
heavy criticism. Truman des
cribed the act as ''the worst
thought-control act since the
Alien and Sedition Laws. "

On January 2, 1968, the new
law was passed through the
House of Representatives and
then through the Senate by a
vote of 3 2 with 95 Senators
absent. Under the new law,
almost any organization can

be attacked. Thus, anti-war,
black liberation, adverse
political parties, and other

anti- Establishment movements
can be stymied.

Written into the law is the
assumption that a world-wide
Communist conspiracy exists
and uses espionage, sabotage
and terrorism to implement its
totali tarian objectives.

The repressive powers of the
Subversive Activities Control
Board created by the act state:

a. No one has to register.
After conductingits *hearings’’
the SACB automatically regis-
ters your organization and pub-
lishes its findings in a gov-
ernment register.

b. Persons or organizations
found to be ’subversive’’ must
label all literature and solici-

by Gus MacK ay
tations, whether by mail, radio,
TV or telephone: '*Distributed
by (or solicited on behalf of)
found by order of
the SACB to be a Communist
Front Organization.’’

c. Use of the First and Fifth
Amendments at SACB hearings
may be revoked, forcing indi-
viduals totestify against them-
selves and others under the
alleged protection of ''Con
gressional immunity.’’

d. It is now a felony to dis
rupt or '’so near as to obstruct’’
the hearings. Misbehaviour is
punishable by a $5000 fine and
one year imprisonment.

The SACB hearing is nothing
more than a ’’kangaroc'’ court.
The testimony is presented by
puid stool pidgeons, the ver-
dict handed down by five bur-
eaqucrats (each worth $26000)
and the organization destroyed.
The verdict of quilty is built
into the law. Subversives in the
event that the President de-
clares a state of emergency are
thrown into detention camps
created by Title II of the old
act.

[t is interesting to note that
the new amendment stipulates
that the SA must hold new
hearings beforethe end of 1968
or go out of existence. This
