Budget passed at SRC meeting

Monday night's SRC
Meeting was, in all
respects, a success. Thir-
teen councillors, including
many of the newly-elected
faculty representatives,
were present to amend the
consitution and to ratify the
long-delayed budget.

The constitutional amend-
ment concerned the
abolishing of the
representative-at-large
seats. The motion,
presented in April, should
have been passed before
the election. It passed Mon-

day night with little discus-
sion.

Comptroller Darren Evans
then presented the budget.
A long period of questioning
followed. With the excep-
tion of the budgets for the
yearbook and the Engineer-
ing Undergraduate Society,
all items on the budget
were approved by council.
The yearbook and EUS
budgets will be presented at
the December 4th meeting.

Concern was expressed
by some councillors about
the allocation of funds to
CHSR, the Brunswickan and

the Business Society. The
funding given by the SRC to

the Woodshed was a point
of contention and was left
on the budget by a close
vote of 8 to 7.

Council passed the mo-
tion to ask for an extension
period for the refunding of
the Third Century Fund
money collected from
students at registration.

A meeting was called for
Wednesday, December 1.
Auditors reports will be
presented at the December
4 meeting.
