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progressive policies. It can help to render the labour of investigations 
in the various branches of scientific thought available for the service 
of the country. It can be the vehicle by which enlightened and edu­
cated men can bring an influence directly to bear on the administration 
of affairs. In a word, it can, if it will, be the embodiment of public 
spirit and advanced thought.
