But a saner view
is that the government must prevent
the evils of ex ive competition by
setting limits within which competitive
forces must work.

The British government has recog -
nized that the doctrine of the survival
of the fittest, and others of like nature,
won't work in the field of social econ-

omics. It believes that the State has
@ right and a duty to help the work-
ers to help themselves, and hence its

ambitious programme for old-age pen-
sions, unemployment, insurance, and
so forth. And in the budget of 1914
Liloyd George makes further provision

to push these proposals through. It
is an ambitious programme, but every
well-wisher of humanity will wish
him abundant success in the great
