Where is the steady hand to guide
them, the friend to warn them, the
companion to counseland the society to
preserve them ?  All these individuals |
need the companionship and influence
of those whose views of life and of duty
are high and noble, who in their daily
life set a holy example of manliness and
self-control, whose devotion to God and
country is edifying, and whose simple
faith aad reverence for things sacred is
inspiring. Under such influences, in
such companionship, these young
will soon learn to realize that truth,
honor, virtue, manhood and patriotism

are not empty words, that these virtues |

are still potent in the lives of noble
men. Where will these men find better
shelter, nobler influences, a more cheer
ing companionship, more watehful and
corrective surroundings than in a well
