CERNANS WIN
FRENCH TRENEHE

Fierce Assault Also Results
in the Capture of the
Thiaumont Work.

Paris, June 23—After nearly two
weeks of quiet, when even the artil-
lery was subdued, the Germans have
resumed their attacks on Verdun
with a violence exceeded hut few
times since their offensive began on
Feb. 21. q
The lull along the Meuse has last-
¢d so long and had been so pronounc-
¢d in all arms that the people of
T'rance were coming to believe that
the’ exhaustion of the Crown Prince’s
crganization, combined with the Brit-
ich drive in the east, spelt abandon-
ment of active operations against the
city. The attacks yesterday, how-
ever, are evidence that the German
command is not yet willing to admit
the failure of the three months’ ef-
fort. (
French Admit Losses.
To-night’s French official report
admits that the Germans have gained
another step in their progress toward
Verdun by capturing French posi-
tions northeast of that fortress.
Fighting along a front of over three
miles on the right bank of the Meuse,
the German forces, following the us-
ual artillery bombardment, and in
the face of violent fire from French
guns, carried French first-line tren-
ches between Hills' 321 and 320, and
also the Thiaumont fort.
Fierce fighting marked the ad-
vance toward Verdun, Paris declares
in admitting the loss of the trenches
and the Thiaumont work. Further
along the fighting line the Germans
1eached Fleury, about 3 1-2 miles
northeast of Verdun, but they were
1epulsed there by a violent counter-
a‘tack. The attacks on the woods of
Vaux, Chapitre, Fumin and Chenois,
and on the Damloup battery, were
broken and repulsed.

South of the Damloup battery, in
the sector of Moulainville, and on the
left bank of the Meuse, in the region
of Hill 304 and Le Mort Homme,
the French positions are being heav-
ily bombarded by the German guns.

The spread of the activity to the
Woevre is regarded here as one of
the most interesting of the recent de-
velopments on the Verdun front, and,
with better conditions of terrain
than prevailed in February and
March, may indicate a German inten-
tion of pushing a flank attack against
the ridge. The early attempts to
reach the fortiiieq plateau east of
Verdun were stopped almost as s6on
as they were undertaken, because
al that time the plain was a quag-
mire and gun and supply transport
in the face of French fire from the
hills was an impossibility.
