DUE T0 VIOLENCE.

MEDICAL EVIDENCE IN BELLE-
VILLE MURDER CASE.

Fist Would Cause Wounds—Doctor for
Defence Differs With Three Others,
But Admits Conclusions Were Theo-
retical.

Belleville Despatch—The trial of Ferdinand
Kleingbeil for the murder of his wife was
continued this morning, the court-room being
again crowded with spectators. Mrs. Bertha
Urchre testified that she was a niece of the
orisoner and had known him for 20 years
and visited "him occasionally. The prisoner
was not very kind to his wife.

Or. Yeomans, coroner, testified as to being
cnlkd to the Kleingbell residence on Monday
evening, March Jth. He cerroborated the
evidence given by Mrs. Dulmage, Messrs.
Little, Bailey and Luscombe in regard to
the condition of old Mrs. Kleingbeil. The
doceased was conscious when the doctor first
saw her. The woman's pulse was very weak,
and witness gave her two injections of strych-
nine. He told Mrs. Dulmage she was very
badly hurt ard did not think she could
recover. Kleingbeil told the doctor had been
saucy and he had pounded her with his fists
nad she oulvy got what she deserved. In his
opinion, the woman died from shock as tho
result of the beating she had recelved.

The vrisoner oan that night was very ex-
cited when his son Herman's name was
mentioned. Drs. Boyce and Gibson, who made
the post-wicrtem upon the body of the uafor-
tunate woman, described minutely the
wounds, which were due to violence caused
by some bluat object. A man's fist might
cause them. Dr. Boyce said he thought death
was caused by shock induced by the injuries.
Dr. Gibson, in his-evidence, said the injuries
about the body were general and sufficient
to cause death. The cross-examination did
not materjally alter the physicians’ testi-
mony.

At the resuming of the court after lunch,
the defence was gone into. Dr. Connell, of
Queen’s University, Kingston, did not think
the injuries to Mrs. Kleingbell, as described
by Drs. Yeowans, Boyce and Gibson, were
sufficient to cause death. The bursting of
a blood vesse! to a person like the deceased
could be caused by a slight application of
force. In c:osg-examination, he admitted
that his conclusions 'were theoretical, based
upon what he had heard.

STRANGE CASE OF TRANCE RE-
PORTED FROM BERLIN.

Eats When Food is Given—Never Be-
trays Sign of Hunger Nor Thirst—
Result of an Injury to the Head.

Berlin, Nov. 5.—Prof. Dr. Eulenburg,
the eminent nerve specialist, describes,
in the Medicinische Klinik, the peculiar
condition into which a communal offi-
cial residing at Wilmersdorf, a western
suburb of Berlin, has fallen.

On June 10, 1904, 2 man was on his
way to the Berlin Rathaus when, in
getting out of a tram, he fell with the
back of his head on the cunb. He
reached home safely, and the doctor
who was summoned found only a slight
swelling. During the ensuing days,
however, he fell asleep during conver-
sation, and on June 20 he fell into a
sleep from which he has not yet awoke.

The patient lies on his back in bed,
with his head slightly turned to the
right and his forchead deeply furrow-
ed. The limbs are perfectly supple, and
can be moved in any direction, but the
entire  nervous systein is disorganized.

Needles run into the patient’s flesh
produce no effect, nor do violent, sud-
den noises, brilliant light, or pungent
odors.

During the two years and four
mmnoths which the trunce has lasted the
patient, who is 45 years of age, has
neither opened his eyes nor uttered a
syllable, nor in any way shown symp-
toms of hunger or thirst. He is fed at
regular intervals, gently seizes what is
given' him by the lips, masticates it
slowly, and swallows it naturally.

: GOVERNMENT SUBMITS TO AMEND-
MENT TO TRADES DISPUTES BILL.

Keir Hardie and Hig Men Champion
Rignts of Women Suffragists—
Heated Scenes on Motion to Omit
Ireland From Operation of Bill—

Proposal Defeated by Great Major-
ity.

London despatch: The recent action
of the Home Secretary in softening the
punishment of the female suffragists for
disorderly behavior in the precinets of
the House by treating them as “first-
class misdemeanants” was very generally
attributed to his humanitarian views.
Doubtless Mr. Gladstone was not un-
desirous that the idea should find cur-
rency in the House, but the public state-
ment by Mr, Keir Hardie, independent
Labor leader, tends to throw another
aspect on Mr. Gladstone’s action. Labor-
ites have already boasted that they
wrenched concessions from the Govern-
ment re the trades disputes bill,

Or top of this Mr. Keir Hardie now
declares that unless the suffragists’ pun-
l.ﬂhment had been reduced the Laborites
intended to move an adjournment of
the House. The Government climbed
down at the elevesth hour, To-night
in the House of Commons Mr. Asquith
declared the trade unions were reatly
mistaken if they believed Mr. Haldane
and  himself were going to accept Mr,
Keir Hardie's preposals at  the dieta.
tion of the Laborites, vet, as the Times
points out, they both meekly accepted
Mr. Hardie's proposals. The Govern-
ment is in a decidedly awkward situt-
tion.

Twitting the Ministers.

London, Nov. 1.—In the debate to-
night on the amendment to clause four
of the trades disputes bill, which places
union funds beyond the reach of attack,
the members of the Opposition in their
speeches twitted the Ministers with sur-
Yendering to the Labor party. Hon,
Herbert H, Asquith, Chancellor of the
Exchequer, retorted that the question
at issue was not one of principle, but of
methods. He said he saw nothing is-
honorable or unworthy in deferring to
the feelisgs of those most interested’ in
the matter, and that it was a questir of
expediency in which the associa’ims of
employers and employed were yut on
the same level. He unhesitatingly sup-
ported the amended clause, Mr, H.'lpne,
Secretary of War. also expliinec’ t}at
it was not in deference to Mr. Keir Har-
die, the Labor member, that b had
adopted his presest attitude towa:l the
new clause, but rather because there
was an enormous preponderance of foel-

, ing in favor of doing things in the #im-

plest way.

After other members of the Govers-
strain
Samuel Roberts, Conservative, proposed
to insert the original clause. This
proposal was defeated by 372 votes to

There subsequently were further heat-
ed scenes on the motion made by . s
mentber of the Opposition tosomit Ire,
land from the operations of the act. In
moving this motion Viscount Castle-
reagh, Conservative,;eontended it would
give absolute immunity to boycotting,
Samuel Heilry Butcher, Conservative
seconded this motion on’ the ' same
ground. The Irish members then re-
proached Mr. Butcher for slandering his
own country and for unworthily takin,
up false reports which had been dea
for 25 years,

Mr. John Redmond, the leader of the
Irish party, said he could conceive of
1o more unworthy or disgraceful scandal
than to come into Parliament when Ire-
land was in a state of profound peace,
and suggest that it was unsafe to give
Ireland the same rights as England. This
was evidently to be the plan of cam-
paign, in view of next year’s legislntn:m
for Ireland. After furtber heated dis-
cusions, in which the Speaker ignored
appeals to ¢all Mr. Redmond to order,
Sir John Lawson ‘Walton, Liberal, ex-
plained that the agricultural associations
of Ireland did not come within theé Tegunl
meaning of a trade union. Count Castle-
reagh, on the advice of his sapporters,
then wanted to withdraw the motion,
but the Nationalists insisted upon a di-
vision, and the motion was rejected 282
to 35. The incident was then closed.

BELONGS T0 HERSELF AND NOT TQ
THE CHURCH., '

Legitimately Earned by Work as a
Teacher and Writer of Books—Es-
timated at Nearly $150,000,000.

Boston, Mass., Ngv, 5.—Alfred Farlow
of this city, head of the Christian Science
Publication Bureau, to-night issued a
statement in part as follows: ‘The
New York World of to-day published the
following statement: “The World is in
a position to say positively that Boston
lawyers were to-day consulted by fair-
minded Chril.tinn Seients, who were
convinced of Mrs. Eddy’s collapse and
will force Calvin A. Frye and others in
actual control of Mrs. Eddy to tell what
has become of her big fartune, estimated
by those who should kmow at nmearly
$15,000,000.”

‘I have just returned from Mrs. Ed-
dy’s home and am pleased to inform the
World that she is well and happy and
is at her desk giving instructions to her
secretary, Mr. Frye, and conducting her
own affairs.

“The church has nothing whatever to
do with Mrs, Eddy’s fortune, whether it
be large or small. ¥t is her own pro-
perty and consists of a legitimate wage
for her services as a teacher of Christian
Science and the legitimate profits on her
books. Mrs. Eddy is not a trustee for
any church funds, and, therefore, has no
accounting to render to Christian Scien-
tists. The church has no jurisdiction
over her private holdings, and, therefore,
no more right to know what disposi-
tion she makes of them than they have
to inquire about the private affairs of
any other citizen.”

RAN UP FINES OF $42,500.

Baron Grimthorpe Then Decided to Take
Oath of Office.

London, Nov. 5.—Baron Grimthorpe,
who since his accession to the tit!e
has sat and voted in the House of
Lords ‘without taking the prescribed
oath, thus flagrantly violating the law,
took the oath to-day. The total amount
of the fines against him for illegal vot-
ing is £8,500.

In the House of Lords the Marquis of
Ripon, Lord Privy Seal, announced
amid laughter that three other peers
were in the same boat with Baron
CGrimthorpe. He proposed that their
names be struck from the records of
the divisions in which they had illegal-
ly shared. It is assumed that the mat-
ter will end here, and that the offend-
ers will apologize, as Baron Grim-
thorpe did before he took the oath.

" 'OF'DEATH.

How the Mutineers Face Death—No
: Fear, But Impatient to Die,

Military Executions Going on Al
; Over Russia.

——

Scene Described by One of the
o 5 ‘Witnesses. -

The wholewdlé ‘militaty executions go-
ing on all over Russia are productive of
scenes which for terror and pathos sur-
pass the novelists’ wildest imagination.
The features are nearly always the
same. The majority of the doomed
men die quietly and penitently. Only
the ringleaders, in most- eases, irrecon-
cilable revolutionists, are defiant. 1t
is the sheep-like docility and penitence
of the majority whick give the execu-
tions their most tragic features.

The mutineers, though condemned to
hanging, are invariably shot. It is im-
possible to find a hangman in Russia,
such is the hatred of capital punish-
ment. The two last military bangmen
committed suicide, and though Gen.
Scallon of Warsaw offered $200 to any
one who would hang two Jews con-
victed of bomb-throwing, no ome ac-
cepted. Even cenvicted murderers re-
fuse to execute on behalf of the hated
government.

This is a picture of how the mutin-
eers of the warship Pamiat Axova met
their death. It was written by an of-
ficer who witnessed the scene:

“Into every convicted man’s cell was
carried a short coat of sail cloth. They
were ordered to put these on; most
begged te remain in their sailor’s jack-
ets but they were told that their sen-
tence deprived them of their rights as
sailors, and that they must take off the
naval uniform. Upon which they sub-
mitted with sighs and dressed them-
selves,

“When the order was given to bind
their hands behind their backs again
they begged to be let off, weeping at
the indignity and swearing that they
would make no resistance, But again
leurni:g that as hanging had been
chang to shooting, it was necessary
to tie their hands, they bowed their
heads and submitted, asking only that
their eyes should not be bound. =~ With
one man an incident of appalling horror
oceurred. He had been, it appeared, a
member of a shooting party which had
some months before executed the Cron-
stadt mutineers, and in a fit of religi-
ous exaltation, he took it into his head
that he was to be shot by the ghosts
he had: himself shot. He screamed, fought
and bit, and then subsided into quiet-
tde, begged_ piteously: that he should he
shot b.y ordinary men and not by spirits,
We did what we could tg galm him.

“When the command to loar rifles
was given they again cried, “Aim
brothers, at our hearts.’

“The volley rang out. All had been
killed at once, but as they hung back-
ways, frontways and across the cable,
a sccond volley was p oured in, Then,
a3 in some cases reflex movements
continued, a few separate shots were
fired. The bodies were piled on carts,
covered with sand, and driven to the
dock, whence a steamer took them to
sea, where they were buried according
to naval statue.

“The widow of one victim insisted om
accompanying her husband’s bhod >
and as she threatened to kill herself if
refused, she came on board the steamer,
all  the time wailing so piteously
that the burial party lost their nerve
and threw one body overboard without
sufficient shot, with the result that
floated, wobbling hideously in the rough
sea, and had to be taken on board again.
“And when the funeral was over, the
court-martial resumed its session, and
began the trial of ninety-four more sail-
ors, all of whom are accused of capital
ofienses.

“Scenes like this are taking place all
Russia.  In Cronstadt, Sveaborg,
Sevastcpol  and Reval are imprisoned
over 700 mutinous soldiers and sailors,
many of whom await the fate deseribed
above.”
