ANOTHER DAMAGING DE- 

FENCE.
A few days ago the Montreal Gazette 

tried very hard to prove that the increase 
in the number of failures for the first six 
months of the present year as compared 
with the like period in the previous year 
was owing to what it calls the natural 
application of economic laws and that, 
“except in so far as the inflation of credits 
has been precipitated by the operation 
of a protective tariff, the National Policy 
has not had the remotest bearing upon 
the disasters of the year/’ The admis­
sion that the National Policy did operate 
to inflate credits and so far produce mis­
chief should be marked. The whole tone 
of the article indeed is remarkable. 
There is no pretence in it that the Na­
tional Policy, reduced the number of 
commercial disasters or deminished-their 
extent. The Gazette ventures no farther 
than to assert that the N. P. only did a 
little of the harm. When the Mackenzie 
Government were in power, although the 
business depression was world wide, and 
it was manifest that Canada suffered be­
cause the nations which are her custom­
ers could not buy as much as usual or 
pay as high prices, the people of Canada 
were told that the want of an X. P. was 
the cause of all their troubles, and tiiat 
if they had this N. P. low prices, business 
depression, and bankruptcies would he 
known no more. Now that bankruptcies 
become numerous despite all that the 
N. P. reconstructed and repaired several 
times could do, one of the principal or­
gans of the party which gave that pana­
cea to the country says:—

“The causes of the increased number 
of failures this year are r ot far to seek. 
As to most of them they have resulted 
from the natural application of economic 
laws. In all countries trade moves in 
cycles; there are periods of special activ­
ity, then of moderate depression, and 
then, unless the signs of the times are 
heeded, of severe depression, out of 
which a period of renewed prosperity 
issues in time. In Canada we have not 
yet proceeded far on the down grade1.”

But with .the N, P. iu operations wc 
were to have no cycle of depression, se­
vere or even moderate, and no down 
grade. It was promised that prosperity 
would be perennial and that, business de­
pression and disasters would be known 
no more in Canada. Last year and the 
year before we were told that the increase 
in importation and the increase in reven­
ue and the increase in production were 
all the rich fruits of the National Policy, 
were all evidences that the promise of 

t ‘prosperity was fulfilled. Now the Gazette 
says:—

“All branches ot trade, importing, 
manufacturing, and producing, were 
pushed with extraordinary vigor, and 
strained to such a tension that the failure 
of a single prop inevitably effected the 
whole superstructure. The failure came 
in the shape of a harvest withheld from 
market, causing slower safes by retailers, 

falling off in remittances, and aii added 
strain on credits already expanded be­
yond a safe limit.”

IIow flimsy was the fabric which fell to 
pieces under so slight a strain ! When 
Sir Richard Cartwright pointed to the 
inflation of the years prior to 1874, to 
the depression of business all over the 
civilized world, to low prices for our ex­
ports, and bad harvests as the causes o; 
business depression in Canada, his state­
ments were met by the flouts and jibes 
and sneers of the Tories. Now these 
same Tories tell the people of Canada 
that the commercial depression of to day 
anti the increase of failures have been 
caused merely by over production and 
over-importation. The country has had 
good harvests and the prices of our staple 
exports were generally good, anti the N. 
P. has been four years in operation and 
,he Tories have been five years in power, 
and yet there is depression, the banks 
have been compelled to refuse an ex­
tension of credit to some of their custom­
ers, and failures have multiplied.

The Gazette seeks comfort in the cal­
culation that the number of failures is 
not quite as great as in the first half of 
the year 1878 or of the year 1870, but 
that affords little consolation. The num­
ber this year - is alarmingly great, and 
although the Gazette says tiiat the worst 
is over and that because of greater 
prudence in producing and importing, 
and because of the greater introduction 
of foreign capital, there is no further 
cause for anxiety, that is not the general 
opinion. Bradstreet’s and Dun, Wiman, 
Sl Co/s report* state the number of fail­
ures in the first six months of each of the 
three years as follows:—

Importa­
tions are gradually being curtailed; tln-y 
are relatively smaller in volume now 
than a yerv ago; credits are more difficult 
to obtain than in 18.80' I SSI and 1882, 
when the seeds of inflation were sown; 
foreign capital is entering the country in 
larger amonts than at any time since 
1875; the export trade, taken as a whole, 
is fairly satisfactory ; business is being con­
ducted with more prudence an<l caution, 
as a matter of both choice and necessity/’

Cckraxt Cake__One egg, half .cup but­
ter, one cup sugar, half cup sweet milk, 
one cup currants, t.vo cups flour, one tea­
spoonful crcaui tartar mixed ui the Hour- 
half teaspoonful soda dissolved in the 
milic, a pinch of salt, essence of lemon or 
a little peel. Beat all quickly together, 
and bake in either a loaf or flat pan,— 
Miss Parley.

. Soft Molasses Cookies.—Two cups mo, 
lasses, half cup cold water, two heaping 
teaspoonfuls of soda, two teaspooufuls 
ginger, two-thirds of a cup ol'lard, a little 
salt, and flour enough to roll out. Keep
in tin anti they will turn -soft_Mrs.
Towle.

Cold Water Round Cake.—One cup 
butter, three cups flour, two thirds cup 
cold water, one and a half cups ol sugar 
three eggs, one teaspoon of cream tartar, 
half teaspoon soda. Lemon__Miss Jen­
kins.

White or Silver Cake__Haifa cup of
butter; a heaping cupful of powdered 
sugar; two cups of flour, with à teaspoon­
ful of baking powder sifted in; half a cup 
of milk; whites of six eggs; one teaspoon- 
ful of almond extract.

Cream the butter, and add the flour, 
beating till it is a smooth paste. Beat 
the whites to a stiff’ froth, and add the 
sugar and essence. Now mix both quick 
ly, and hake in a sheet about an inch and 
a halt* thick. About half an hour will be 
needed. Frost while hot, with one white 
of egg, beaten ten minutes with a smal 
cup of sifted powdered sugar, and juice 
of half a lemon. This frosting hardens 
very quickly. Before it is quite hard,, 
divide it into oblong or square pieces, 
scoring at intervals with the hack of a 
large knife. The milk can be omitted 
if a richer cake is wanted. It may also 
be baked in jelly-cake tins; one small 
cocoanut grated, and mixed with one 
cup of sugar, and spread between, and 
the whole frosted. Or boat the white of 
an egg with one cup of sugar, and the 
juice of one large or two small oranges, 
and spread between. Either form is de­
licious.

The tenor of the reports of these two 
mercantile agencies is, it will be seen, ex­
actly alike.

It is true that the number of failures 
in the first six months of 1878 was 947 
and the liabilities were $13,503,729, but 
that was towards the close of a cycle of 
general commercial adversity. We are 
now at the end of what was said to bo a 
cycle of great prosperity. It must also 
be remembered that in 1878 we had an 
Insolvent Debtors’ Act, and that every 
failure was then ^officially known. Now 
we have no such Act, and it is probable 
that many comprises are made of which 
mercantile agencies do not hear. The 
number of failures is undoubtedly larger 
than the number reported. Altogether 
the comparison, even as the figures stand, 
is not very favorable or very encouraging. 
In comparison with the increase of fail­
ures in the United States also the Gazette 
looks for proof that the N. P. is not a fail­
ure; but the United States has had its N. 
P. for many years, and if the N. P. could 
do what Sir John A. Macdonald and his 
associates promised there should be few 
failures in that country.

The Gazette says:—
“In that country (the United States) 

as in Canada, the disasters have resulted 
from over trading, over-importing, and in 
a less degree from over-production, all 
unduly stimulated by the sudden rebound 
from the long period of severe depres­
sion. Without a protective policy in 
either country, there would undoubtedly 
be less of over-production to account for 
the failures; but the number of disasters 
would assuredly not have been decreas­
ed, since, in the absence of home manu­
factures, importations would have be­
come excessive in the same proportion, 
and the evil results of bankruptcies been 
experienced in the same degree/’

Thrilling Story ol'a Witness of 
tlie Sunderland l>isaslei*.

How a Lillie Cripple was Saved By her 
Crutch.

The following is the statement of Inez 
Coe, niece of Mrs. Long, of f> Wear-street, 
Hendon, who was one of the children 
present at the Victoria Hall, Sunderland 
at the time. of the calamity. - Inez, who 
is aged 11 years, is a cripple from an 
ankle disease in the right leg, and was in 
the gallery of the Hall just before the 
close. Knowing her helplessness, she 
essayed to get out before the crush came, 
and reached the bottom of the stairs, 
where she found a man standing, who 
stated she could not get out until the 
remainder of those in the gallery had 
come down. She sat down on the bottom 
step, and another little girl, who cumn 
down being also refused egress, the pair 
amused themselves. She heard the mac 
shout “This way for prizes,” oil which 
there was a rush down the stairs from the 
gallery, many of the children jumping in 
their eagerness to get to the prize dis­
tributor. The poor child became alarmed 
at the crush ami got into the angle of the 
wall opposite the. door and put up her 
crutch across the angle to protect her­
self. She saw souie of those who had 
gone out slipping hack again to get fresh 
prizes, and heard the man at the door 
shout out, “This will never do.” She 
states that she saw him shove the door 
to and push the holt down with his foot. 
The shutting of the door dammed up the 
current of children coming down the 
stairs, and the next she recollects hear­
ing a cry for fresh air anil to open win­
dows from those on the stairs. She saw 
a boy fall down and others trip over him, 
and then saw those pressing down rolling 
about on top of a mass of struggling 
children. Her crutch protected her 
from the crush, and presently she saw a 
man reaching over the heap and pulling 
the dead bodies out, and she shouted to 
him, “Take me out before the (lead ones; 
I’m alive.” The man got hold of her, and 
pulling her crutch down, hauled her out 
through the <loor way, and on reach in 
the outside of the hall she fainted, hut 
some one threw some water over her 
head and she revived. Her aunt, Mrs. 
Leng, then found her and took her home.

They say the names in the 
list ofalleged paupers shipped by the Anchor 
Line are unknown to the workhouse authori-

Ui.ASiiow, July 4.—Excitement runs high 
at the place where the Daphne capsized yes­
terday just after being launched. The num­
ber of lives lost iÿ supposed to be about 
ninety. Fifty persons were below wheu the 
vessel went over and must have been 
drowned. Crowds of relatives of the victims 
are flocking to the scene. The cause of her 
capsizing was that she had too much top 
weight. The Daphne turned upside down 
before she sank. An eye witness saw a 
meat number of men struggling in the water 
and shrieking for help many of them being 
bruised and coVcrcd with blood ; they had 
been struck by the debris. Fifty-two names 
are published as those of the missing persons, 
but as visitors were admitted to view the 
launch whose names arc unkown, it is believ­
ed that some of them arc among the missing. . 
Many dead bodies are visible through the 
port holes of the ship. There was a rapie 
ebb tide and it is feared that many of tlid 
bodies have been carried to the sea. A large 
number of men on the opposite side of the 
river witnessed the disaster, but were unable 
to render assistance. They say that the 
whole occupied about three minutes. 
According to the statements of the witnesses 
and survivors of the disaster, the vessel 
left the slip too rapidly, causing her stern, 
which entered first, to sink deeply in the 
water. She was then caught by a strong 
current, by which, as well as the top weight 
she was caused to keel ovor so far that the 
water entered her ports.

A special from Glasgow says the calamity 
to the steamer Daphne which capsized near 
Renfrew yesterday, was much greater than 
at first thought. Fity-two names are pub­
lished as those of the missing persons: The 
foreman joiner who had charge of twenty 
workman, says he has seen only three since 
the accidence.

The last report from the scene c * the dis­
aster states that seven bodjes nave been 
identified. A diver states that the compan­
ion way is blocked up by a solid mass of 
bodies. It appears the men >vho were at 
work below-when the ship went over, rushed 
from their work and became jammed in the 
passage way. Some bodies still have tools 
in their hands. The diver thinks there are 
still in the vessel at least as many corpses as 
have already been recovered. Forty-one 
bodies had been found last night when 
darkness stopped the search.

London, July G.—Tn the Commons this 
afternoon, Sir Wm. Harcourt said the Gov- 
erment would- introduce a bill concerning 
the storage of petroleum, but he had little 
hone that it wtould pass during this session.

,ord Edmund Fitsmaurice, Under Foreign 
Secretary, said the Goverment had not 
been informed that the French flag had been 
hoisted on Ne\V Hebrides Islands. He stated 
that there was no cholera in either the 
Egyptian or English army in Egypt.

•Mr. Trevelyan, replying to Mr. O’Brien, 
member for Mallow, saiù ho had been in­
formed that of a thousand emigrants that 
had gone to America, only two families had 
been inmates of a work-house at Belmullet, 
from which section they came, and thev re­
ceived money on landing and were aoing 
well. He waS not aware of the grounds on 
which the United States had returned em­
igrants. but lie supposed that those returned 
Were not desirable settlers.

Lord Fitsmaurice, replying to a question 
in the Commons, stated that there was every 
reason to suppose that the death in Alex­
andria to-day, said to have been from cholera, 
wss not that disease.

Mr. Gladstone, replying to Mr. Burke, 
in the Commons, this afternoon, said that 
Couut DeLessep’s son came to London be­
cause a personal communication, touching 
Suez Canal affairs was desirable. He hoped 
the agreement already reached would lead 
to a settlement.

The House of Commons to-night, by a vote 
of 130 to 115, rejected a motion made by Hugh 
Mason (advanced Liberal), member for Ash- 
fon-undvr-Tyne, in favor of female suffrage. 
The motion was supported by Mr. Courtney, 
Financial Secretary to the Treasury, aiul 
was strongly opposed by Sir Henry James 
Attorney-General.

The Times' correspondent at Alexandria 
says:—The Egyptian medical service is in a 
state of chaos. Weeks ago (he stench at 
Damictta was noticeable ten miles off. 
Dead animals are still permitted to float in 
the Nile.

Cairo, July 5.—A refugee, who was arrest­
ed in the sireetTiere, has died in the hospital. 
It is suspected his death was caused by
cholera.

The band of the Governor General’s 
Foot Guards was stopped on the 3rd inst. 
at Prescott, while en route to Ogclensburg 
to participate in the fourth of July 
festivities, by order of the Minister of 
Militia, no permission to cross the frontier 
having been obtained from U. S. author­
ities. -
.Advices from British Columbia state that 

Chilcoaton Indians recently ambushed 
eight workmen and tired, killing one of 
their horses. The workmen retaliated, 
killing one Indian and wounding another. 
There is a bad feeling in consequence.

American distillers and Canadian rail­
way companies have fowarded to the Gov­
ernment at Ottawa a memorial protest­
ing against the order in council recently 
passed, preventing the importation of 
spirits from the United States in less 
than 100 gallon packages. This, it is con­
tended, amounts to practical prohibition 
so far as American spirits are concerned, 
while importers from other countries are 
allowed to bring in liquors in packages 
of any size Attention is called to the 
fact that such discrimination is a breach 
of the provisions of existing commercial 
treaties and an injustice towards mer­
chants of a friendly power. The Ameri­
can distillers desire to bring tlieir pro­
duce into Canada for a time, in order to 
evade the internal revenue tAx, and the 
railway companies are anxious to secure 
the traffic caused by moving these im­
mense quantities of spirits.
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
