The ladies seemed 
to be without nerx'es and stuck to their 
seats, xxatehing the train coming up 
the street. The flagman at the crossing 
realized the danger by this time, ran 
down Ferguson axenue and flagged the 
train. A number of men pushed the car 
out of danger.
