The Campaign a Hundred Years Ago

: On June 17th, 1812, the Senate of the United States passed a bill declaring war against Great
Bitain, the principal object of which was to seize the provinces of Upper-and Lower Canada.

Dr. Eustis, United States Secretary of Yrar at that time, in one of his speeches said, “Wo can take
the Canadas without soldiers; we have only to send officars into the Provinces, and the peonle, dissatisticd
towards their own Government, wili rally round our standard.” CrANIA o
Hon. Henry Clay cn the floors of Congress said, “It is absurd to suppose that we will not succeed in
our enterprise against the enemy’s provinces. We have the Canadas as much under our command as Great
Britain has the ocean, and the way to conquer her on the ocean is to drive her from the land. I am not

The invasion of Canada was under way before the Congress had taken final action, bu it Gas not
una the 12th July that General Huil, who had eomitand of the western army of the United S‘"‘t'es; Cross-
od the Detroit River to establish his headquarters at Sandwich on the Canadian side.

THE PROCLAMATION

From this point General Hull issued a proclamation to the inhabitants of Canada which for bom-
bastic impudence is nnequalled by any document in the English language. This (emarkable proclamation
is as follows: . .

“Inhabitants of Canada:

“After thirty years of peace and prosperity the United States have been driven to arma. The in-
juries and aggressions, the insults and indignities of Great Britain have once more left them no alternative
but mauly resistance, or uncoacitional submission.

“The army under my command, hias invaded your cozntry, AND THE STANDARD OF UNION
NOW WAVES OVER THE TERRITORV OF CANADA. To the peaceable, -unoffending inhabitant, it
brings neither danger nor difficulty. I cowe to find enemies, not to make them. I come to protect, not
to injure you.

“Separated by an immense oceaq, aad an extensive wilderness from Great Britain, you hive no
participaton in her councils, nor int>rest in her condue'. You have felt her tyranny, you have: :n her
,yastice, but I do not ask you to avenge the one or redress the other. The United States are sz !iciently
powerful to afford you every security, eousistent with their rights, and your expectations. 1 tender you
the invaluable blessings of civil, political and religious liberty, and their necessary result, individual and
genersl prosperity, that liberty which gave decision to our councils and energy to our couduct in our
struggle for independence, and which conducted us safely and triumphantly through the stormy period of
+he revolution—that liberty which has raised us to an elevated rank amcng the nations of the world, and
which has afforded us a greater mezsure of peace and seeurity, of wealth and improvement than ever fe!l to
