The Light Fower burnt down 1n June
last has bLeen replaced by a CICULAR
[RON one, in whieh, on and after 2lst
November a fized white Light will be ex-
hibited nightly, from sunset to sunrise,
atan elevation of 68 feet abuye the level
of the sea,and illuminating the whole
horizon seawards, excepting towards the
Harbor Rock. This Rock bears N. E. § E.
230 yards distant; ‘on this bearing the
light is obscured.

The plaintiff, who is a milliner; be-
longs to Sound Island, Placentia Bay,
and has pursued her avocation ia St.
John's fo: several years. In the early
part of 1878 she proceeded to Fogo o
work at her trade in the establishe
ment of Mr. Seott, at a salary of £25
per year, where she remaived for two
years and 9 months, Lt was bere she
met what she fondly but not wisely
belicved fo be her destiny in the
perzon of the defendant, who was 2
book-keeper in the employ of Mr.
Duder, About three weeks after she
arrived, the preliminaries of love-
paking commeaced, in conformity
with the rountine of outharbor life, and
« twithstanding the objectiang of -het
ymj loyer, they were engnged in the
nonth of March, 1878, to bé married
whe othe defendant became of age, he
bsing then only wimeteen years old.
On the 26.h March, 1878, he wrote the

Lintiff a letter ussurirg her ot his
viteeiion, in which he said —

“My Dy

You neel not be afraid to trust me:
| know I am ot worthy of you. You
think that when 1 arrive in St. John’y
and see other girls [ will forget you;
but 1 shall never cease to thipk of the
girl who has led me towards my duty to’
God, and he will watch over me and
bless you whilst [ am absent, From
your ever dear and loving JOHN."

About that time they used to meet
each other every night  He made he:
1 pre:eat of a ring and a gold watcel
that she might krow the hour, as ten
o’clock was the hour in which they,
with affectionate rcluetance, paried
for the present,” On April 8th, 1878,
he wrot2 the object of his future bapa~
piness the following letter :

AR PoLLy,—

My DarniNg PeT,—

You cannot think what impressions of
happiness I feel at finding that
my love is reciprocated. 1 could die,
for you but I' feel now that [ must hve
and work for you If 1 saw yon walk
with any ether fellow it would Kkill me
on the spot. You know that I love you,

On May 12¢h, 1880, he wrote her—
she being then in St. John’s,—
“Mvy Owx PoLLry,—

I hope it will be all rghat for me, or {
will die. 1 rely on your promise. No
Scott, or any other man, will go between
you and me. 1 hcpe you will get the
» if you cannot get No, € get No. 7.
[f Ilam allowed to walk with you when
you return I shall be able to give up
smoking and chewing; otherwise I shall|
again fall mto my old habit., Yours, for|
ever,”

On May 19th, 1880, he wrote: —

«“ My OwN Dgar DARLING PET,—
As] am determined to bave vou; tell
your mother that you must come when
[ send for you. Ask her if she 1is rcatiss
tied to give youtd me, Oh! I wag wmad
tc let you go to St. John's. It is a
grand thing that 1 jove you with all my
heart. How ! cried when you said that
God would bring it out all right, I
knew my dear that you were dymng (o
hear from me this mail, so [ have sent
you this short letter. Yours, for ever.’

Letter, Nov: 16th, 1880 :
« My Owx Porry,—

Stay in St. Johu’s this winter, as 1 will
sure to be there; but mind you dow’t
tell anybody. ¥Yours; for ever.”

Letter, Dec. 9th, 1880 :

“«My Own DEAR PET,—

1 received all your letters and will do
my best to respond. You know that 1
am no good to answer lovexletters. You
ask me 1if I'am lonely without you. You
know 1 am, and my trip to St. John’s
will be a God-send, You see, my loye,
that God is tor us and who can te against
us.

On the 19th December, 1880. the
defendant attained the age of twenty~
one.

The plaintiff left Fogo in May,
1880, to come to St. Joho’s, because
she could not stay with Mr. Scoit, the
defendant wishing her to leave, as it
would be only a year until they would |
be married. Oan being piaced in the
witness~box to.day, she said: I came
to St. Joho’s and leit for Sound Is-
Jand about the 22ad June, 1880, in
consequence of a letter I received
trom defendant, and 1 left Sound Is-
land and cawe on to St. John’s again.
The letter was dated 20(h August,
1830, and contained the sum of two
pounds to pay my passage down. Lt
ran as follows { -

“« My Owx DEArR PET,—

I am not able to sit up to answer your
five dear Jet.ers, but shall do my best tp
reply to the principle points of -them, i
thought it would be better for you to
come down and work for another person
You must come down as quickly as poss
sible. [ will never gl\fe yowl up as L am
satisfied with you. God's blessing on
us both. Yours till death.”

Within the past few days we bave
heer put in possession of iaformation,
which, if true, must show that there is
something materialiy wroang in the
manner of carrying out the provisions
of our License Act. The third see-
tion of the Act gives the Magistrates
power to grant Iicenses, subject to
certain conditions as to the manner and
time of making applicaiion therefor.
Ooe of these conditions is that the
applicant must make his application
one week betore the first of April or
October, and that notice of such applis
cation having been made must be post
ed outside the door of the Court
Honse for a certain time before grants
ing the License, in order to enabl:
parties desirous of doing 8o to' make ob+
jections to tho grant. Besides this,
it is entirely discretionary with the
Magistrate whether he will graut the
Ticense after all the formalities haye
beea complied with. Protected by
these restrictions the residents of any
particular locality may be said to
bave the power 1n thoir own hauds to
¢av whether they will permit an estab-
