STEAMERS SUNK.

LONDON, March 24.

Dieppe, was sunk this afternoon.
Nothing is obtainable as yet from any
reliaile quarter here concerning the
Folkeston boat, but she is understood
to bave been carrying 240 - civilian
passengers in addition to a crew of
60 men. It is rumored that the
steamer sank at four o'clock this
afternoon. The Continental traffic
office on the Brighton railroad says
that according to a report received
by it, all persons on boaxd the steam-
er were saved, and that the vessel‘is
still afloat.

The Central News says that the
stedmer was the Sussex, and that she
was torpedoed off -‘Beachy Head. ’The
Agency gives the number of passen-
gers as 380, few of whom were Brit-
ish. The vessel was under the com-
mand of Capt. Moffett, while the crew
numbered forty, mostly French.

Later report says that the Sussex
is still afloat in charge ‘of a tug.

Thie steamer Englishman, of the
Dominion Line, has been sunk, ac-
cording to Lloyd’s. It is stated that,
thus far, sixty-eight survivors have
heen accounted for. The last record
of the steamer : Englishman shows
that she- sailed from Portland, Maine,
on Teb. 17 for St. Naizare and Avon-
mouth. The Englishman was a ves
sel of 5,257 tons, owned by the Missis-
sippi and Dominion Steamship Com-
pany of Liverpoel, built in 1892 at
Belfast.
