TINKERING WITH THE TREATY.

WASHINGTON, D.C Sept. 4.
Four reservations to the German
peace treaty were adopted late to-day
by the senate foreign: relations com-
mittee dealing with the Monroe Doc-
trine withdrawal from the league of
nations, domestic questions and article
ten of the league covenant. By a vote
of nine to seven the committee adopt-
ed a reservation regarding article ten
providing that the Onited States “de-
clines to assume any territorial ob-
ligation or mandate without express
resolution of congress. The Monroe
Doctrine resolution adopted by eleven
to six declares the United States shall
be its interpreter. By the same vote
the committee adopted thesresolution
providing that tariff, immigration and
similar domestic and political affairs
of the United States shall be deter-
mined by that.nation alone without
intervention of the League of Nations.
