The Debate on the 8an Jnan Boundary 
Arbitration.

(From the Times, May 5.)
We fail to discern a single point in 

which the debate warns us to be wiser or 
bettor next time, or to keep a sharp look­
out (Éptt there shall not be a “next 
time^at oil, unless, indeed, there camo 
a change in the spirit and manner of our 
diplomacy, of which at present there is 
not even the gleam of a promise. Lord- 
Enfield supplied the history of the ques­
tion, and Mr. Gladstone the tbrèad of 
wise policy which lead to the result ; hut, 
as both assure us, the result, though in 
itself rather a disappointment, yet was 
inevitable, we must infer that; as long as 
our statesmen continue as wise and good 
as they now are, they will secure conclu­
sions which at the cost of a passing mor­
tification will give us peace in our time. 
Lord Enfield is perfectly right in taking 
us a good long way back fn the matter,for 
the truth is there is not a man in Eng­
land old enough to remember the begin­
ning of ihese boundary questions—nay, 
of this very question, for it was eight 
years before the beginning of the century 
that Vancouver made à -minute and care­
ful survey of the coast, correcting several 
former maps and charts, and taking pos­
session of the whole coast in the King’s 
name. For all the early part of this cen­
tury, the only sin chargeable on our Go­
vernment was that of ignorance. It ad­
vanced . claims, it. negotiated, and it 
made treaties a good deal in the dark, 
while the people we are dealing with 
knew at least a great deal more about 
the Continent’ than we did. They knew 
enough to measure our ignorance and t» 
take advantage of it. The happy period 
of-peaee-at-any" price—with—the Amerh~ 
cans, as an avowed principle of British 
diplomacy, was inaugurated by Lord Ash­
burton, who no doubt was sent out to 
surrender as much as he could with any 
show of decency. We did not really 
care for the territory, and only wished to 
save our honor.

Lady Critics.—A committee of fifty or 
sixty ladies, of approved literary and re­
ligious tastes, has been selected from 
several churches of Boston, whose duty 
it is to discard all unprofitable and im­
proper books already in the Sunday- 
schdol libraries.
