London, Sept. 19.

Hon John Young has been elect-
ed by the Montreal Board of Com-
missioners as the most suitable man
to hold the office of Flour Inspector.
Their report has gone to Ottawa. It
now seems & little doubtful what
course will be pursued by Mr. Young | M
in case Sir John insists on his ro-
signing his seat in the House or giv-
ing up the Inspectorship. Before
the latter was made public it was
generally thought t]mz he would pre-
fer returning the office rather than
his seat in the House, as the Flour
Inspectorship is very valuable. Now,
however, - his, constituents talk of
raising a sum sufficient to recom-
pense him for the loss of office if he
will still consent to remain their re-
presentative in the House.

The most recent political rumqurs,
according to the Montreal Herald,are
to the eftect that Mr. Masson has de-
clined to enter the Ministry; and
that Mr Bellervse, though willing,
has not been asked to doso. That
honourable gentleman, however, be-
ing determind to have something, is,
it is reported, to be placed in the
Senste, which is the great object of
his nmi;mon failing the seat in the
Executive Council. This will vacate
the seat in the House of Co.nmons
for Laval, and we suppose also the
seat in the Provincial Legislature for
the same country, also heid by Mr.
Bellerose. Mr. Coursol is, we hear,
talked of as a candidate for the
Commons on the Ministerial side,
but, at present, the great object of
his ambition has not transpired; so
that we are unable to judge whether
he will be prevailed upon to sacri-
fice himself.

NINTH DAY.
Orrawa, Sept. 15.

Mr. Egerton R. Burpee, of St. John,
New Bmumi«k a'director of the Cana-
dian Pacific Company. He did not throw
any light on the subject of investigation.
He expressed an opinion that the charter
wag not werth much. Knew a good
deal of election money had been ex-
pended, but was not aware from what
source it came.

Hon. Mr. Campbell, Minister of the
Interior, testified to the discouragement
of the idea of employing American capi-
tal by the Ministry, except Sir I'. Hincks,
who afterwarde yielded to the opinion of
his colleagues in the matter ; and went
on to describe his embassy to Senator
Msacpherson with a view to bringing
about an amalgamation between the
rival companies, and his failure to ever-
come the stubborn incredulity of the
Senator, who believed in no railway as
long a8 Sir Hugh Allan was the head of
it. Coming to the alleged payments of
money for elections, Mr. Campbell said
he had never seen the Cartier money
order of August 24, asking Allan for
$20,000 and $10,000 more for Sir John
Macdonald. On being asked whether he
knew of $20,000 being ever supplied, be
explained that he wasin Kingston imme-
diately after Sir John Macdonald's elec-
tion, and understood from bim—was
told by him—that a certain sum of
woney had been contributed towards the
elections in Ohtario by Sir Hugh Allan.
So far as Mr. Campbell was concerned
he knew of no bargain, corrupt or incor-
rupt, botween the (xoverummn and Sir
Hugh Allan about the Pacific Railway
charter. With regard to the letter re-
ferred to in the request for money quoted
above, and dated July 30th, "872, stated
to contain the terms on which Sir Hugh
Allan advanced that money, witness said
he never saw it, but understood some
time ago it was in Sir Hugh Allan's
hands., Cross-examined by the Premier :
—Mr. Campbell said no agreement made
by one of the Cabinet was available to
bind the rest without their formal con-
currence, except it were made by the
Premier, and in that case those opposed
to him wounld have to retire. Therefore
any agreement made by Sir G. E. Cartier
with 8ir Hugh Allan is not binding on
the Government unless the former’s col-
leagues consented to it. If they profited
by its provisions in any way, however,
perhaps this is consent enough. Mr.
Campbell went on to show cause why the
Government used its influence to have
Sir Hugh made President of the favored
company, dwelling on his connection
with the ccmicerce of the country and
his great wealth. In conclusion Mr,
Campbell referred %o a cortein bill or
note de by Mr. J. H. Cuy rou, which
s2..

TENTH DAY.

On Tuaesday the only thing done was
the correction and amendment of evi-
dence already taken, and the corrobora-
tion of McMullen's statement that Mr.
John H. Cameron did receive $5,000
irom Sir Hugh on the recommendation
of Sir John. Mr. Campbell, declared
that he knew nothing of the renewal of
Mr. Cameron’s note. That Mr. J. H.
Cameron did get the $5,000 is, however,
now an acknowledged fact.

ELEVENTH AND TWELFTH DAYS.

In signing his depositions on Wednes-
day, Hon. Mr. Campbell added that Sir
Johp had told him at Kingston that the
amount to be given by Sir Hugh to the
Ontario election fund was $25,000, and
afterwards that other sums had been sub-
scribed, making a total of $45,000.

At half-past two on Wednesday Sir
John A, Macdonald was called and sworn.
He proceeded at tho request of the Com-
missioners to give & conseculive narra-
tive of the Pacific Railway negociations,
commencing at the admission of British
Columbia into the Dominion in 1871,

His testimony was not concluded when
the court rore, and ke resumed and
tinished it on Thureday. We shall pre-
sapt a eyuopsis of Sir John's oruhnnn in
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8 more than ever a grave
pohtmul question when Lord Dufferin, by
the advice of the inculpated Mimsleu
suddenly prorogued Parliament; and now
Sir John Maocdonald’s admissions must
painfully affect the Ministry. 'L'he proro-
gation irritated the Opposition to the
last degree, a feeling natuvral, and to
some extent )nsuﬁnble, and when the
a8 it oer-
tamly doas, thsre is something that - goes
y near to

Sir John Macdonald’s proper oouru
undoubtedly was to consult the Com-
monr, and obtain their consent to the
dischargeof the Committee and the ap-
pointment of a Royal Commission. Thus
the appearance of a high-handed pro-
ceeding would have been avoided.

The T'imes regrets the slur cast on the

legations. Macdonalda noknowledceu re-
ceiving $45,000 from Sir Hugh Allan to
control the elections after promising Al.
lan the Presidency. So far there is com-
plete confirmation of Allan’s letters and
Mullen's revelations. Sir John Macdon-
ald, however, denies the corrupt agree-
meat.  ‘This is a matter in which some
latitude of opinion must be aliowed.
Agreement 18 & strong word,and therefore
let us admit that there was no agreement.
But why did Sir Hugh Allsn aavance
$100,000 for electioneering, and where
did the money come from? Can it be
doubted that those who took the money
for political purposes, perfectly well knew
it was given in the expectation and on the
understanding that the echeme would re-
ceive the support of the Ministry? Sir
John Macdonald 1n using these funds did,
therefore, necessarily pledge himself to a
proposed scheme which should be so fa-
vorable to those who advanced the funds
as to compensate them for the
sacrifice. It is wuseless to pretend
that any Minister ocould afterwards
treat the affair with unbiacsed judgment.
Indeed, it may be said that after such a
transaction an 1mpartial decision would
be treason to his associates. Isit to be
supposed that the disbursements were
made without a virtual underatanding
between those who paid and those who
received? Thus, although Minister s may
be free from personal eorruption, there
can bg no dombt that in addition to
offencer against purity of election very
unbecoming lo the Government, they
