AGRICULTURAL LAND RATES. 
The Parliamentary event of this week 

will be the introduction on Monday of 
he bill of Henry Chaplin, president of 

the Local Government Board, provid­
ing for a reduction of the rates on ag­
ricultural lands. Sir Michael Hicks- 
Beach in his budget speech on Thurs­
day evening, adverted briefly to a state- 
ment as to the full extent of landlor 
class legislation that the Government 
will support. It was proposed. Sir 
Michael said, to devote the estimated 
budget surplus of £1,708,000 to the re­
duction of the maximum rate on land 
from four shillings to the pound to one 
shilling. Large as this sum is, Mr. 
Chaplin’s measure will involve a far 
greater amount. The bill proposes to 
reduce the whole rating one-half, mak­
ing the yearly total contributed by 
the general taxpayer for the relief of 
landlords about £1,950,000. According 
to the estimate of competent authori­
ties the great fight of the session will 
be waged over this bill, but the Lib­
eral opposition will not lessen the de- 
termination of the Conservatives to 
grasp what they can while they have 
the Liberals under their feet. The 
most extreme Tories do not think that 
the prospect of spoil to be obtained 
ander the bill is good enough. They 
want all the land rates to be swept away, and take the coming bill as a 
mere installment of their full demands. 
An analysis of the Chancellor of the 
Exchequer's proposal discloses some 
furious features. Under the scheme of 
and relief the English farmer or land­
lord will get about double the remis­
sion to taxes on a farm of the same 
value as the Irish farmer.

THE SOUDAN CAMPAIGN.
The War Office has been instructed to 

hold two regiments of guards and three 
line regiments in readiness for ac­
tive service abroad in June. The de­
stination of the troops is not officially 

I announced, but it is unofficially known 
that they are destined for Egypt, where 
it is expected they will land to July. 
By the end of August British reinforce­
ments will number 6,500, and probably 
an Indian contingent will raise that 
number. According to the Army and 
Navy Gazette, the earliest advantage 
will be taken of the raise of the Nile 
at the end of July to transport the 
troops and supplies, etc., to Dongola. 
Until the river is high enough to al­
low stern-wheel steamers to pass safe- 
ly over the cataracts, native crafts will 
be used for transportation purposes. 
They will, however, only be used to 
transport stores to places near the 
present base of operations.

While there is every sign that for­
midable operations are designed in the 
Soudan in the autumm, the question 
that is exciting interest here is, will 
the Government venture to simultan­
eously challenge the Transvaal? Some 
difference of opinion as to the policy to 
be pursued clearly exists in the Cab­
inet. Mr. Chamberlain has in the mean­
time obtained the assent of his col­
leagues to add 1.500 more troops to the 
permanent garrison in South Africa.

OPPOSITION TO DUELLING.

The immense sensation which result­
ed from the pistol duel between Count 
von Kotze and Baron von Schrader, re­
sulting in the death of the latter, and 
a number of other recent encounters 
seems to promise an early abolition of 
the duello in Germany. In both the 
Reichstag and the Prussian Diet the 
matter will be broached, and a demand 
will be made for new and stringent 
anti-duelling laws. Herren Richter and 
Bebel and other Radicals will lead the 
debate in the Reichstag. Public 
opinion is overwhelmingly in favor of 
the abolition of the duello, and it is 
understood that the Emperor will 
shortly modify the prerogatives and 
duties of the military courts of honor, 
giving them full powers to peaceably 
adjust quarrels, and differences of 
opinion, instead of merely advising.
