The tempera­
ture ranged from about 84 degrees be­
low zero in winter to 90 degrees above 
zero in summer. The snowfall at Daw- 
son is not very heavy; from three to 
five feet on the level is about the deep­
est that has been experienced. The 
summer is of from three to four months* 
duration, and during June, July and 
August it is daylight nearly all the 
time. In winter the days are very 
short. For about five weeks the sun 
is not visible at all. At other times 
during this season the day extends 
from about 9 a.m. to 2:30 p.m.

Old London Befogged—Mysterious Prince Coming 
Canada—Sensational Stories Regarding the

THE U. S. ARMYgovernment district in the world. He 
dwelt upon the efficiency of the 
mounted police force, which have 
verily proved themselves a terror to 
evil-doers. He instanced as an exam­
ple of the respect in which absolute 
right is held, the O’Brien murder case, 
in which the sum of $159,000 was spent 
to bring the alleged culprit to justice.

A MYSTERIOUS PRINCE COMING 

HERE.
“Prince Ranjit, of Baluchistan,” who, 

to an unusual extent, has succeeded in 
exciting and baffling London's curios­
ity, and who is variously described as 
an Indian potentate and a prince of 
Siam, sailed Oct. 24 from Liverpool on 
board the steamer Lake Simcoe, 
whence he is going to New York, ac­
companied by a dusky suite number­
ing 28 persons. He lived a fortnight in 
all the splendor of Oriental opulence at 
a fashionable London hotel, where he 
had dropped in, unannounced, and un­
concernedly engaged 23 rooms.

In spite of the publicity which such 
an arrival was bound to create, he has 
left England as much in the dark as 
to his identity as when he arrived. 
The India office has issued an official 
announcement that there is no such 
Indian chief as Prince Ranjit of Bal­
uchistan, but that neither condemns 
the mysterious stranger nor clears up 
his identity, as Ranjit is palpably an 
assumed name. When interviewed in 
London, where he by no means courted 
publicity. Prince Ranjit declined to say 
from whence he came, but he once re­
marked: “I'm a king." Whether he 
is or not a king, he certainly lived 
like one, spending enormous sums of 
money.

DIDN’T WORK.
London, Oct. 28.—The naval attaches 

of the United States, German and 
Austrian embassies in London on Sat­
urday inspected the Orling-Armstrong 
system of wireless telegraphy and 
telephony, in which earth currents are 
used. Commander Clover, represent­
ing the United States, operated the 
transmitter. Messages in Morse char­
acters were satisfactorily sent a dis­
tance of three-quarters of a mile. A 
short iron rod was stuck in the ground 
at the sending and receiving stations, 
and the instruments were connected 
with these rods. The inventors claim 
to have operated in a similar manner 
over a distance of twenty miles. In 
the next experiment the instruments 
were connected with a semaphore ap­
paratus, the arms of which were 
thrown up and down at a distance of 
three-quarters of a mile. An attempt 
to control the steering apparatus of 
a torpedo at the same distance was 
more or less successful, but the trial 
of telephonic communication failed.

Commander Clover also went to 
Wakefield, Yorkshire, to inspect a 
specially constructed pressed steel 
boat, several of which have been or­
dered for the British and Russian 
navies. The boats are likely to super­
sede wooden ship’s boats, as they are 
lighter and do away entirely with the i 
danger of splinters.
