CLAIMS HE HAS FOUND
THE ORIGIN OF COAL

Scammell Makes
Announcement of Im-
portance.

Associated Press Despaltch.

London, April 3.—Professor Bartou
Scammell, president of the Radium
institute at Dover, asserts that he
has discovered the origin of coal. Ie
has been engaged in research work
with lava from Mount Vesuvius,
which is being used as fertillzer, and
says this led to the discovery that
the layers of “bind’—the mysterious
substance found on the teop and bot-
tom of all coal scams—are identica!
in analysis with lava.

The bind contains lime, iron, mag-
nesium, potash, and other elements
required by plant life, and, when
made radio-active with solutions of
radiophosphate of potash, it absorbs
nitrogen from the air and forms a
perfect fertilizer.

The origin of coal is thus explained
by Professor Scammell. It is a cell-
ulose of trees and vegetable matter,
carbonized by hot lava, thus form-
ing coal, and sunk into the depths
of the earth by disturbances of tlic
at a remote period.

He claimns that conversion of the
bind, now a waste product, into fer-
tilizer, will enrich the mining and
agricultural industries.

Sir Michael Sadler Declares Opinions of British People Strangely

Mixed—Says Neutrality Must Cease.

Canadian Press Despatch. *
Toronto, April 3.—Sir Michael Sad-
ler, vice-chancellor of the University
of Leeds, who is in the city to ‘at-
tend the second triennial national
conference on education and citizen-
ship, which will open here on Wed-

nesday, in an interview yesterday,|econ

spoke on some of the dominating
straing of political feeling in Eng-
land and .Scotland at
time.

There was, first of all, he said, the
group of people who had suffered
personal loss through the war, and
who would entertain no feeling ex-
cept that Germany, ,h the offender,
must pay for the entire consequences
of her act. Germany had. wantonly
upset the peace of the world; she
had brought physical, moral and
economic devastation to Europe, and
she must be punished for the wrong
she had committed. Such a punish-
ment was not vindictive. It was
merely the logical application of the
code, with which society protects ‘it-
self from the criminal.

Would Forgive Germans.

The secohd group was inclined to
look upon the great war as a cata-
clysm, into which Germany was
swept just as helplessly as any other
of the nations of Kurope. The whole
of Europe in 1914 was being swept
towards a debacle, and no onc na-
tion was responsible for the final
catastrophe. Germany felt that in
disowning the government which had
precipitated the war it had made
restitution. The German revolution

was the German atonmement.
There is another group, declared
Sir Michael, which looks at the
situation from an economic point of
view. England is an industrial coun-
try, and it is impossible for her to
be self-existent. Whatever affects the
omic life of Burope weakens the
industrial life of England. National

ism, they feel, is good, but so
rnationalism.

“There is a strong feeling in Eng-
land for forgiving Germany,” sald Sir
Michael, and he added with a smile,
“pecause—and this is typically Eng-
lish—forgiving is good business.”
Must Not Stay Neutral.

There is still another side to the
economic point of view. The people
in England and Germany, who are
suffering most seyerely from the bur-
den of taxation, are the intellectual
classes. i

“There is no incentive to save
money,” declared Sir Michael. “We
feel that we must spend it while we
have it. In a short time its value
may have been cut in half, or it
may be taken from us as taxes.”

These conditions do not prevail in
France. .

“All these conflicting considerations
are in the minds of the people of
England today,” continued Sir Mich-
ael. “The pros and cons of the situ-
ation balance each other fairly well
1f you check them over you find they
cancel out. But there is a strong
feeling that England must no longer
remain neutral, in the face of the
imminent peril of Europe.”
