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TrUoKEE, Cal,, Nov. 6.—A most disps-
+trous fire Lroke out here, shortly after mid:
night,and, as the wind was blowing a hurri-
cane, the flames were soon beyond control.
The fire was started in the rear of Stall’s
brewery'by an incendiary. The man was
seen running away from the place soon after
the flames broke out.

The brewery and half a dozen other build-
ings were soon burning, and the firc was
‘momentarily expected to reach the roofs and
porches of other bouses a block distant,
“Citizens fought the flames with great deter-
mination, and the fire train arrived from
Summit and gave assistance, but the efforts
were of no avail. -y T Y

East Main street was soon in ashes, and
all frame buildings on Front street “were
burning. Nearly forty buildings,including
the entire business portion of the town, had
been destroyed by 2 o’clock this morning,
and the residence portion also seemed
doomed. A light snow was falling, but it
bad no effect on the flames. The wind
shifted about 3 o’clock, and the fire, which
threatened to completely wipe out the
town, seemed to be under control. All
buildings east of Hind’s hall will probably,
be saved.

Finally the shifting of the wind drove the
flumes buack upon the burning portion of the
town and gave the citizens an opportunity
to put out the fire at the skating rink, the
Sherrett house, Harrison & Stevenson’s
brick house checking further progross. S.
McPhetres assumed the leadership of the
citizens, and to their heroic efforts the sav-
ing of the entire town is conceded.

All the buildings are a total loss as far
east as the Odd Fellows’ hull on Front street
and Andrew Johnson’s residence on east
Main street. Three fire trains helped to
quelch the conflagration. Many suffered
great loss from breakage in removing goods
and from water. The place is literally
«covered with furniture and goods. The fire
is still burning in Hurd’s building, and the
roof . Lewison & Williams’ and the
Truckee Lumber company, but no further
dumuge is anticipated.

The lumber for rebuilding the burnt dis-
trict began toarrive on the ground at day-
light, and us soon as the fire was extin-
guished,the work of rebuilding commenced.
The total loss is about $110,000 ; insurance
about $20,000.
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MR. ROBT. WARD EXPLAINS.

Did the Board of Trade Address the De-
partment ?

“T'o the Editor of The Empire.

Sir,—The following appears in your is-
suc of this morning under the heading of
‘““The Dudget from Ottawa”: “B. C.
Grievances, In a recent letter to the Min-
ister of Public Works the president of the
British Columbia board of trade detailed a
number of alleged grievances under which
the Pacitic province labored through lack of
departmental action. One point mentioned
was the continuous disregard by the Maurine
department of requests from the board to
provide lights, beucons and buoys on the
coast of Vancouver Island, particularly
morth of Nanuimo. When the attention of
‘Hon. Mr. Tupper was called to the state-
ment, be had the records of the department
searched for the past five years, und not a
single communication on the mnatter in
question was found to have been received
from the British Coluinbia board. The only
person who had made a suggestion bearing
on the point was Mr. Gordon, M.P. Au
explanation from the British Columbia
board is now in order.” ®

It is apparent from the foregoing that the
archives of the Marine and Fisheries De-
partment are not kept as they ought to be.
One gets quite accustomeld to having im-
portant documents shelved, but it is an idle
statement to assert ‘‘ that not a single com-
munication on the matter in question was
found to have been reccived from the Brit-
ish Columbia board.”

For years past representations on this
(question have been made to governors-gen-
eral and cabinet ministers on their vists to
Victoria, and notably to the late lamented
Hon. Thomas White, who, by the way, was
accompanied by Deputy Minister of Marine
and Fisheries, Smith. The last named gen-
tleman took the opportunity of attending
the board’s interview with Mr. White, and
proudly related how efficiently the depart-
ment had lighted and beaconed the eastern
coast of the Domininn, the system being
described as sccond to none in the world.
He might truthfully have adaed that the
British Columbia coast is probably the worst
lighted and beaconed to be found anywhere.
During Lord Stanley’s visit particular stress
was laid upon the continuance of this utterly
inadequate service, in view of the increasing
shipping, and, as in all previous representa-
tions, promises were made to urge the mat-
ter upon tie attention of the minister, and
I have no doubt this was done in due course.
Assuming no conimunication had been made
for five ycars, us is alleged by the minister,
then it is apparent that the department is
quite indifferent in its attentious to the pro-
tection of life and shipping upor our north-
western sea coast.

From my experience, however, it requires
a good many representations to governimeutal
departments before even reasonable *“ griev-
ances” can be redressed, another glaring in-
stance of this having been demonstrated for
many months past in regard to the fisheries
regulations now operating in British Colum-
Lia, and which could be readily placed on a
fair and equitable basis provided the miris-
ter would only act upon a reasonable sugges-
tion, repeatedly made, to enable him to
acquire reliable, practical and unbbiased in-
formation relating to this most important
industry of the province.

When
the principles of the parties are again at
stake in the national contest 1892 the
situation will be reversed.

Had the McKinley bill much to do in

Very little. It went into effect Octo-
ber 6th, and the D-mocrats misrepre-
sented its purpose and effect, aud the
Republicans had scarcely time jenough to
expose all these misrepresentations, but
it was not a potential factor in the con-
test. In Wisconsin, for example, the
public school question predominated, and
the McKinley bill was hardly thought of.
In Pennsylvania, the result is a kick at
the so-called bosses, and so on through
the list of states. Local causes, mainly,
wrought out the result.

Will the McKinley bill be repesled ?

Not within several years, at least. If
the new House, when it mestsy a year
hence, should vote to repeal or modify it,
the Senats would kill the new bill ; or, if
it passed that body, the President would
vetoit. There 18 no way by which the
law can be changed inside of five or six
years. In the meantime, every fallacy
respecting it will be exposed, and the
coun-ry will, I think, be so prosperous
that a vast majority of the American peo-
ple will be content to let it alon-.
Lwo other causes contributed to
the result of last Tuesday. They
were the Federated Election Bill, and
the rulings of Speaker Reed. The Elec-
tion Bill was formulated and considered ;
but it was not voted upon. Timid and |
mistaken counsels prevailed and it was
put over to the next session. There was
a faiut hope that the South would come
to its senses and hold honest elections,
and one more chance was given it ; the
hope was delusive, the same solid demo-
cratic delegations have been r=turned,
thus showing that the threat of the new
Iaw was resented. So, all the odium of
the measure was incurred and none of its
benefits received in return. Now, the
bill will be speedily passed when Con-
gress meets.  Reed’s rulings, though
they were just, apd have commanded the
respect of the best minds in all the civi-
lized nations of the world, incensed the
Democrats, all over the country to a high
degree, because he exposed their delin-
quencies and defeated their unlawful
methods, and they fought for victory
wi-h unexampled vigor, also spending
large suws of money.  The result of last
Tuesday did not mean a permanent re-
versal of Republican policies.

all times prepared with all the resources at
our command to resent an infringement
upon our liberty and privileges. The Irish
loyalists are said to have well drilled forces
in their lodges of not less than eighty thou-
sand men, organized and armed for an
insurrection in " case a scheme of
home rule should be granted that would be
objectionable to them. Their numbers are
not confined to Ulster, although in the!
South and West they are in an insignificant
minority. Many of them are descendants
of the Cromwellian settlers in the North.

Be SuppHed Very Carefully.

“If people only knew the hardships
of 4 fireman’s life,” said pne of thelocal
leaders of the Brotherhood ‘of Locomo-
tive Firemen to a Chicago Evening Post
reporter, ‘‘they would not be so apt to
wonder that the men want to strike once
in awhile, to better their circumstances.
Their lot at the.best is a hard one, and
the pay is poor when the skill required
to be a firemen, the severity of the work
and the constant strain to which  the
men are subjected are taken into ac-
count. Many people, probably a major-
ity, consider that the fireman’s work is
not skilled labor, but this opinion
arises from ignorance of the require-
ments- of the calling.« An unskilled
fireman could no mgere fire a locomotive
on the road so as to keep up steam
steadily and enable the engineer to
make good time than he could build the
locomotive. Take a green hand and put
him on a passenger train, for instance,
and the chances are that the passengers
will turn out and mob the whole train’s
crew before the trip is half through.
The ‘likelihood is that the train will
come to a dead stop half a dozen times
before the trip is efided, and while the
train is running it will be making such
miserable progress that all on board
will have their patience exhausted and
be driven almost to distraction over the
way in which their valuable time
is being Jfrittered away. I'ifemen have
to serve a regular apprenticeship to
the work. They generally begin a«
cleaners in the round-house, wherc they
are put to clean the locomotives after
they come in from a long trip. In that
way they cet an acquaintance with the
several parts of the engine and how and
where they should be oiled when run-
ning. Their next step is on a switeh en-
gine in the yards, where they learn how
to fire an cagine so ‘as to raise steam

apidly and keep up a constant supply
is requires a good deal of practice. It
is_ the casiest thing in the worid to fire
your engine in such @ way that though
.:\uu have o hig five in iv it wili not be of
the kind to mal team. Too much coal
is often as bad as too iittle. 1t the fire
is too heavy and burns too slowly. the
inevitable consequence will be the low-
ering of the supply of stcam to such an
extent that there will not be enough’ to
lkeep the train running. If any kind cf
a fire would do, the fireman's lot would
be an easy one. He could then fire up,
sit down comfortably in the cab and
take it easy until the fire burns out. As
it is, he has to keep firing steadily, add-
ing fresh fuel to the flames at intervals
of not more than two minutes, so that
while he is on a run he hardly knows
what it is to have achance to straighten
his back. Ie is constantly clambering
half-bent from the box to the gangway
and from the gangway to the box,
manipulating a heavy scoopful of coal,
and all this tilwe ne has gov to keep a
lookout ahead, for it is his duty to
watch out for danger as much as it is
that of the engineer. In a fifteen hours’
trip he will often shovel as many as ten
tons of coal. Some heavy passenger lo-
comotives cat up about three-quartcrs
of a ton every hour they run.
