Venice, April 11.—The city has been 

the scene of festival all day long, public 
interest being stimulated by a royal 
proclamation announcing the arrival of 
the expected royal German guests. The 
decorations are to be found everywhere, 
many of the designs indicating unusual 
taste and expressing sentiments of good­
will towarns the visitors. The Hohenzol- 
lern arrived at 3:20p.m., followed by the 
Kaiserin Augusta, the cruiser Vesuvi, 
two torpedo boats, and a number of 
steamers with senators and deputies, 
civilian and military officials and repre­
sentatives of the press on board. This 
flotilla was met by a fleet of eight muni­
cipal barges gorgeously ornamented. A 
swarm of gondolas surrounded the larg­
est boats. The gondolas were filled with 
sightseers, the entire event having the 
appearance of a public festival.

The scene upon the arrival of the boats 
was brilliant in the extreme, bunting be­
ing flung from the masts of all the ves­
sels, flags flying from the windows of all 
the houses on tneqnay, which was dense­
ly crowded. Upon the approach of the 
German vessels the Italian warships fir­
ed salutes. The Hohenzollern replied 
by hoisting the Italian flag. The 
bands on the various steamers 
then struck up a German anthem. The 
people cheered loud and long at this in­
terchange of greetings and acknowledg­
ment of the presence of the rulers of 
Germany. At 3:35 King Humbert, 
Queen Margaret, and the Grown Prince, 
Prime Minister Rudini, the Duke of 
Sermonita, minister of foreign affairs; 
and Generals Ponzioviglia and Lanza 
proceeded on board the royal barge,amid 
the wild cheers of the assembled multi­
tude.

The meeting between the sovereigns 
was of the warmest nature, the Em­
peror of Gempany and the King of Italy 
and Empress Augusta and Queen Mar­
garet embracing twice. The Emçe 
then kissed the Crown Prince, Victor 
Emanuel Prince of Naples, on both 
Cheeks. The presentation of the suites 
of the rulers of Germany and Italy then 
followed. King Humbert and Queen 
Margaret were On board the Gerngan 
vessel fully three-quarters of an hour.

Astoria, Or., April 11.—It was re­

ported here last night on good authority 
that under the protection of the troops 
sent by Gov. McGraw, of Washington, 
Ilwaco, the trapmen of Baker’s bay will 
commence fishing to-day, and turn the 
fish over to Seaborg’s cannery at 4 cents 
per pound, Seaborg having agreed to re­
ceive them and pack all the men will 
deliver to him. Seaborg is 
thé Packers’ Association. The other 
cannerymen here are still firm in their 
position, and there is no change in the 
attitude of the fishermen.

The fishermen have notified all the 
marketmen that if any salmon were 
found on their slabs they would be 
seized and destroyed. The men are firm 
in their determination to do no fishing 
themselves and to permit no one else to 
fish, either for packing purposes or 
market. So far as can be learned, there 
was no fishing done on the river yester­
day. If the Baker’s bay people attempt 
to carry out their threat there may be a 
collision between the men and the 
militia.
