lands shall bs intrusted to. a joint commis-
sion sppoiuter by .the government of
Canads and Ontario.” ¢

Mr. Mackenzie followed, speaking very
briefly but putting the whole matter in a
nutshell, by pointing oat that Ontario had
gone into the arbitration in ?ood faith, and
depending upon the honor of the Dominion
liament nof to violate an agreement it
solemnly entered .into.  He, could not
see how and govermment could: beso dis-
honest as to refuse to give effect toany
award made under these circumstances, and
compared  the action ‘of ' this government
with that of England which hadpaid with-
out | a .murmur the outrageous Geneva

award.

In reply to an accusation made by the
the bard of Niagara that he (Mackenzie)
was opposed fo ntifyin& the award be-
cause he had taken 'no action while at the
head of ‘the ' governmeat to do 'so, he
pointed out that it was impossible for him
to liave taken any such action because the
present government was in favor the first
session after the award was made.

Mr. Jones followed .and took ~up the
time till ‘ recess, spesking against the
award. He claimed that the boundary laid
down by it was not a legal, but merely a
conventional one. He soneluded hisspeech
after recess and was followed by Mr.
Mills; who entered into a very elaborate
review of this much vexed question from
every point of view, quoting from an im-
mense number of authoritles, and giving
Mr. Mills quoting from an immense num-
ber of authorities and giving numerous

12 b their predeces-
sors he predicted th ~ when the day of
judgment came the p  le of Ontario would
mark themen who ted for this act of
spoilation.
