THE LESSON. OF LABOR.

‘Many attempts have been made in this
city and elsewhere in Canada at labor de-
monstrations, They have all met with
mote or less drawback, and have not given
much encouragement for future attempts.
The lust demonstration of uny moment in
Toronto was held ten years ago at the time
of the * nine-hour movement.” On that
occasion the w.rkingmen of Ontario was
organized for a certain demand which they
felt entitled to, and the turn-ont savored
more of an ultimatum to-emplorers than of a
congregation of tradesmen and laborers,
for purposes not political, not aggressive
not tyrannical, not injorious, as Saturday’s
fete was. The
THOUSANDS AND THOUHANDS OF CITIZENS
who lined the walks, windows, balconies
and bousetops while the large line of bone

and sinew passed along  the
street, must indeed hnve. reason
to “feel prond of. the industrial

element in our midst. ‘““How respectable,”
‘¢ How ‘prosperous they lcok,” ‘‘They are
a credit to the city and to themselves” were
/among the encomiums that fell from the
lips of the people nlong the line. They
were certainly a credit to the city, and The
World joins the” majority in the sentiment.
There were thirty-two bodies represented
in the line, and the total number of mer
was about 5675. These figures were care-
fully computed by The World reporters
and are about as correct as could be got.
The iron-moulders had the most representa-
tives io the line, but there were 150 of
these from Oshawa. There were about 400
workmen of all kinds from that town,
headed by the Dominion organ works band
f Bowmanville. Of the local bodies the
nters took the lead in point of numbers
turned out about 275 strong. The labor-
ers came next with over 200 and the tailors,
peinters, carpenters and shoemakers were
nearly eveu as regards numbers, The
ONLY REAL DISAPPOINTMENT
of the day was the non-arrival of Mr, Mec-
Guire of New York, who was to be
the orator of the occasion. Mr.
McGuire is a fine speaker on labor questisns
and his utterances would have been listen-
ed to with great interest. e was delayed
on the way at Elmira owing to a railway
mishap., This was much regietted by all,
A VAY OF GOOD ORDER,

When such a vast crowd of men get to-
gether it is to be expected that everything
will not go as evenly as clockwork. There
has to be allowance made for over-enthusi-
astic individuals, whose enthusiasm is gen-
erully heightened by frequent draughts of
beer, whisky and other common, beverages
of disturbance. But of Saturday’s gather-

" ing no such thing could be said. The men
pearly to a man left their homes in the
morning polished up and arrayed in their
best apparel and returned home at night as
neat as they went with the exception per-
baps a. complement of dust which they
may have picked up alonyg the way, And the
best feature of fete was that nearly all of
the men made arrungements to have their
wives and sweethearts out at the grounds,
‘which served as a wholesome check to im-

o GA’THERI‘SG IN QUEEN'S PARK.

It was a few minutes after 10 o’clock
when the avant courier of the thirty-two

. labor bodies that afterwards constituted the

procession arrived at Queen’s park. From
that time until Grand Marshal W, H,
Beecher got the line under way, there was
» steady stream of labor organizations, men,
women, boys and girls to the park.  The

The different bodies were scattered here
and there through the park, and each one
was under the control of a marshall of
their own selection, which obviated all
chances of confusion, The formation of
the line was accomplished with- little or
no no difficulty, and whea all was ready a
blast was sounded fiom a trumpet and
Marshal Beecher led the way out through
the Grosvenor strect gate to Yonge street
and down that thoroughfare, :
THE PROCESSION IN PART, .
Behind the marshal was the band of the
10th Royal Grenadiers, which was accord-
. ed the poineer position of the diflerent
music corps. Behind the band was an
open carriage containing Mr. Power, presi-
dent of the Chicago Seameu’s uvion; John
Armstroog, president of the Trades and
Labor council; Mr. Hawthorne, chairman
of the demonstration committee; and Mr,
Chase, chairman of the reception commit-
tee. Another carriage contained F, J,
Klowke, president of the Buffalo Scamen’s
union; J. T. Carey, president of the St
Catharines Seamen’s union; P. Leslie of the
reception committee and Mr. Clewlo of the
cigarmakers’ union, Following this car-
riage was Thomas Moor, marshal of the
trades council itself, the members of which
followed. The first union in the line was
the tailors’ operative society, This union
made a very creditable display. ~They car-
ried two scrolls bearing the words : *“The
tailor makes the man,” and ** Comfort for
the millions ; not idleness for the few.” (.

When the procession got into the grounds
and was supplemented by the visitors from
the city, over 10,000 people were partici-
pants of the gathering. The dozen bands
that took part in the march were scattered
throughout the grounds, and around them
were gathered such crowds as would seem
to indicate their'individual merit. A posse
of thirty police, under Inspector Stuart and
Sergeants Stark and Kerr, were on the
grounds and their - principal occupation
was looking after lager beer offered
for sale. Amid much exeitement they
scized four kegs on draught and bore
it in  triomph to the building in-
scribed ‘‘Police,” The inspector will
hand the names of the infactors to the
license inspector, who will no doubt pro-
sccute them for selling beer without a
license. Two or three minor fights occur-
red, but the vigilant *‘crushers” soon sup-
pressed them, On the whole the best of
order prevailed, bur many regrets went up

because of the seizare of the béverage of
Gambrinus,  Agricultural ball was takén
up by the devotees of Terphiscore, who had
a good time to the lively music of Prof,
Toulmin’s | striug band.

SHOT DKEAD BY A CONSTABLE.

Andrew Young Killed at High Park Yes-
terday Morning—How it O@ccurred.

John Albert distinguished his official
career as constable of High park yesterday
morning by shooting dead a boy named
Andrew Young, aged 16 years,, There are
several versions of the affiir, but the one
that is so far the clearest was told to a
World reporter by one who was near the
spot at the time. Young and three com-
panions were out in a boat on Grenadier
pond, which is the property of Mr. Ellis,
J. P, This gentleman warned them off
severu] times, but the hoys chaffed him and
made demonstration with théir hands, Con-
stable Albert was sent for and he also warned
them off. He added force to his warning by
firing a shot from a revolverover the heads of
the boys. The latter then speedily landed
on the west side of the pond and Albert ran
round to where they were. There is an
ice-house where the boat came ashore, and
some of the lads went into it. Albert ap-
proached Young in an angry manner and is
said to have seized him by the back of the
neck and exclaimed, *‘De——en you, I will
shoot yon now,” or something to that ef-
fect. His six-: hooter was close to the boy’s
head and one of the chamb:rs was suddeunly
discharged, the ball entering above the left
eye and passing out at the back of the
head. It was said by some that the
pistol  weut off accidentally.. The
unfortunate lad only lived half an hour
nftaer he lIvn shot. Allf)art picked -him up
and set him against a fence, in which i-
tion he died. - The remains were remgg.ed
to the residence of the boy’s father, who is
a milk “dealer and lives ‘on Roncesvalles
avenue, the dividing line hetween Parkdale
and the county, Coroner Lynn of Parkdale
will hold an inquest at 10 o’clock this morn-
ing at the house, " >

HighConstable Jones was appraised of the
affair and yesterdsy afternoon he went out
to %h parkd. Albert surreniered himself
to tlhie constable and was taken to the county
jml. Albert was formerly a constable of
High park. Heis & man about 47 years
years of age, is a German, and is said to be
of eccentric habits,

The dead boy Young made himself
hmoqs about a year ago in police circles by
stabbing another boy named Cole on Yonge
street, The cass hung fire in the police
court for a nymber of weeks and was fally
disposed of by Young being fined $50 ani
costs. Parkdale and High Park are much
agitated over the shooting,
