HOt weather, large stocks
on hand and the keenness for business had
much to:do with the decline. But a stall
more powerful factor was that of some- of
the dealers surrepitionsly  cutting
rates * in favor of coal clubs which
are formed in ecoomection with charit-
able societies: and churches, and ia
one way or another.. These clubs all get a
reduction of from 50 to.75 cents, and ava
conscquence & great many householders
lace their orders = through  them.
he result of the meeting of yes-
terday, so dealers say, will be to
kill off all these clubs or rather to
induce people to give their orders direct to
the dealers, There is some talk of the
prices going still lower, but this does not
seem to be well founded, as the situation is
cuch that the committee of the Anthracite
association can compel the local dealers to
maintain the prices which they have set
for the Toronto market.
