Loxpox, Feb, 23 —In the house of com-
monx to-night, Sir Stafford Northeote, in
the presence of the full house, moved that
the humble address of which he gave
notice on Thursday, be preseuted to the
Queen, censuting the government for the
course pursued in regard to Exypt and the
Soudan. The governme#nt had been com-
pelled to change entirely its military posi
tion assumed last year, having failed to
attain’ the obj-cts desired The resunjt
war due to the general spirit whercin
advisers of the etown conducted matters
(Cheers.) Unless a complete and  entire
chanze takes place in the rpirit of the
government it will still be our lot to fail,
whatever we may be called upon to do
The voice of nncertainty which has pro-
ceeded from the councils of her majrsty
has deprived the exp-dition ¢f halt its
strength, Success is impossible unless
the zovernment distinctly lays down whar
1t is fiehting for, and declares its determi-
nation to obtain that object. The min-
isters’ wor!s hitherto had implied that the
great object was to make the stay of the
troops in Egypt -as short ae possible.
Nothing was more dangerous to the inter-
ents of England than such a declaration
The speaker quoted from Gurdon’s mes-
sage of April 16th: **If troops are not
sent it will leave upon the government the
indelible diserace of abandoning the gar-
risons, with the certainty of being com-
palled eveuntually to emash the Mahdi.”
Have not these prophecies come to pass?
asked the Tory leader. Are we sure that
treachery was not caused or brought on by
the action., of the government, ‘which
weaakened and almost paralvzed Eegypt?

John Morley, Lib ral, offered an amend~
ment to the motion of censure in favor of
evacation of the Soudan,

Mr. G'adstone paid & tribute to the de-
votion of General Gordon. Mr. Glads.
tone denied that the Government had any
reasou 1ast year to suppose Gordon in im-
