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Successful Farming.

In a recent interview with Mr. Ernest
Neily, of Brooklyn, near Middleton, we
learned certain facts in connectioa with his
experience as a farmer which we think will
be of interest to our readers. A few years
ago, Mr. Neily, who is the youngest son of
the late Parker Neily, found himself in
possession of a farm not exactly run down or
worn out, it is true, but in a state of produc-
tiveness far fromn being satisfactory. He
mowed over seventy acres of ground, which
sveraged one-half ton to the acre, giving
him a yield of about thirty-five tons of hay
per year. His other crop geld was in
about the same proportion. He had been
farming in this way for several years, fol-
lowing the methods and in pretty much the
same rats as his father and grandfather
before him, with very indifferent success,
feeling thankful if at the end of the year
his income was sufficient to meet expenses.
With him farm life was not as described by
Horace Greely—‘‘the ceaseless moil of a
galley slave;” it was just the same as that
of the average farmer who is *‘ land poor,”
and who has not yet awoke to the, fact that
farming requires thought, intelligence and
enterprise, just as much as any other occu-
pation or profession.

Being a young man of more than the
average enterprise and intelligence, and
noticing the results of some of our small
fruit growers by pursuing modern and
scientific methods, Mr. Neily argued that
the same methods applied to mixed farming
would produce the same satisfactory re-
sults. So he began experimenting. He at
first plowed about 18 acres of his hay land,
treated it with a chemical fertilizer, sowed
oats, and seeded it with grass. The first
year he bad an abandant crop of oats and
straw, and the second and succeeding years
he has had an average of from 2 to 2§ tons
of hay per acre. He has now been doing this
for the fourth year, and the net result for the
present year will give an idea of his suocess.
Besides now having 35 tons of hay in his
barn, the amount he would have had under
his old method of farming, he has pressed
and sent to Halifax market 61 tons of hay,
which netted him §9 per ton, and 10 tons
of straw which cleared §5 per ton. There
is a clear profit of $600 from the two
articles of hay and straw alone. This year
he treated 15 acres, from which he raised
700 bushels of oats. Counting these at 40
cents per bushel they will pay for fertilizer,
labor and seed, and leave a net profit of
something like $100 besides, while next
year the same ground will give 25 or 30
tons extra of hay. It will thus be seen
that his method while requiring some out-
lay at the start, pays its way as its goes,
and yields a mucﬁagreater net profit from
year to year than the old one. What Mr.
Neily has done in the way of increasing the
yield of hay and grain he has also done to
an even greater extent in his orchard. By
the use of a sprayer he has completely ex-
terminated the caterpillar and cankerworm,
which until recently made life a burden to
him during the month of June, and by the
judicious use of certain fruit fertilizers he
has increased many times the output of his
orchard.

Mr. Neily has directed us to say, in con-
clusion, that he received his inspiration, 30
to speak, from Middleton’s well-known
fruit-grower, G. C.; Miller, who has been
his faithful friend and counsellor through
all his experimenting. The fertilizers used
were of Mr. Miller'’s own make, and the
result seems to be as gratifying to the latter
gentleman as to Mr. Neily himself. Botk
these gentlemen are enthusiastic farmers,
and are delighted with the results of their
efforts, the one in the line of small fruit
and the other in that of mixed farming.
Mr. Miller has made ten acres of land pro-
duce $2000 worth of fruit in one year, after
a few years of preparation. In a short
time Mr. Neily will be able to show equally
profitable results from mixed farming.
And while this can be done who is going to
say that farming does not pay in this
country ? Or why should our agriculturists
complain of hard times? The fact of the
matter is, there is just as much money to
be made in farming to-day as ever there
was at any time in our history, but it is
not by following in the same rut as our
fathers and grandfathers. The times have
changed since then, and those of us who do
not change with them will find ourselves
left behind in the race.

The MoNITOR extends its most hearty
congratulations to the two gentlemen
mentioned above, and wishes them the
most unqualified success in their future
efforts. They are doing an important
work, which is calculated to be of great
benefit to their brother farmers as well as
to themselves. If he is a benefactor to the
race who makes two blades of grass grow
where but one has grown before, how much
more 8o is he who increases the productive-
ness of the soil by five or ten fold, and
almost literally makes the wilderness
blossom as the rose.
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—1In the death of Jay Gould, which oc-
cured at his house in New York on the 2nd
inst., one of the richest, and in many re-
spects, most remarkable, men of the nine-
teenth century, has passed off the stage of
action. Born in New York state in 1836,
he is now at the time of his death but 55
years of age, just in the prime of life. His
has been a remarkable career. Beginning
life as a poor boy he has been successively
a surveyor, publisher, bank manager, rail-
road magnate and stock speculator gener-
ally, until at the time of his death he con-
trolled about 14,000 miles of railway. The
one object of his life seems to have Leen to
accumulate wealth, and in this one object
he has been abundantly saccessful. Jay
Gould was one of the richest men of the
present century, but when we say that
what else can we say in his favor. He
stopped at nothing that stood in his way.
He was treacherous, base, intriguing; he
regarded not the widow’s tears nor the or-
phan’s cry, the suicide’s grave nor the pau-
ser homes he caused. When Jim Fisk

ied, or rather was assassinated, he was
eperally supposed to be a millionaire.

'o-day Fisk’s widow is living in poverty
and obscurity in a small cottage in South
Boston. By the moat barefaced frand and
rascality Jay Gould got all of Fisk’s pro-
perty into his possession and has held it
ever since. Gould had few friends when
living and few will mourn him when dead.
He was as a sponge which absorbs every-
thing and gives back nothing in return. He
created no benevolent or philanthropic in-
stitutions as a lasting monument to his
name. He did nothing for education, noth-
ing for christianity, nothing for suffering
humanity. The magnificent opportunities
he had of leaving those behind him who
would rise up and call him blessed have
all been disregarded. He was simply Jay
Gould, the pirate of Wall street, the finan-
cial wrecker of the United States. And
then he died and left $100,000,000 or more.
Yes, he left it, because he couldn’t take it
with him. .

Any man can be rich who chooses to pay
the price for it that Gould did. But who
woufd wish to do so? Wherenow are his
bonds and his mo es, his stocks and
his securities; where is his gold and his
silver? And what ‘do all these things
amount to anyhow, ‘‘ when nature has paid
her just debt?” -

CENTRAL EXPERIMENTAL FARM.—Bulle-
tin No. 17, of the Central Experimental
Farm is exceedingly valuable to stock feed-
ers as it is devoted to experiments in the
feeding of steers and gives a number of re-
sultsand tables showing the cost of feeding
steers of different ages and by different
methods and the results obtained.

—Miss Magee's recital at Wolfville, says
the Western Chronicle, on Friday night, in
aid of the new seminary, was a brilliant
success. A highly appreciative audience
greeted her efforts with well deserved ap-
plause. Miss Magee has greatly improved
as a reader during the past year, and as a
result of her studies in New York and Bos-
ton.

—The week of seli-denial, a scheme in-
stituted by the Salvation Army to raise
money for charitable purposes has proved
highly successful this year. The total
amount collected in the Maritime Provinces
was $3,238,87. Last year’s total was $1,-
718,87. This year Yarmouth subscribed
$120; Digby, $41,12; Bridgetown, $30;
Bear River, $25; Annapolis, $21; Bentville,
$15.
