London.—The feature of the new- 
annual report of Lloyds’ Register of 
Shipping was the emphasis laid upon 
the coming of oil as a power in mar­
ine engineering. The report shows 
the world-wide depression in the 
shipbuilding industry, 
throughout the last year, but states 
that one reaction to this has been 
the encouragement of the latest ideas 
in construction.

Steam turbines were installed dur- 
ring the year on ninety-eight vessels 
under Lloyd’s supervision. This in­
dicates the passing of the direct tur­
bine drive and the end of a historic 
phase in marine engineering, 
number of vessels built during the 
year and intended for propulsion by 
internal combustion engines was fifty- 
nine, of which twenty-one were ships 
of large size, all fitted with engines 
using heavy oil.
