MR. MOODY'S ADDRESS.

MR. Mooby said .—My text to-night is Galatians vi.,
7 : “ Be not deceived —God is not mockel —for whatso-
ever a man soweth that sha'l he al,o reap.” I believed
this text twenty years ago, I believe it a hundred times
more to-night. Every year it goaes deeper and desper
into my heart. If there i1s any skzptic here to-night [
want to call his attention to one fact which he will admit
whether he believes in the Bible or not. Itis this—A
man must reap what he sows. You can scarcely take up
a newspaper withou® re zeiving proaf of the truth that a
man’s sins will surely find him out. I would like to have
that text put up in letters of fire in every hall of learning
and every coenting-house. I need not dwell upon the
first part of the text. Every ch:ld knows what it 1s to be
deceived. We have all beea deceived, by enemies and
friends ; by neighbours and relatives ; we have been de-
ceived hy our own hearts. But we muast bear in mind
that we cannat deceive God, and it is vain for us to try
to conceal our sins from H.m. An1 not only can he not
be deceived, bat it is impossible for Him to deceive. 1
want to talk to you ab>ut sowing and reaping, and I will
divide my text into four heads. (1) A man expzcts to
reap whatever he sows. (2, He expects to reap the
same kind of seed that he sows. 3, He expects toreap
more than he sows (4) Ignorance of the kind of seed
will make n» difference. If a farmer were certain that
his crop would be destroyed he would not sow seed, be-
cause he would be losing his ume and wasting his money.
A man who 1s learning a trade or professioa will work on
laborer’s wages or less. He is sowing and expects to
reap, to earn in a year as much as a laborer does in five
years. Next a man expects to reap the same kind of
sead that he sows. Ifa man sows wheat he expects to
reap wheat ; if he sows barley h: does not expect to
raise pumpkms. And this is true in the spiritual as in
the natural world. If a man is selfish he will reap self-
ishness ; 1t he is a liar he wil reap lies. To itlustrate
this truth that a man mast reap what he sows, I will take
two scruipture characters, Jacob and David. Men have
said to me that Jacob was by nature a worse man than
Esau. What I am showing is that G>d made Jacob reap
exactly the kind of croo that he sowed. Whnat a rascally
trick Jacob played on Esau. He took a p ece of a kid.
had 1t dressed to taste hike venison, and then, disguising
his voice, approached his blind old father. The old man
was quite surprised that Lsau should have returned so
soon, and said that the voice was the voice of Jacob,
“ Come near and let me feel thy hands.” Hec put out his
hand covered with kid skin, and the father said, * Itis
the hand of Esau, but the voice of Jacob.” By lying
and deceit he got the birthright, and the blessing which
belonged to Esau. God afterwards meets him at Bethel
and gives him the promise. Some men say “ That is a
queer Gad who so deals with transgressors, who go from
Hum with lies ontheir hips, and without manifesting signs
of repentance.” But war a hitle while. That is the
mistake they make . they read a chapter and then close
the Bible and say, *“It 1s a queer God and a queer book.”
