AMUSEMENTS OF THE TURKS.

Tur amusemenis of this people are adap-
ted to their character, and arcof a very hianit-
ed nature.  They have no public games or
spectacles,—none of those means of diversion
which aie found amongst other natlons; dra-
matic representations are sjute unknowa to
thm. Occasionaily, indeed, the Raltan re-
gales Ins subjects with the  exhubivon of the
Djerid, or Turkish tosrnament, and some
uther entctmuments n the wpen wr; aud
large civveas of people vsually assemlle to
avaul themsehves of lus bounty.  Dr Madden
witessed oue of these displays, whicl was
made i owour of the lurth of an anpenal
infant; and he says that he never before be-
held so imposing aspectacle as was exiubited
by the mmmense assemblage of people then
collected. Upwards of siaty  thousand persons
of both sexes, s all the vanetes of Lastern
costume, were seated on the sloping sides of o
natural wmplutheatre ; winde above, sat the
Saltan, magwficently appateled, surrounded
by lus black and white slavesan glittering at-
tire.  Huudreds of horsemen galloped to and
fro on the plain below, harhing the djerid, (a
short stiek) at randum; now assailing the
pearest to them, uow io pursust of the disarm-
edo The deatenty of the combatants iu
mvording these weapons, 1s very great; aad
Jiad it uot beeu so on the oceasion spoken of

by Dvr Madden, he enys that many lives wust
have been lost, and us 1t was, he saw wno
horseman led off’ wth lus eye severely injured,
and another ereshed under a horse. These
ncerdents, however never interfered with the
sports, whieh followed i the regular succes-
sion,  Atter the djerd ¢nme the wrestlers, na-
ked to the wst, und smeared with wil, They
prostrated themselves several wmes before the
Sultan, pertormed a number of very clumsy
feats, nnd then proceeded to exhibittheir shall.
Their address lay i sewzing one unothier by
the lips; aud he who hnd the most strength,
lifted Ins adversary oft lus legs, and then flnig-
ing him to the earth, fell with all his force
upon himn.  Musc relieved the tedinm bet-
ween the roupds, several of which occurred
before any sericus mischief was  sustained.
At last, one poor fellow was dreadsiully mmm-
ed—for hife mdeed,—and was carried off the
fictd with great applanse,  Bear-fighting was
net attempted ; but the animal produced was
notin a fighting mood, aod the dogs growled
at lam in vain, ¢ 'The departure of the pne-
fic bear,” says onr authority, *ierminated
these brutal sports, and every one, except the
friends of the dead man, and the two wounded,
appeared to go away dehghted beyond niea-
sure.  All the amusements of this people are
of tho same cruel character.”

Pheir social recreattons are few. ¢ It is
difficult,” says a writer of the last century,
“to give a just account of the manner
which Turks, men and women, spend their
time when at home.  Some of the former are
undoubtedly studious, though most of them
seem buated about money affurs, and ther
personal wmterest. When they are disposed
to enjoy sonme  relaxation or  amusement
among iemscves, the diverstons are story-tel-
ling, quant jokes, chess, and dranghts, awld
not unfr< quently dancers and musicians, who
play 1 ditierent parts of the town for cmploy-
ment,

T'he diversions of “story-telling or quaint
jokes,”? are not of a very intellectual deserip-
tion ; the chiefsource of delight 15 u species
of low 1ibaldey, and if none of the company
is sufliciently facetious to entertain the rest
with the required share, the task is left to
sume dependant Greek, Armenian or Jew.
Ihe peitormer takes bis place in the middle of
the room, upon his knees, and there tefls his
story or repeats bis joke ; while the grave Turk
smohes his pipe in the corner of the sofa, and
conies out now and then with asmile or a dry
Fangh, It would be well, however, were their
diversions on these vecastous confined to  the
mere repeating of johes; for it appears thit
they are sometmes accompanied by pracvenl
dlustrations ol the most barbarous kind.  The
same tecent traveller whom we bave quoted
abuve, speaks of some which he saw played off
at a Turhish feast, upon the person of a baf-
foon, who was well paid for suflering them,

“fewas,” hesays ¢ the poor fellow’s trade,
and hie bore the m hs of its dreadful nature
apon lits searred visnge.”
