cty for the health and safety of your accom.
plished and devoted lady.

At the period of your appointment, and
several occasions sinee, there existed just
grounds to apprchend disturbanco and
trouble on our borders, from renewed raids
of armed ruflians.

For yourself, General, as your
departure is unavoidable and immediate,we
heartily wish you God speed, and trust that
after a safo and pleasant voyage, you will
be received by our well beloved Sovereign
