beautiful cross (om pedestal) covered with irregular-

ly indented tin-foil, and- around it is gracefully
entwined £ wreath of white waxed flowers— jasmine,
lity of the valley; fuchias'and roses, and some ever-
greenvines from the “adjacent woeds. This cross
was the work of Miss Ella Parker, and is one of the
neatest and most levely pieces of work we ever had,
and it bearz the closest inspection. Over the altar,
in the apex of the centre window, is 2 new and
most attractive symbol. By day it is a plain silver
star sct in a mass of green, but by night this decora-
tion is changed into a fransparency, for the emblem
is so constructed as to admit of illumination.  Over
the windows, on a red ground, runs the text, “The
Word was made Flesh.,” On cither side of the
altar is a banner ; on each chancel wall is a Maltese
cross. At the entrance to the chancel are three
Gothic arches, covered with red, and both they and
the chancel rail are entwined with wreathing. Over
the chancel arch is the text, “We have seen His
star in the East,” &c.  The pulpit and prayer desk
hangings are white satin, with cross and I. H. 8.
worked in gold lace. Over the former is a scroll,
on which are the words “Lord of Lord” ; over the
latter, a similar one, with “King of Kings.” Over
cach of the six window (which are trimmed) are
Church, emblems. On the West end, over the
windaws, is a large cross on red shield ; on either
side a banner, with “Gob of Goo,” and “Light of
Light,” and under, *“the sword and cross keys;”
over the chancel doer a “Chi Rho,” and over the
entrance door an “Alpha.” The festooning is par-
ticularly graceful, and suns all round the church,
and is also caught up to the roof from the centre of
the diagonals of the four bays into which the build-
ing was divided. All the ground work of texts,
&c., is scarlet, the edging hemlock. and the letters
rice or tin-foil.  “I'he whole effect is most pleasing,
and the wilhng workers deserve the greatest credit
for the taste displayed in the adornment of the
Temple of Goo, *Who as at this time was born of
the Virgin Mary.”

WeysourH.—To go into details about the de-
coratious of the churches in Weymouth, weuld be
to repeat much of a character similar to what has
before been so well said by others, when referring
to their own churches.  Suffice it to say that our
young people devoted much titne, and evinced no
little taste and skill in rendering the House of Gop
beautous and attractive at Christmastide. A large
number of the parishioners of the Rev, P. J. Filleul
assembled at the Rectory on the 19th December.
[t was most pleasing to observe so many young
members of the lack among their seniors.  After
spending two hours or so in pleasant converse, and
in various other agreeable ways, the numerous
company returned to their homes, leaving substan-
tial tokens of affectionate regard for their pastor
and family, and expressing the great pleasure -and
gratification which their visit to the Rectory had
given them,  The contributions from this parish to
the B. H. Missions shows an increase of $26 more
than last year, and this is exclusive of §$23.30 re-
mitted Jast June, in response to the Bishop's appeal.
But an account of doings in Weymouth would be
incomplete if it failed to refer to the following. A
worthy captain, residing among us, was lost and
all his crew in the autumn of last year, while sailing
between Cape Breton and Newfoundland, He left
awidow and six young children. The poor woman's
state of mind can be better imagined than des-
cribed, when, after weeks and months of agonizing
suspense, shc bad at length to surrender all hope
of her husband’s safety.  But to add to the anguish
that rent hier heart, her house and surroundings
was mortgaged for $175, an amount which her
husband would seon, by his industrisus and pru-
dent habits, have cleared off.  The case was clearly
one appealing to the sympathies of the benevolent.
Accordingly ¥r, Sterns fones, in a most praise-
worthy and disinterested manner, took the matter
in hand and met with cheerful response in Wey-
mouth, Clare and St. Maiy's Bay. And so, on
New Year's eve the good woman’s heart was cheered
and gladdencd when she lcarned that her home
and land was now free from any pecuniary incum-
berance. To use her own words: “I now have
the heart to work for the maintenance of myself
and family ! Great is her thankfulness, and many
are the benedictions she invokes on all, who on
tendering her aid, must feel that they have simply
done what it was their duty te do :—"Pure religion
and undefiled before Gop and the Father is this,
to visit the fatherless and widows in their afliction
and to keep himse!f naspotted from the world.”

DorcHESTER.—On Sunday, 15th inst., the Rev.
J. Roy Campbell was duly inducted Recter of this
Parish. The retiring Rector, who is Rural Dean of
Shediac, took part in the service, at the request of
the Most Rev. the Metropolitan, reading, before
the congregation, his Lordship’s mandate, addressed,
as by law required, to the Church Wardens, who,
on their part, placed i. Mr, Campbell’s band the
key of the church, and inducted him “into the real
and corporal possession of the benefice.” Mr.
Campbell then talled the bell “twice or thrice” in
token to the parishioners of his induction. The
service for the day was then said by the retiving
Rector, the proper psalms, lessons and prayers
authorized by the Provincial Synod of Canada being
used ; the special prayers in behalf of the new
Rector being, 1 think, very ecarnestly offered up.
The Rector then delivered to the large congrega-
uon a wise and timely discourse, well suited 10 the
occasion, from the text 1 Thess. iii. 11, 12, 13, and
afterwards celebrated the Holy Communion. At
the evening service the Rector again preached,
addressing the congregation {extemporancously) in
a very earnest manner. The cheir attended in
good number, and the singing was earnest and
hearty, Miss Hanington kindly and efficiently sup-
plying the place of the organist, who was unable to
attend. ‘The Rector gave thé final benediction
and thus ended what T may cail “a good day,”—a
profitable day, let us hope,—a marked day in the
annals of the Parish. May the blessing of the
Divine Head of the Church descend abundantly
upon Pastor and people in this promising and
inportant Parish.

ST. Joun.—St. Paul's ( Valley Church }—The
annual meeting of the St. Paul's Church” Sewing
Saciety took place at the house of the President,
Mrs. W. H. DeVeber, on Monday, 16th inst
There was a large attendance, 46 ladies being pre-
sent. The Secretary reported that the Society had
realized during the past ycar £350, of which §300
bad been given towards the debt on the Church.
This Sewing Society has been in operation for 16
years. During this time, it has made 84,400. Of
this sum, §1,350 have been paid for the west win-
dow, $1,250 for an iron railing round the Church,
and &1,400 have been given towards the debt on
the church.  This debt, which amounted to $rs,-
ooo, in round numbers, when the church was con-
secrated 10 yeats ago, is now reduced to $1,500.

pYOCESE OF MONTREAL.

{From our own Correspondents.)
MonTREAL—S). Georgr's--Last Sunday even-
ing, the Rev. Dr. Sullivan delivered the last sermon
of his very interesting course. The subject was
“Recognition in the Future Life ;” and it was treat-
ed inavery able and satisfactory manner. He
expresscd himself as strongly in favour of the doc-

trine, and pointed out that it formed a_part of all’

the religious systems of the world. As it is univer-
sal, it must have ifs root and ground in the nature
of man, and this furnishes a strong probability
that the doctrine is true. Dr. Sullivan- then refer-
red to a number of passages, both from.the Qld

and New Testament, in which this doctrine. is,

taken for granted, and then considered several
serious practical difficultirs which this doctrine at
once suggest. These sermons. upon the immediate
state, the general Resurrectisn, Heaven, etc,, have

beent listened to with-a great deal of interest. A).
though these subjects arc'in a great measure specu-
lative, yet they are'of “suth vital importance that it
1s of great advantigé te have the line drawn be.
tween what is unwarranted and fanciful on the one
hand, and what is based upon Revelatlon and rea-
sonable inference on the other by one who is s
able to do it as the Rector of St. George's.
CATHEDRAL.—The annual meeting of the Sunday
School of Christ Church Cathedral.was held on
Tuesday evening last, at which the officers for the
present year were elected and other business trans.
acted. A lengthy discussion tock place as 1o the
best methed of encouraging the children to contyi-
bute liberally to mission work and to otker pur-
poses. In order to create a general interest in the
work a treasurer was appointed in each class,
Under the able Superintendent, Mr. Kirkpatrick,
and his efflcient stafl of teathers, this school is
doing a noble work, and will seon be able to dispute
with St. George's for the honour of being the first
among the Church schools ip the city. There is
in connection with the schoel a Yeung Men’s Bible
Class, conducted by the rector, the Rev. Cangn
Baldwin ; a very large Ladies’ Bible Class, under
the charge of Mrs. Baldwin, ard on. Friday after-
noens the rector conducts, in the Synod Hall, the
largest Bible Class in the city, in which he discusses
the lesson for the following Sunday in a most inter-
esting and instructive manner. On one Sunday in
each month the teachers and officers of the school
meet together at the close of the school for prayer
that their efforts may be owned and blessed of Gop.
MisstoNary MEETINGS.—It has been customary
for several years in Montreal to devote the first
month of the new year to the consideration of the
subject of Home Missionsin a_sertes of missionary
meetings held in connection with cach of the city
churchus.  The Bishop of the Diocese presides at
each of the meetings, and our faithful treasurer has
made it a point to be present at nearly all the mect-
ings, to make a detailed statement of the financial
condition and wants of the diocesan mission work.
‘These meetings are being held during the present
week. On Wednesday evening a reunion meeting,
representing the parishes of the Cathedral, St
George and St. James, was held in the Synod Hall.
The Bishop gave the opening address, in which he
appealed fur a more liberal support of the country
clergy, who are carrying on the mission work at
great self-sacrifice.  The Treasurer of the Diocese
then followed with a detailed statement of the
various diocesan funds, comparing the condition of
the various funds with that which existed eight
years ago, when he entered upon the office of
Treasurer. He pointed out that the collections
for missionary purposes had increased only seven
hundred and fifieen dollars during the eight years
(viz., 87,228 in 1893 to $7,943 in 1881); that the
number of clergy receiving aid from the mission
fund is the same now as in 1873, viz., thirty-seven.
He stated that the Sustenation Fund, which was
originated by Bishop Oxenden in 1872, now
amounted to $78,0c0, and urged the great import-
ance of increasing this fund. The Widows and
Orphans Fund is in a very satisfactory conditian,
but the Superannuation Fund does not meet with
the general support of the clergy, and is thercfore
wholly inadequate to mect the drains that are likely
to be made upon it. ‘The Treasurer stated that the
Diocesan funds amounted in all te about tkree
hundred thousand dollars, which were invested in
good securitics. He maintained that the Mission
Fund would never be in a satisfactory condition
until some means were adopted to increase the
number of contributors to this fund. He urged
the subject the more strongly as it was probably
the last time he should have the opportunity of
addresslug them as Treasurer of the Diccese. The
Treasurer's earnest appeal was listened to with
great attention. His retircment from the office of
Treasurer, which he has filled so ably and faith-
fully, and with so much satisfaction to the Synod,
will be a great loss to the Diocese at large. The
Treasurer was followed by Mr. Thomas Simpson,
who urged that the country clergy ought to have
some benefit of the wave of prosperity which is now
affecting cvery part of the country. Rev. ]. P.
Dumeoulin then delivered a most eloquent address,
reviewing the periods of great missionary effort in
the history of the Church, and maintaining that
each period has been preceded by a long interval
of preparation. He regarded the present as a
period of preparation, in which the materials were
being arranged for another great missionary tri-
umph.  Perhaps the final step in this preparation
period will be the conversion of the Jews, who
might then be used by Gob to bring about a greater
missionary triuraph among the Gentile nations than
the world has ever seen. Mr. L. H. Davidson then
followed in a short address, in which he said that,
as a Churchman, he was ashamed of.the small
number of contributors to the Mission Fund, and
also of the small amounts contributed.  He urged
the congregations to'avail theinsclves of ladies" aux-
iliaries and of children’s collections in order to
reach all the members of the church. :
ST. ARMAND’S EAsT.—On the 8th and 15th last
special sermons were preached in the historic
Parish of St. Armand’s .
