Tne Protestants of all denominations in Cork
had services for speeind prayer for Ireland in the
present crisis, The services were lm‘gfﬂy at-
tended, and in the Cathedral the Bishop preach-
ed 2 sermon in which he said that it was his

conviction that if the Home Rule Bill Lecame
law it wonld leave Ireland a divided and bank-
rupt country, and the land would bostained with
bloodshed by eivil war,

Bissor Westcotr, speaking on the Suspen-
sory Bill the other day, said ;—* If tho Nation-
al Church is overthrown, its place in the nation-
al life must be left vacant. I fear lost we may,
without measuring the magnitude of our sacri-

fice, cast awny tho national confession of the
Christian faith, which has made England what
it is, and prepared the nation, in gpite of every
failure and shortecoming, to render a unique ser-
vice to humanity.”

Tue death of the Von, Sir Greorge Provost,
Bart., the last of the “Tractarians,” is an-
nounced. e wus one of the little Oriel coterie
whose common room (according to Mozley) way
regarded ns the centre or headquarters of the
Oxford Movement. SirGeorge was o son of the
well-known Governor General of Cunada, and
had been Vicar of Stinchcombe, Dursley, for
nearly sixty years. IHe resigned the archdon-
conry of Gloucester twelve years ago.

A letter appears in a non-conformist contem-
porary, written by the Rev. Dr. Geikia, to ex-
press his concern at “the apathy ” shown by

his non-conformist brethren “in the awful ca-

tastrophe that threatens our Protestant kins-

men and fellow-loyalists on the other side of the
narrow belt of sca that separates Ulster from
us.” “A measure,” he continued, “is bein

rushed through the House of Commons, whic

will, as the first step towards the hideous end,
subject the Presbytcrians, Baptists, Congrega-
tionalists, Methodists and Episcopalians of the

flourishing province of Ulster to tho rulo of the
Roman bishops, and of tho stafl’ of the Tand

League.”
