Any person would
st once say that anearthworm is & small crea-
ture, never exceeding & few inches in length.
But as a matter of fact there exist in many parts
of the world colossal earthworma which are four,
five, or even six feet long. Some few years ngo
» description came to this country of a mysteri-
ous creature which lived below the ground, and,
a8 it burrowed its way through the earth, felled
all the treea that stood in its path, This fabu-
lous moaster was reported from Brazil, where it
has even received n name. The natives call it
the minhocao, and it was believed, from all ac-
counts, to be actually s representative of our
British earthworm. But for the preseot the
minhocao must be looked upon as a kind of ter-
restrinl sea serpent.

But just as the highly colored descriptions of
the sea perpent rest upon a certain substeatum
of truth in the shape of large seals or even
cut'le fishes ec the existence of huge earth
worms of six feet in length rendera the fable of
the minhocao more intelligible. These animals
are mainly found in the tropics, where heat and
sbundant rainfall are conducive to their exis-
tence. In many parts of Natal these huge
earth worms are very abundant after bheavy
rains ; and they have been stated by competent
chservers to appear on such occnsions by hun-
dreds, literally covering the ground. The huge
bulk of the creature is, however, too much for
their feebly developed muscles, and they nre
often unable to reach their underground burrows
again before the sun comes out and dries them
up-—Chambers’ Journal,

HISTURY OF WATCHES.

THE CUMBERSOME AFFAIRS CARRIED BY OUR RE
MOTE FOHBEFATHERS.

Watches wers originally made of steel and

iron, no glasses wereused until about 1615, the
cases being wholly of metal, and to admit of
readily seejpg the time the cover cf the face was
gsometimes perforated in elegant desigos. In-
atead of the form now usually adopted, various
styles of casing were employed, such as globular,
oct-angular, cruciform, skull, acorn, pear,
lemon, tulip, bird, aund, 1n fact, nearly
every imaginable shape that 1ogenuity
could invent and caprice suggested, and
as n consequence of this and the fact
that many of these watches were pro-
vided with striking movements, they were so
bulky that it was inconvenient to carry them in
the pocket, and they were huog at the girdle
with swivels, 8o that their faces could be readily
turned for observation without being removed
trom their position. The bairgpring was nobt
fntroduced until about 1658, and was n great
improvemenv on the early watches. Abouta
1century later the smallest repeating watch ever
made was pregented to George II1., of Englaud.
It was smaller than our silver hali dime and
weighed only five penny weights and one-eighth
graing, It was necessary to make a set of
minutestools for its construction.
For this watch ths manufacturer received a
present from. the king of 500 guineae (about
$2,600), and it is reported that he was afterward
-oftered 1,000 guineas to: duplicate it for the
Emperor of Russia, but"he refused it, so. that
his gift to the Kiog might remain unique. A
smaller watch than this, however, formed a part
of the Swiss exhibit in the World's Fair of 1851,
bt this was not a repeater, It was only three-
sixteenths of aninch in diameter, and was set
in the end of a pencil case. It not only gave
the hours, minutes and seconds, but the days of
tho,moutil algo,—Sehool Record.

ENGLAND'S UNREADINESS FOR WAR.

. According to the systems which prevail on
the Cootinent, snd are much more economical
than ours, every detail is prepared in peace, and
the War offices which bave worked at perfect-
ing the organization have no more to do with
the action of mobilizing an army than a watch-
maker has when he completed a chronometer.
A turn or two of the key, and the watch
goes with its marvellous regularity and cer-
tainty. The whole vast military s¥stem
of Germany, for instance, is s w:&n
wound up, and needs no more than 8
pressure of a spring to set it in motion. There
18 no period when the War Office is so dis:
engaged from all work and worry, , The mobil-
ization of a couple of miilions of soldiers is
effected without friction, and with harmony and
celerity. If we ask an English official why our
system is not eTally simple, he will say one oc
two things, perhaps both, one after another :
 We have not conscription,” or, * Where is the

money to come from?’ Conscription has
nothing  whatever to do with it The
submission to the law held by other

nations to be almost & law of nature—namely,
that every man owes personal service if his
country is in danger, anl he is able-bodied—
does, indeed, produce numbers of soldiers, but
makes organization more difficult, because it is
easitT to dea! with a small standing army than
with an armed nation. There are many Eoglish
officers capable of laying down the lines of a
system by which all the foreces of the coun-
try, regu'ar, militia and vélunteers, could

be mobilized for their own appoint
ed work as quickly as tbe erman
army. There is no secret about 1t

vor any special English difticulty, provided the
War Office will consent to relax its control of
every detail throughout the army, and cease its
extraordinary babit of dancing the regiments
about the world as a sort of merry go-rouad,
till the whole eervice is rendered giddy, and de-
prived of every atom of initiative—the very
faculty, which is, aboveall, necessary in modern
war. If, in o great factory, the workien pour-
ing in at the gate never kmew trom day to

day what work they were to do, or
how they were to be distributed, their
dail redistribution  would be rather

confusing, and employ an extraordizary number
of managers and overseers, Yet this is the
English system, and the army of overseers plies
its task at the War Office. Lf the smallest Xng-
lish expedition has to be dispatched at short
notice nothing is rendy. The immensc War
Office staff is at its wit's end. Mistakes and
blunders are abundant, the fuss and excitement
prodigious, and all because the simyle principles
wkich are of necessity followed in every other
considerable organization are conspicuous by
their absence at the War Oflice, —The National
Review.

A COLD-BLOODED MURDER.

A TROMINENT WASHINGTON ATTORNEY NTARBBED
IN TIHE OPEN STHEET.

WasHIxGTON, July 13.—The most sensational
murder that has occurred here since the assasiua-
tion of President Garfield was committed about
5 o’clock this evening on the corner of Tifteenth
street and Peanslyvania Avenue, oppo-
site  the northeastern end of the Trea-
sury Department building. Mr, J. C. Ken-
nedy, an attorney nand real estate agent,
one of the oldest residents of Washingten,
and a personal acquaintance of many of the most
prominest people of the national capital, was
murdered in cold blood and apparently without
provoention by John Daily, & white laborer. A
few mioutes before 5 o'clock Mr. Kennedy left
his office just above Riggs’ bank and crosaed the
atreet to the opposite corner, where he mailed
several letters. He then started to takea carof
the Hourteenth street railroad. When he was
within 8 few feet of the cur, Daily, who had
been loitering around the corner for several
hours, walked up behind him, and, drawing a
large keen bladed knife, similar to those used
by butchers in killing hogs, ran it into Mr.
Kennedy's right aside, near the abdomen,
with a vicious lounge, and then gave it a jerk
sideways, Mr. Kennedy fell to the ground,
and, after giving one cry of *‘murder,” gronned
deeply and pointed to his murderer, who made
no attempt to escape. A crowd assembled and
Harry Anson, a colored watchman, seized Daily,
who had stood looking on, apparently the mnost
unconcerned and sell-possessed man in the
crowd. Mr. Kennedy expired in about five
minutes. The excitement rose rapidly and the
crowd grew boisterous, threatening to hang the
murderer, Daily paid but little attention to
them and refusec{ to say why ke committed the
crime. Once when provoked he turned serenely
to the crowd nnd said: *“Yes, 1 killed him,
d——n him.” It was with difliculty that the
crowd was restrained until Daily was conveyed
to the station.

A BLOODY TWELFTL.

WEARERY OF THE OHANGE LILY ATTACKED IN

Partkrson, N. J., July 13.—There was risting
here yesterdsy and last evening. The local
Orangemen paraded and pic-nicked here to-day
with the Newark and Jersey City lodges. In
the forenvan the pa-aders were nttacked wilh
stones on Mill street, but the pulice soon stopped
the trouble, and arrested James Neary, who
was armed with o pistol. This made the ribbon-
men sngry, and at nightt here was & crowd 1r
the streets veady for a fight. At the depot,
when the visitors departed, o small row oc-
curred, which resulted in two arrests, While
the local Orangemen were marching back from
the station to thew hall on Maiu atreet, a back-
man tried to drive through the ranks of the pro-
cession. This caused a lively riot, in which
many persons were bruieed, but none, it is
thought, dangerously. A strong force of police
soon arrived on the scene, and used their cluby
freely, dispersing the mob snd making twelve
arrests, The Orangemen dispersed in groupe.
There was great excitemeat on the streets up to
a late hour. .
Liverroor, July 13.—The Orange ceremonies
here yesterday resulted in a riot. The paraders
were attacked by crowds of Catholics, who threw
atones and other missiles at them in the ranks.
The police forcibly removed the party emblems
carried by the Orangemen. About a dozen per-
sons were severely injured. Many were treated
at the hospitals for cuts and bruises,

IMMIGRANT ICELANDERS.

A TALE OF CGREAT DES1ITUTION IN ICELAND
AFTER A SEVERE WINTRR—HUMAN
UEINGS AND CATTLE BURIED
IN THE SNOW.

Quenre, Joly 13.—Mr. Baldwins-n, interpre-
ter for the Tcelanders who arrived her per SS.
Norwegiap, and left yosterday for their colony
in the Northwest, say they left Iceland for
Canada, stopping at Glasgow, Scotland, where
the passengers changed their money on
the 19th day of June and arrived
in this port yesterday eveoing at 7 o'clock,
making the passage from lceland to (Juebee in
the short time of 23 daye, The trip was very
leasunt, avery person enjoying the best of
realth,  (ireat distress prevails in Iceland owing
to the failure of the grass crops, ns only grass
can grow in that country ; potatoes will not grow
in Iceland. T was only able to bring the present
immigrants out to Canada with me,
they beine the only lot able to raise the money
to ?ay their passage, which is 835. The distress
in Tceland for the past four years lins been ter-
rible, and for the most part unknown to the
world. Owing to the continued failuro of the
grasa crop, live stock has been diminishiog for
want of tood, and to cap the climax of their
distress a severe snewstorm set in all over that
country on the 19th of May last and con-
unuad until the 24th of the same month.
The stortn was so violent and the fall of saow
k0 great that the pines were actually buried, not
to epeak of the thousandr of shaep and cattle
that were also buried alive,  When I left the
north of Teeland, where I had beon detanined
for ten dayw in the ice before cowming to this

country, some of the inhabitants had hren
buried  alive under the enow.  Continning,
Mr. Baldwinson wenid:  **The Icelnoders

make the best of settlere. They nre an in.
dustrious, sober and thrifty class. The poor
race are in great distress at  present ny their
only means of a tivelihood is the raising of live
stock, their market being Gireat Britwm  The
unfortuoate people  have /% pre-ent very
little  to dispose of; however, they are a very
kindly dispossd peop’enod take miitters as they
come without a murmur. When they set-
tle in uw new countrty they are very
charitable to their own countrymen and
ever remdy to extend them a helping hand.
When thin lot reacliea Manitaba the Leclanders
who are there already settled will sharae their
house room with the new arrivals and even ex-
tend them monetary assistance, Iceland is a
littie larger than [reland and bas o population
of 70,000 souls, The people profess the Lutheran
religion and are a very devout and honoat race.,”
Mr. Baldwinson said ihat thousands of the Tca-
landers wonld willingly emigrate to thix country
if they oniy had tho means of doing »o. He
expects another batch, numbering soven hun.
dred, to cowe to Canada inabout two wecks’
titne.
