A renewed emphasis on agricultural devebopment in Bru nei will iricrease the demand for machinery
equipment <e.g. tractors, tilters and trench makers), as welI as irrigation systems equlpment (e.g.
sprinklers, drips and piping). Agricultural projects (e.g. ric>e, fruit/vegetable, poultry and beef
production) wilI continue to be a major Qomponent in Brunei's national development.

The gQvernment looks favorably on turnkey projects. There will be opportunities for private
investment ini food processing facilities, particularly for orange, apple, and~ grape juicemaking.
Ourrently, the Department of Agriculture is seekIng a facility for proçessing lime juice.

Demand for mechanlzed and less labor intensive f arming techniques such as hydrophqnics wll
inorese.

Goigdemand for fish proclucts wll open opportunlties for Canaclian manufacturer, to provide
equimentand t.chnology used in smoking fish and and fis-ae diie rdcin hr r
alopoteta inwostments in projects to make f ish cakes, fisti meal, and f isti balls.
