9th of April, 1953,2 betweén the Government of the United Kingdom and the
Government of Canada, extending to certain territories the Agreement between
the United Kingdom and Canada for the avoidance of double taxation and the

prevention of fiscal evasion with respect to taxes on income, dated the 5th of

June, 1946,3 and to inform you that my Government has instructed me to give

notice under Article XV (2) of that Agreement of the termination of the |

application of the Agreement to Nyasaland and Southern Rhodesia,

In accordance with Article XV (2), the Agreement will cease to apply to
Nyasaland-and Southern Rhodesia six months after the date of this notice. It is
proposed, however, that this notice and the Canadian Government’s acceptance
thereof shall be regarded as putting on record the agreement of the two Govern-

ments that the extensions shall not have effect as respects any income in respect

of which the extension of the Agreement to the Federation of Rhodesia ‘and
Nyassaland has effect. In this connection I have to- refer to the separaté
