Canadian students are selected by a similar committee including a representative of thé
International Office of the WLU.

Students remain enrolled at their home university and pay their home fees only. Travel
accommodation and upkeep are paid for by the participants.

Scholars have the opportunity to spend (at the invitation from the partner university) up to#
weeks per academic year at the partner university. The home university pays the travé

expenses, the host university provides accommodation and pays a per diem.
