Rogers.is replacing Mr. R. W,
Hecdonnell who wes transferred from Prague to the Canadian Embassy,
Paris, in December, 1949. It is expected thet Mr. Rogers will lecve
for Czechoslovekia sometime in Hay.

Mr, Rogers wes born in Vernon, B.C., August 3, 1911. He
attended elementary and secondary schools in Charlottetown, P.E.I.
end gredusted from Dalhcusie University with the degrce of B.A. in
Political Science. He later studied at thé Lordon School of Economics
where he obtzined the degree of M.Sc. (Eccn.). Prior to joining the
Department of External Affairs; in 1938, ilr. Rogers wes Acting Notionol
Secretury of the Canadian Institute of Internationzl Affairs. In
Decenber, 1939, lir. Rogers was posted to the Office of the High
Commissioner fer Cancdes, Canberra,ond was hActing High Commissioner from
July, 1341, to Januzry, 1942, ond again from October-December, 1942.
