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(¢) to widen the authority of the Senate and of
the House of Commons regarding the actual moving,
transportation, travelling and telecommunication ex-
penses to be allowed their respective members for
each session;

to amend the Members of Parliament Retiring Allow-
ances Act and An Act to make provision for the retire-
ment of members of the Senate to provide for adjust-
ments in the contributions and benefits under those Acts;
and to further provide for consequential amendments.

Mr. Turner (Ottawa-Carleton), seconded by Mr. Mac-
Eachen, by leave of the House, introduced Bill C-243, An
Act to amend the Judges Act and the Financial Adminis-
tration Act, which was read the first time and ordered
to be printed and ordered for a second reading at the
next sitting of the House.

The text of the Message and recommendation of the
Governor General printed pursuant to Standing Order
62(2) in relation to the foregoing Bill is as follows:

His Excellency the Governor General recommends to
the House of Commons a measure to amend the Judges
Act

(a) to increase the salaries of judges of the Supreme
Court of Canada, the Federal Court of Canada, the
superior and district and county courts of the prov-
inces, and the judges of the Territorial Courts of
the Yukon Territory and of the Northwest Ter-
ritories;

(b) to provide salaries for five additional judges
of the High Court of Ontario, three additional judges
of the Court of Queen’s Bench of Quebec, three
additional judges of the Supreme Court of British
Columbia, and one additional judge of the county
courts of Nova Scotia;

(c) to provide for supernumerary judges and for
their salaries;

(d) to provide for every judge in receipt of a
salary under this Act, an increase in the additional
salary paid as compensation for extra-judicial serv-
ices performed at the request of the Government
of Canada or the government of a province, and
for incidental expenditures required in the execu-
tion of his office;

(e) to provide for the payment to every judge of
the Federal Court of Canada and of the Territorial
Courts of the Yukon Territory and the Northwest
Territories, an additional allowance as compensa-
tion for special incidental expenditures inherent
in the exercise of his office as judge;

(f) to reduce the age at which a judge may be
granted an annuity;

(g) to provide for the annuity to be payable to a
supernumerary judge where prior to becoming a
supernumerary judge he held the office of Chief
Justice or Associate Chief Justice;

(h) to reduce the age at which a judge of the
county court shall be compulsorily retired;

(i) to provide for an annuity to the widower of a
judge and to the children of a judge who dies while
holding office;

(j) to establish the Canadian Judicial Council and
to provide that it may engage counsel and other
persons,

and to amend the Financial Administration Act to in-
crease the salary of the Auditor General.
