Mr. O'Connel], from the Special Joint Committee on
Immigration Policy, presented the First Report of the
Committee, which is as follows:

On March 3, 1975 and March 5, 1975, the House of
Commons and the Senate adopted a joint resolution which
empowered your Committee to

', ... consider the Green Paper on Immigration policy
tabled by the Minister of Manpower and Immigration
in the bouse of Commons on February 3, 1975; and to
invite the views of the public on the issues raised
therein;"
