OTTAWA IMPERIAL CONFERENCE—REPRESENTATIVES
OF CANADIAN LUMBERMEN

Mr. GUTHRIE: At the request of the
Prime Minister I beg to lay on the table the
answer to the following questions asked on
February 26, by the hon. member for South
Battleford (Mr. Vallance). These questions
are not on to-day’s order paper.

1. Who were the representatives of the
Canadian luwnbermen at the Ottawa Imperial
conference of August, 19327

2. What was the status of G. B. Nicholson
at that conference? 2

3. Are there any authentic records obtainable
regarding the discussion of the lumber industry
in general, also in particular, the national and
inter-imperial viewpoint or any brief on that
question?

The answers are as follows:

1. No representatives of the Canadian lum-
bermen took part in the Imperial Economic
Conference, 1932, which was a conference be-
tween governments.

3. The records of the discussions of the
conference are confidential and, in accordance
with custom, could not be made public with-
out the consent of the governments repre-
sented.

GERMAN CONSUL-GENERAL IN

Hon. HUGH GUTHRIE (Minister of Jus-
tice): Mr. Speaker, in the absence of the
Prime Minister (Mr. Bennett) and at his
request I beg to make answer to the following
question asked by the hon. member for Car-
tier (Mr. Jacobs) :

In view of the fact that Dr. L. Kempff,
German consul general in Canada, has issued
from his office in Montreal, publications
grossly offensive to people of the Jewish race
and likely to stir up enmity and strife in this
country against Jews, will the government take
appropriate measures for the suppression and
confiscation of the anti-Jewish and pro-Nazi
literature now being circulated by the German
consul general in Montreal, and also for the
recall of Dr. Kempff and other officials of the
consulate who are responsible for such acts?

CANADA

The hon. member for Cartier has not given
any particulars of the publications which he
states have been circulated by the German
consul-general, and which he describes as anti-
Jewish and pro-Nazi. I am, however, in-
formed that the consul-general states that the
publication issued from his office is one
entitled Germany’s Fight for Western Civiliza-
tion, and that between two and three hundred
copies of this pamphlet have been mailed
to representative men in public and business
life. We are assured that no further copies
will be circulated.

It is not necessary to remind members of
this house at any length of the privileges and
responsibilities of the representatives of a
foreign country abroad. It is clearly estab-
lished that a diplomatic representative must
abstain from intervention in the internal
affairs of the country to which he is accredited.
It is equally clear that in the performance
